COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 9, 2013
 CONVENED: 7:00 PM

CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony opened the April 9, 2013 regular Council meeting at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Jim Brown, Sharon Dinger, Connie Pound and John Shurtleff. Council member Kathy Ritch was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Director Jason Melo.

Citizen Birl Miller led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Teri Brown Johnson, Julie Bolling, Angie Shurtleff, Chris & Brianna Peppers, Lisa Whited and Birl Miller. Also present was Nathan Black from JUB Engineering. 

Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Brown made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 2 - Administrative Matters

Appoint Budget Committee Members
Mayor Anthony explained that there was three positions available on the budget committee and five citizens have volunteered. The volunteers were Katie Jones Bedolla, Julie Bolling, Larry Curry, Birl Miller and Angie Shurtleff. The Council was provided with ballots to choose three citizen to serve on the committee. City Recorder Valerie Russell tallied the votes and announced the three new members: Katie Jones Bedolla, Larry Curry and Angie Shurtleff. The returning members are Richard Howe, Rodney Rogers and Mary Schoenfeld.

Resolution #R-1304-3 Resolution Establishing Fines for Dog Violations
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1304-3 Establishing Fines for Dog Violations. Resolution is herein attached and part of the record.

Council discussion followed concerning the fine for "Aggressive Dog".

Councilor Dinger made a motion to remove the "Aggressive Dog" fine from the Resolution. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. Councilor Pound opposed. The motion passed with majority consent.

Councilor Dinger made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1304-3 Establishing Fines for Dog Violations with corrections. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 


Review Dog Violation Notices
Council reviewed the dog violation notices and discussed the cost to have the notices printed.  For 250 copies the cost is $75.00, two sets will be needed, one for the first notice and one for second notice, the total cost will be $150.00.

Councilor Brown made a motion to accept the dog violation notices. Councilor Pound seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

The City will advertise for a volunteer to be appointed as the Dog Control Officer.

Draft Dog Ordinance
Mayor Anthony read aloud the Draft Dog Ordinance to the Council. 

Council discussion followed.

The discussion included adding a definition of "Aggressive Dog".

Councilor Dinger made a motion to send the Draft Dog Ordinance with corrections as noted to the Attorney for his review. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3_- Old Business

JUB Engineering Water Master Plan Update

Nathan Black from JUB Engineering addressed the Council concerning the Haines Water Master Plan Evaluation and Opinion of Cost. The update was required before a Project Notification Intake Form (PNIF) could be sent to request an application for a grant. A letter from Bill Goss, from the Drinking Water Agency, addressing the compliance issue of inadequate pressure will be included with the PNIF. Nathan has spoken with Gary Viehdorfer at Business Oregon and discussed the Draft Technical Memo. Nathan made a request to the Council to send the Draft Technical Memo to Gary Viehdorfer for his review. Nathan stressed the importance of a timely submittal.

Councilors Pound and Dinger voiced their disapproval of sending the update to Gary Viehdorfer without Council review. Nathan explained that there had only been minor changes since the last information was submitted to the Council. 
Mayor Anthony explained that the Draft Technical Memo in no way obligates the City to anything. At this point JUB is working with Gary Viehdorfer and Bill Goss to make sure that everything that needs to be addressed to obtain a grant, such as compliance issues, are included. 
Discussion followed.

Councilor O'Grady made a motion to allow JUB Engineering to submit the Technical Memorandum. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Nathan stated that the cost of the materials would be reviewed for errors before submitting.

Council was provided with a copy of the Draft Technical Memo. The Draft Technical Memo is herein attached and part of the record.
Agenda Item No. 4 -New Business


Street Light

Mayor Anthony stated that he had been approached by several citizens requesting a street light be installed at the NW corner of Front and Fourth Street. The intersection is not well lit from the existing street lights and could be a safety issue.
Councilor Brown made a motion to place a street light at the NW corner of Front and Fourth Street. Councilor Pound seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


Large Animal Disposal at Landfill
Mayor Anthony addressed the issue of large animal disposal at the Landfill. Recently the City has disposed of the three horses, one of which was owned by someone outside the City limits. A written policy needs to be drafted concerning the disposal of large animals and a discussion of prices, currently the City is charging only $25.00 for disposing of a horse. 

Discussion followed.

Mayor Anthony stated that he would draft a policy concerning disposing of large animals and present it at a future Council meeting.
Agenda Item No. 5 - Staff Reports

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that she was making progress on the budget. Due to the publishing requirements the Budget Committee Meeting would probably be scheduled for the first week of May.

Sewer Pumps
Public Works Director Jason Melo explained that Anderson Perry Engineers met with him at the pump station to discuss the sewer pump issue. And then visited with Mike Voboril at MMW Repair who is repairing the sewer pump that failed. Dave Wildman from Anderson Perry requested to attend the Council meeting, but Jason felt that there needed to be more information gathered on the situation before that was necessary. Anderson Perry Engineering sent a letter to the Council and requested that it be presented at the meeting. 
Mayor Anthony read aloud the letter from Anderson Perry Engineering. The letter is herein attached and part of the record.

Jason is working with Anderson Perry, JUB and the different contractors that were involved in the construction. At this point there is not enough information to determine what is causing the problems with the sewer pumps.

Misc.

Progress is being made on the clean up the parks and weed spraying.

Agenda Item No. 6 - Council Reports

Councilor O'Grady
Councilor O'Grady researched the cost of an alarm system for the office. Smith Security in Pendleton quoted $399.00 for installation of an alarm system, $42.00 per month for monitoring if linked to a cell phone and $25.00 per month if linked straight to the central station. An extra motion sensor would cost $175.00. If a siren was installed it would cost over $1,000.00 but there would be no monthly fee.

Councilor Pound

Councilor Pound stated that she has been recruiting citizens that might be interested in serving on the Planning Commission.
Agenda Item No. 7- Public Comments

Chris and Brianna Peppers
Chris and Brianna Peppers asked if  they could recruit volunteers from the Community and schedule a day to help with projects that the Public Works does not have the time or the man power to complete, such as in the parks. 

Lisa Whited
Lisa Whited discussed trying to get more activities for the kids during the 4th of July events. And stated that more vendors would be beneficial and they should not segregate the vendors from the Arts in the Park. 
Teri Brown Johnson stated, as a representative of the Friends of Haines, that Becky Litke is organizing the Arts in the Park and she requested that it just be art and possibly have vendors at the Peace Park.

Discussion followed questioning the segregation of the vendors and the art, and if it would be more beneficial to have them commingled for a steady flow that would attract more interest. 
Lisa stated that she would attend a Friends of Haines meeting and help to organize the vendors.
