COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
AUGUST 16, 2016
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the August 16, 2016 regular Council meeting at 6:00 pm.  Council members present were Dawn O’Grady, Katie Jones-Bedolla, Lisa Whited and Connie Pound-Lewis. Councilor Don Adcock was absent. Councilor John Shurtleff arrived at 6:10 pm. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel.  
Citizen present: Sandy Wood. Planning Director Richard Howe, JUB Engineer John Garlitz and Nick Ducote from Ducote Consulting were also present.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Planning Document Review
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated in reference to the discussion at the July meeting the definitions were moved to the end of Chapter 1. The changes made to the definition of Dwelling Unit was verified and is correct. 

The question concerning 1.2.7 “B” whether it should read “Severability” or “Void Future Actions” as it does in the model code was presented to Planning Director Richard Howe. It was determined to change “Severability” to “Void Future Actions”. 

Chapter 3, 3.1.2 “G” (1) the reference to the City Transportation System Plan which states to refer back to the City Plan. This reference will be changed to “in accordance with ODOT recommendations.”

Chapter 3, 3.1.2 “J” (2) removed “except that driveways providing direct access to parking spaces shall conform to the parking area standards in Chapter 3.3”
Chapter 3, 3.1.2 “J” (4) discussion concerning if there was a difference between a single family dwelling and a private single family dwelling? It was determined to remove (4).
The review of the Planning Document will resume at Chapter 3.3.3 on September 13th at 6:00 pm.

 Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report

Right of Way Issue
Mayor Brown explained the issue of a right of way encroachment.  The property owner recently built a shed on the City right of way. The same party has several items in the alley. 

Councilor O’Grady made a motion to officially notify the property owner to move the shed onto their private property following all building setbacks and to remove all items from the alley. Councilor Whited seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Funding for Street Preservation

The City of Haines hosted the July Mayors Meeting. Representative Greg Smith was in attendance and explained that he is a member of the Joint Committee on Transportation Preservation and Modernization. The Committee is tasked with the development of a major transportation package for the 2017 Legislative Session. The package is expected to make investments to repair, modernize and expand Oregon’s transportation infrastructure. Proposals can be sent to the Baker County Commissioners addressing the City’s needs, which could include preserving the existing asphalt with chip sealing.
Misc.
Mayor Brown has requested a meeting with Cliff Bentz to discuss the IFA and the inconsistencies the City has experienced. 
He encouraged the Council to read the article in the August League of Oregon Cities Local Focus titled “Out of sight, Out of Mind” Funding Oregon’s Water Infrastructure Needs.
In reference to a discussion at the July meeting concerning drafting a policy for the use of the parks for events. There is an existing policy which can be revised to accommodate for use of the parks for groups that hold special events. The Council was provided with the existing park policy to review and bring ideas to the next meeting.
There have been some issues recently concerning the use of ATV’s. The City does have an ATV Ordinance which requires that all ATV’s be licensed with the City in order to be operated on City streets. Most of the ATV owners adhere to the requirements of the ordinance. But there are a few individuals that have never licensed their ATV’s and do not adhere to the requirements. Mayor Brown asked the Council if the City was going to enforce the ordinance. 
The Council consensus was to enforce the ordinance and everyone that operates an ATV on the City Streets must adhere to the rules.
Unger Property Acquisition
Mayor Brown explained that the Unger property purchase is now complete and the City is the official owner of the property. The property is needed to construct a new well for the Water Compliance Project. 

Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda

Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Pound-Lewis seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder/Public Works
City Recorder
2016 Election
City Recorder Valerie Russell reminded the Council that the deadline to file candidacy and petitions for the November 8, 2016 election is August 30, 2016 at 3:30 pm. There are three Council positions and the Mayor position available.


City Hall Week 
The League of Oregon Cities sent the Council a letter inviting everyone to participate in City Hall Week. The event is designed to give city officials, legislators and candidates the opportunity to meet one-on-one about issues of vital importance to cities. The meeting will take place September 16, 2016, 9:30 am – 11:00 am at Baker City Hall in the Council Chambers. 
Public Works

Landfill Inspection 

Public Works Josh Proebstel explained that the DEQ compliance inspection report stated that the Haines Landfill and Recycle Center continue to be well maintained and operated.

Misc.
Josh has been doing general maintenance around town including repairing water leaks and exercising valves. Some of the valves have extensions due to the depth of the valve. The extensions were installed in the early 1980’s. Three of the extensions have sheared off while trying to open the valves. Josh has been keeping a record of the condition of each of the valves.
There is an extensive amount of water tests required this year that will be completed this month. 

The City did install a new sewer service on the east side of town. The sewer main is approximately eight feet deep in that area which is the maximum that the City is able to dig without utilizing an excavator. The water table is low at this time of the year so water was not present until between 6 ½ to 7 feet deep. Josh recently made an estimate for a sewer and water installation on School Street. The sewer main is approximately 13 feet deep in that area and would require hiring an excavator.

The installation of a sprinkler system in the Peace Park would reduce labor costs by 2 to 3 hours per week in the summer. Estimates will be provided to the Council on the cost to install the system. 

Josh has submitted the application for the Water Certification exam with the $90.00 fee. There will be additional fees to take the test and for the actual license.

Sewer Farm
The crop at the sewer farm is still not getting enough water. The pump that is installed is not large enough horsepower to run the pivots simultaneously. The pump should be a variable speed 40-45 horsepower in order to push the water to both pivots. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Administrative Matters


Request to Utilize Undeveloped Right of Way
Roland and Teri Hetterley made a formal request to utilize the undeveloped 6th Street right of way that adjoins their property at 615 Cole Street. The Hetterley’s would like to maintain the area as part of their yard.
Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to accept the Hetterley’s request to utilize the undeveloped Sixth Street right of way that adjoins their property. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 

Code Enforcement Officer
Mayor Brown stated that Shawn Wood is willing to be the City’s Code Enforcement Officer. Shawn will only charge for each individual incident charging $10.00 per hour with fuel reimbursement or $12.00 per hour without fuel reimbursement.
Councilor O’Grady made a motion to accept Shawn Wood’s proposal for Code Enforcement Officer to be paid $12.00 per hour for each individual incident without fuel reimbursement. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

City Trash Can Location/Responsibility 
Mayor Brown explained that the City has been providing trash cans on Front Street by the local businesses to help control littering.  Some of the businesses have started expecting regular monitoring and emptying of the cans. The Council needs to make a decision whether the City is responsible for these cans or should they be removed. The City will continue to have trash can in the parks.
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to remove the cans from the East side of Front Street. Councilor Whited seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 6 – Water Compliance Project

Community Development Block Grant Application
JUB Engineer John Garlitz and Consultant Nick Ducote addressed the Council concerning the funding for the Water Compliance Project. John gave an overview of the compliance issues with the system and funding options at this point. John presented the Council with two scenario’s for funding for a portion of the project. The City is eligible for a $1,900,000 CDBG grant. Scenario #1 would include water meters and storage tank  in the amount of $3,200,000. The City would need to take out a State Drinking Water loan in the amount $550,000 with a $750,000 grant from the State Drinking Water Agency, water rates would be approximately $45.74 per month. Scenario #2 would include water meters, storage tank, well #3 electrical upgrades and abandon well #2 in the amount of $3,400,000. The City would need to take out a State Drinking Water loan in the amount of $750,000 with a $750,000 grant from the State Drinking Water Agency, water rates would be approximately $48.77 per month. 
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to apply for Scenario # 2. Councilor O’Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
