Charges for Water Usage 

Customers will be charged the base rate for the first 10,000 gallons of usage plus an additional $0.25 for each 1,000 gallon over 10,000 gallons. Residential base rate is $49.00 per month.
2023 Dog License/ATV License
It is a requirement to have all dogs licensed with the City of Haines, please bring proof of rabies vaccination when purchasing your dog licenses. The cost is $5.00 for spayed or neutered dogs and $9.00 for non-spayed or neutered dogs and are valid for one calendar year.
The City of Haines allows operation of ATVs on City Streets with a Haines ATV license. ATV licenses cost $5.00 and are valid for one calendar year. 
The 2022 licenses will expire December 31, 2022.
