Water Rate Increase
The water rate increase of $4.00 per month takes effect July 1, 2018. The water rate increase was a requirement of the Community Development Block Grant and the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan that the City received to bring the water system into compliance with the Oregon Health Authority. In order to be eligible to receive the $1,908,122 grant and the $1,818,265 loan the water rates must be at the affordability level of $49.00 per month by the end of this phase of the project in two years. If all requirements of the loan are met (such as the water rate level) $961,827 of the loan will be forgiven. 
There will not be an increase in the sewer rates for the 2018/2019 fiscal year.
