Marijuana?
The April 4, 2017 Haines City Council meeting was held at the Haines Elementary School. There were approximately 125 attendees at the meeting for the second and third (final) readings of Ordinance No. 150 Series 2017, “An Ordinance Declaring a Temporary Ban on {Medical Marijuana Processing Sites, Medical Marijuana Dispensaries, Recreational Marijuana Retailers, Recreational Marijuana Producers, Recreational Marijuana Processors, Recreational Marijuana Wholesalers} and Declaring an Emergency until the 2018 General Election when the matter will be referred to electors. The Haines City Council voted unanimously to adopt the ordinance and to place the matter on the November 2018 General Election ballot. Thank you to everyone that attended and made comments on the matter. 
Haines Community Yard Sale
The annual Haines Community Yard Sale will take place Saturday May 6th. Maps will be available in front of City Hall, 819 Front Street at 7:00 am. Deadline to be placed on the map is May 3rd. 
Weed Control
The City will begin spraying City owned property for weeds this month. The area to be sprayed will include City streets up to private property boundaries and alleys. Please remove all personal items off City property. Residents are encouraged to keep their private property clear of weeds. (See herbicide giveaway below).

Baker County Weed District will be giving away pre-mixed herbicide on May 20th and May 27th, 7:00 am – 12:00 pm at the (old) ODOT Building, 1050 S. Bridge Street, Baker City. Bring your own chemical resistant container (no food containers) limit 5 gallons per resident. 
Budget Committee Meeting

A public meeting of the Budget Committee for the City of Haines, Baker County, State of Oregon, to discuss the budget for the fiscal year July 1, 2017 to June 30, 2018 will be held at the Haines City Hall, 819 Front St. Haines, Oregon. The meeting will take place on May 23, 2017 at 6:00 pm.

The purpose of the meeting is to receive the budget message and to receive comments from the public on the budget.  A copy of the budget document may be obtained on or after May 16, 2017 at the Haines City Hall at 819 Front Street.

2017 Dog License/ATV License

It is time to purchase your 2017 Dog License and 2017 ATV License. The 2016 Dog License and ATV License expired December 31, 2016. 
It is a requirement to have your dog(s) licensed with the City of Haines. If you have unlicensed dog(s) you are in violation of the City's Dog Ordinance and could be subject to a fine. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall, please bring proof of current rabies vaccination. 
In order to ride an ATV on City Streets it must be licensed with the City. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall for $5.00 and must be renewed annually.
