COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
December 14, 2022
       CONVENE: 6:00 PM

Council President Dennis Anthony opened the December 14, 2022 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Peter Hall, Ken Bain, Angie Shurtleff, Don Adcock and Terry Blaske. Mayor Jim Brown was absent. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel were also present. 
Citizens present: Phill & Ellen Stevenson.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters
Conditional Use Application-721 Olson- Small Commercial Shop in Residential Zone Proposal
Phill and Ellen Stevenson presented a Conditional Use Application to allow a small commercial shop in a residential zone. The property is located on the corner of Fourth Street and Olson. The shop might have some items such as farm implements for sale and they might have an occasional yard sale. 

Councilor Hall made a motion to approve the Stevenson’s Conditional Use Application. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Water Compliance Project 
The Council had met in a Work Session December 7, 2022 to discuss the use of funds from the Congressionally

Directed Spending grant in the amount of $1,015,000. 
Councilor Hall made a motion to use the Congressionally Directed Spending grant to replace the Safe Drinking Water State Revolving Fund loan in the on-going water construction project, that is contracted through Warrington Construction Corporation of Oregon. Councilor Blaske seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

The Council had also discussed applying for more funding in the spring to complete the project.

Councilor Hall made a motion for the City to submit an application to the Safe Drinking Water State Revolving Fund program by March 2023 to check on available funding packages to complete the Water Compliance Project. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Baker County Commissioner Bill Harvey to discuss County-wide Road District
Baker County Commissioner Bill Harvey addressed the Council concerning the County-wide Road Service District. The purpose is for the district to receive federal forest reserve moneys (also known as SRS dollars) that would otherwise be credited to the county road fund. By creating a road service district, Baker County will be eligible to receive more federal funding in the form of increased PILT (payment in lieu of taxes) funds. This will not create any new taxes on citizens. 

Resolution No. R-2212-06 Supporting County-wide Road District 
Council President Dennis Anthony read aloud Resolution No. R-221206 Supporting County-wide Road District to the Council. 

Councilor Bain made a motion to approve Resolution No. R-221206 Supporting County-wide Road District. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Public Works Six Month Performance/Salary Review
Public Works employee Josh Proebstel has completed his six-month probationary period with the City. Josh’s starting wage was $22.00 per hour and after a six-month satisfactory probation period his wage would be increased to $25.00 per hour. Everyone agreed that Josh is doing an outstanding job. 

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to increase Public Works Josh Proebstel’s wages to $25.00 per hour. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Council Meeting Schedule

Council President Dennis Anthony proposed to change the day of the regular council meeting from the second Tuesday of the month to either the second Wednesday or the fourth Tuesday of the month. 

Council discussion followed. 

Councilor Bain made a motion to schedule the regular Council meeting on the fourth Tuesday of the month. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 2 – Consent Agenda

October 11, 2022 Council Meeting Minutes and November and December Accounts Payable
Councilor Hall made a motion to accept the October 11, 2022 Council Meeting Minutes and November and December Accounts Payable. Councilor Blaske seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


October and November Payroll
Councilor Shurtleff excused herself from the Council due to a conflict of interest. 

Councilor Bain made a motion to accept the October and November payroll. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – City Recorder Report/Public Works
City Recorder

Special Meeting

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the Council will need to hold a short meeting in order for her to administer the oath of office to the new Mayor and Council members. Valerie asked the Council if they would be able to attend a short meeting at 3:30 pm on January 4, 2023. Council agreed to attend a short meeting January 4, 2023 at 3:30 pm to administer the oath of office to the new officers and appoint a Council President. 

ODOT Grant
The City has been notified that we are a recipient of the ODOT Special Cities Allotment Grant in the amount of $250,000. The grant will be used for street repairs as outlined in the application.

Neighborhood Watch
Sandy Wood established Neighborhood Watch many years ago to help law enforcement watch over the town. Sandy is retiring from her position and would like to hand it over to new volunteers. Neighborhood Watch has approximately $1,400 in funds that were donated mainly by the City. The funds are located in the Haines Community Charitable Fund account at the Community Bank in Baker City. The City has donated $25.00 per month to Neighborhood Watch since 2013. The Council needs to decide if they want to continue Neighborhood Watch and if they want to continue to donate to the cause. Volunteers will need to be recruited if Neighborhood Watch is to continue. 
Council suggested advertising for volunteers for Neighborhood Watch.


Computers
Valerie addressed the Council and explained that both the City computers need replaced. The main priority at this time is Josh’s computer which will not work at all. 

Josh explained that he just needed a basic laptop to complete reports and email. 

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion for Josh to purchase a laptop computer for approximately $500.00. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


Winter Landfill Schedule
Council discussed the winter landfill schedule and determined to try to have the landfill open one Saturday a month during the winter months. And if the weather on the scheduled Saturday does not allow for the landfill to be open the City will attempt to have it open the next weekend. 

Don Adcock Retiring from City Council
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that Councilor Don Adcock is retiring from the City Council and has served a full eight years. Valerie thanked Don for his service to the City. 
Public Works
Public Works Josh Proebstel thanked the Council for the increase in wages. The annual Water Use Report was submitted to the Oregon Water Resources Department. A water system survey was conducted by the Oregon Health Authority and everything went well. Everything has been running smoothly including snow removal. 


Sewer Line Break
There was a broken sewer line on Cole Street that required contacting Bill Justus Excavating to dig up with his excavator. The sewer line had been broken at one point, probably when the water main was replaced. It had been repaired on one end but had separated on the other end which caused the customers sewer to back up. The customer had contacted a plumber who determined that the problem was out in the city right of way.

Councilor Shurtleff questioned if the contractor would be held liable for the cost of repairs. 

The City will contact the contractor and discuss the matter. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – Unfinished Business
Councilor Blaske addressed the issue of the motor home on the right of way on School Street. 

Councilor Adcock commented that there is someone living in a trailer on First Street also. 

Agenda Item No. 5 – Council Reports

Councilor Hall
Councilor Hall explained that the League of Oregon Cities is having a “City Day at the Capitol” in Salem January 25th, where City leaders can go and talk with the legislators. Councilor Hall offered to go and met with the legislators if the Council approved. 

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to reimburse Councilor Hall expenses up to $250.00 to attend the LOC meeting in Salem on January 25, 2023. Councilor Blaske seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
