CITY COUNCIL MEETING
DECEMBER 10, 2019
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that Mayor Brown and Council President Anthony were both absent. The Mayor had requested that she conduct the meeting if the Council approved. Councilor Hall made a motion to allow City Recorder Valerie Russell to conduct the meeting. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell opened the December 10, 2019 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall, Don Adcock and Ken Bain. Mayor Jim Brown and Council President Dennis Anthony were absent. Public Works Ty Falcon was also present.  
Citizen present: Sandy Wood and Terry Blaske.
Agenda Item No. 1– Consent Agenda
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – Administrative Matters

Options for Existing Water Tank 
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that the new water reservoir is online at this time along with the existing water reservoir. The existing water reservoir has not been taken off line because JUB Engineers does not recommend draining the tank and leaving it empty because of liability concerns. The tank is designed to have water in it for stability. The tank cannot be left full of water because of the possibility of freezing. The Engineers will not approve taking the existing reservoir off line until a solution has been finalized on moving the tank to the rodeo grounds or demolishing the tank. A rough estimate to move the tank to the rodeo grounds could be $100,000 or more. To transport the tank on the ground could involve taking down at least nine powerlines. To demolish the tank, it would cost approximately $30,000. There are $59,000 in available funds which are loan funds. 
Council discussion followed with the consensus that they wanted to relocate the existing tank to the rodeo grounds if possible.
Valerie noted that Mayor Brown did not agree that the existing water reservoir could possibly ever blow over and his opinion stands to drain the tank and leave in the current location until grant funds to relocate the tank are available.

Valerie contacted Shae Talley from JUB Engineers and she said that it would be fine to wait until the January meeting to make a decision.
The discussion was postponed until the January 2020 meeting.
Snowmobile Operation on City Streets
Valerie explained that Mayor Brown had suggested the possibility of allowing snowmobile operation on City Streets in Haines along with ATV’s. This would involve passing a new ordinance if the Council is in favor of the idea. 
Council discussion followed.

Councilor Hall made a motion to not pursue an ordinance to allow snowmobile operation on City Streets in Haines. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Landowner Responsibility for Utilities 
Valerie explained to the Council that collecting payments for water and sewer from tenants is a challenge. She suggested adopting a policy where the landowner must keep the utilities in their name.
Councilor Adcock made a motion to require landowners to have the water/sewer accounts in their name. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 3 – Unfinished Business

Lawsuit

Councilor Falcon questioned if the City had received any updates concerning the lawsuit. 

Valerie explained that the City did receive a notice from the CIS Insurance Company stating that they had sent a notice denying the claim to Brandon Fry’s attorney.


Knox Survey
Councilor Falcon also asked if the City had received any information on the Curt Knox survey.

The City has not received any information on the survey.

Councilor Shurtleff commented that Kathy Knox had told her that Tom Hanley Jr. had stated to her that his Dad, Tom Hanley Sr. had surveyed several parcels in Haines incorrectly and that the City’s survey was correct. Kathy had also stated that Curt had no intention of moving the fence.
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that if Curt Knox fails to move the fence the City Attorney will be contacted to resolve the matter.
Agenda Item No. 4 – New Business

Utility Violations

Council discussed utility violations where property owners are allowing RV’s to be connected to the utilities for the main residence, which is a violation of the City’s water and sewer ordinances. The ordinances state that only one residence is allowed per connection. Additional residences (if allowed by the City’s zoning ordinance) would be required to have separate connections to the water and sewer systems. The Council discussion focused on violators of the ordinances and a way to remedy the situation. 
Council consensus was to contact the City Attorney for guidance.
There was other discussion concerning building violations and a possible illegible septic system. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Council Reports
Councilor Hall
Councilor Hall addressed the Council stating that he is on the board of the League of Oregon Cities and he attended a meeting the prior week. The LOC is offering Cities an opportunity to access ten hours per year of legal advice from the LOC. In order to participate the City would need to approve a resolution and sign an agreement with the LOC. Councilor Hall read a draft resolution to the Council and provided Valerie with the draft copy.
Discussion followed.

Councilor Hall made a motion to present the resolution and agreement with the League of Oregon Cities for 10 hours of free legal advice at the January 2020 City Council meeting. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Councilor Hall gave an overview of the LOC board meeting. 
Agenda Item No. 6 – Public Comments
There were no public comments.
