CITY COUNCIL MEETING

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the December 11, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, John Shurtleff, Lisa Whited, Dennis Anthony and Don Adcock. Council member Katie Jones and City Recorder Valerie Russell were absent. Also present was Public Works Brandon Fry.
Citizens present: June Falcon and Sandy Wood. Also present was Stan Mitchell from Nichols & Mitchell CPA’s.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters
Presentation of Audit for Fiscal Year 2017/2018 Nichols & Mitchell CPA’s
Stan Mitchell, from Nichols & Mitchell CPA’s presented the audit to the Council. Stan commented that the books are terrifically clean and he was very impressed. 
The City’s cash position improved from the prior year. The Street and General funds improved the cash position by $7,000. The Water and Sewer funds increased the cash position by over $50,000. The Landfill continues to be a concern and relies on other funds to continue operation. The Council needs to be diligent in pursuing the past due water and sewer accounts.
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to approve the 2017/2018 Audit. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report

Water Compliance Project

Mayor Brown stated that the contract with T. Bailey, Inc has been sent to the Attorney for his review. The sub-contractor Warrington Construction has inquired into changing the water meter brand and they have been told to stick with the brand that is in the design. 


Landfill 

The Landfill schedule will change to the winter schedule starting in January and will only be open the first Saturday of the month. In April the Landfill will return to the normal schedule. As the accountant stated, the fees may need to be raised to help support the Landfill. 
Discussion followed concerning the Landfill and possibly charging for yard debris especially if you live out of the City limits. Also discussed was the possibility of charging more for non-residents since residents are paying approximately $2.00 per month which is included in the water and sewer charges to help support the Landfill.
Dog Enforcement
John Shurtleff has volunteered to be the City’s dog enforcement officer starting in January when his term as Council member has ended. 

Councilor Shurtleff declared there was a conflict of interest and removed himself from the Council. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to hire John Shurtleff as the Dog Enforcement Officer. Councilor Whited seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Councilor Anthony suggested paying John $15.00 per hour to conduct dog enforcement.
Agenda Item No. 3 – Administrative Matters

Final Reading of Ordinance No. 153 Series 2018 Franchise Agreement Cascade Utilities
Mayor Brown read Ordinance No. 153 Series 2018 Franchise Agreement Cascade Utilities by title only to the Council. 

Councilor Bain made a motion to accept the final reading of Ordinance No. 153 Series 2018 Franchise Agreement Cascade Utilities. Councilor Anthony seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 4 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 5 – Public Works Report

Public Works Brandon Fry explained to the Council that after a recent sewer install that required purchasing gravel to repair the street, the cost of gravel will be included in future estimates. Currently only asphalt replacement is included in the estimates.

Brandon has conducted general service and maintenance on the equipment in preparation for winter.
