CITY COUNCIL MEETING
December 8, 2020
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Brown opened the December 8, 2020 telephone conference City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall, Don Adcock and Ken Bain. Councilor Anthony was absent. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present.

Agenda Item No. 1 – Mayors Report

Mayor Brown addressed the Council stating that the reader board had been ordered. The reader board will be installed on the roof of City Hall. John Shurtleff is willing to complete the work necessary to install the reader board in trade for the lift tail gate that has been stored at the shop for many years. 
The ridge cap on City Hall needs to be replaced and also the ridge cap on the Perkins cabin. 

The City Hall needs a new door and a secure drop box installed in the door. The door and drop box should be eligible for reimbursement with the Covid-19 Relief Funds. 

Councilor Adcock volunteered to install the new door and drop box. 

Councilor Adcock made a motion to purchase the door and the drop box that can be paid for with Covid-19 Relief Funds. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Councilor Falcon suggested that Councilor Adcock be paid for his time to install the door. 

Mayor Brown stated that the Covid-19 Relief Funds should pay for the installation of the door as well as the materials. Council consensus was to pay Councilor Adcock for installing the door with Covid-19 Relief Funds. 
Agenda Item No. 2 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Adcock made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – City Recorder
City Recorder

Reader Board

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that she did order the reader board and the cost was $3,651.00. It is the same reader board that Greg Pointer from Ne-Hi Enterprises had sent information on last year. She did research getting a larger reader board, but the next size cost $4,000 for just the reader board.
Extra Water Usage Allowance 

Valerie reminded the Council that they had voted to allow customers an extra 10,000 gallons of water per month in the winter if temperatures remain below freezing for three consecutive days in that month.  

Councilor Falcon asked what the charge at D&B Supply was for in the amount of $299.00.
Valerie stated that if she recalled correctly it was a leaf sweeper to be used in the park that Public Works Ty Falcon purchased.

Public Works
Public Works Ty Falcon stated that the big asphalt pile on the railroad property had been cleaned up. And that the City was running very smoothly right now. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – Administrative Matters

Lot Line Adjustment Sackos
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that Sackos Land Company owns tax lot #5500, which is 1.62 acres and tax lot #5100 which is 149.71 acres. Tax lot #5100 is located partially inside the Haines City limits and borders tax lot #5500 on the north boundary. Sackos Land Company is requesting to do a lot line adjustment and move the south property line of tax lot #5500 to the City limits to include 16.182 acres of tax lot #5100. The total acres of the new parcel would be 17.802 acres.
Councilor Falcon made a motion to approve the Sackos Land Company’s request for the Lot Line Adjustment of tax lot #5500 and tax lot #5100. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Citizen Mike Morrow suggested that the City require some landscaping to the property for whatever company might apply for a building permit.
Valerie explained that any industrial use, even though it might be considered an outright use, would still be presented to the Council to set requirements for parking, access, noise, dust and things such as landscaping. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – New Business

Landfill


Councilor Hall questioned if there were any plans to open up the Landfill in the near future. 

A lengthy discussion followed. 

Council consensus was to see if Sheila would be willing to work at the Landfill the first Saturday of January. If Sheila does not feel comfortable working at the landfill volunteers from the Council and the Public Works will operate the dump if that is okay with Sheila.
