CITY COUNCIL MEETING
FEBRUARY 13, 2018
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the February 13, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Katie Jones, John Shurtleff, Ken Bain, Lisa Whited and Don Adcock. Council member Connie Pound-Lewis was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Brandon Fry.
Citizens present: Angie Shurtleff, Sandy Wood and Phil Marton. Planning Director Richard Howe was also present.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Mayor’s Report

ODOT Special Cities Allotment Grant
Mayor Brown announced that the City was a recipient of the ODOT Special Cities Allotment Grant in the amount of $50,000 which will be used for crack sealing and chip sealing. ODOT was able to award all 31 applications.


Business License
Mayor Brown questioned the Council if they would be interested in establishing a business license policy for the City. There have been several inquiries recently about establishing different businesses in Haines such as social gambling. City attorney Dan Van Thiel had suggested at one time that a business license can be beneficial to regulate and have control over what kind of businesses are established in a community.
Councilor Whited stated that it would be a conflict of interest for her and Councilor Bain because they are business owners. 

Planning Director Richard Howe commented that a business license could be a useful tool for the City then the Council could decide by the criteria of a request whether to issue a business license.
Council consensus was that adopting a business license policy is not necessary at this time.

Ordinance Committee Meeting

There will be a Committee Meeting to review the draft ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way on February 19, 2018 at 7:00 pm.


Potential Water Shortage
Considering the lack of precipitation this year there is a potential for a water shortage next summer. Mayor Brown stated that everyone should prepare for a possible shortage.

Ballot Measure
Mayor Brown stated that the Ballot Measure to ban marijuana facilities in Haines is ready to be sent to the attorney for review.

Sewer Irrigation Pump
An additional irrigation pump will be installed at the sewer farm. The City was very fortunate to have two pumps in storage that can be used at the sewer farm. A new filter will need to be purchased which was approved by the Council at an earlier meeting. The installation of the pump will cost approximately $3,000 including the filter. If the City would have had to purchase a new pump the cost would have been close to $30,000.
Agenda Item No. 2 – Planning Commission Report of Findings – Request to Vacate Alley


Planning Director Richard Howe
Councilor Shurtleff excused himself from the Council declaring there was a conflict of interest due to the fact that he was the party making the request to vacate the alley.
Planning Director Richard Howe presented the Council with a letter concerning the Planning Commission’s recommendations for John and Angie Shurtleff’s request to vacate an alley. The Planning Commission met on February 6, 2018 to discuss the request. The Shurtleff’s property has been combined into one tax lot. The alley is 20 feet wide and dead ends 100 feet into their property. The alley is bordered on three sides by their property. The letter states that any and all costs and fees associated with the vacation would be the responsibility of the Shurtleff’s. The Planning Commission voted unanimously to approve the request. Richard explained that according to the City’s current Planning and Zoning Ordinance the Council makes the final decision on the request. Letter is herein attached and part of the record.
Councilor Whited questioned what the fees would be for and how much it would cost.
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that the vacation would be completed through the ordinance process so there would be attorney fees, public hearings which would need to be advertised, a deed would need to be drawn up by the attorney and the deed would need to be recorded with the County. There could be other expenses involved in the process also. 

Commissioner Howe explained that the zoning map would also have to be revised to show the alley had been vacated. 
Mayor Brown stated that he felt the City should sell the property not just give it away in situations like this. 
Commissioner Howe commented that at the planning commission meeting the question was asked about what would happen if in the future the property was subdivided. 

If the property was subdivided in the future the property would have to be re-platted which would include streets and alleys. 

Councilor Adcock made a motion to proceed with the process to vacate the alley with the terms of the vacation to be determined when the ordinance is drafted. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 3– Consent Agenda
Councilor Jones made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder/Public Works Reports
City Recorder

CDBG Grant Application
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that after the grant application was submitted to Business Oregon the City received a lengthy list from the agency requesting additional information. Nick Ducote, from Ducote Consulting and Valerie worked extensively for a couple of weeks to satisfy the request. The information was submitted and the City received a notice of Satisfactory Threshold Review from Business Oregon. Apparently, there is enough funds available to fund all of the applications that were submitted this quarter, so the City should receive the grant. The grant recipients should be announced by the end of the month.

Budget Committee
The City will begin advertising for Budget Committee volunteers for the 2018/2019 budget. 
Public Works


Misc.
Public Works Brandon Fry explained to the Council that a small leak developed in a valve at well #1 that was able to be repaired with just an O ring, but the valve is very old and parts are not available anymore so in the future the valve may need replaced.
Brandon reviewed the alarm response system and operations of well #3 with Councilor Jones and City Recorder Valerie Russell. Review of the procedures with Councilor Whited will take place soon. The sewer lift station review with Councilor Bain and Councilor Adcock will be scheduled. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Administrative Matters
Resolution #R-1802-1 Transferring Appropriations between Funds Sewer Fund to Sewer Debt Service Fund
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud Resolution #R-1802-1 Transferring Appropriations between Funds Sewer Fund to Sewer Debt Service Fund to the Council. 
Councilor Jones made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1802-1 Transferring Appropriations between Funds Sewer Fund to Sewer Debt Service Fund. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 6 – Public Comments

Phil Marton
Citizen Phil Marton addressed the Council concerning the recent accident involving a vehicle and a train. The railroad crossings are very hazardous due to the location of the siding. Phil asked if it would be possible for the Council to send a letter to the railroad requesting to move siding out of town and away from any crossing. 

Discussion followed including the fact that the siding was designed for a maximum of 75 train cars but the trains are much longer now than when the siding was built and will not fit on the siding. Not only do they block the view of any passing trains they often completely block both crossing at the same time. The crossing arms do not work properly and are often down for an extended period of time with no trains in the area so people have become accustom to driving around the crossing arms. 

Phil questioned if the City could write a letter and request that a representative from the railroad visit Haines for a meeting to discuss the matter. 

Mayor Brown stated that a letter would be drafted and research completed concerning who to contact at Union Pacific.
There were no further public comments.
