CITY COUNCIL MEETING
JANUARY 9, 2018
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the January 9, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Katie Jones, John Shurtleff, Ken Bain, Lisa Whited and Connie Pound Lewis. Council member Don Adcock was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Brandon Fry.
Citizens present: Chris and Brianna Peppers, Mike Morrow, Angie Shurtleff, Sandy Wood and Garla Rowe. Baker County Commissioner Bill Harvey was also present.
Agenda Item No. 1– Consent Agenda
Councilor Jones commented that there was an error in the minutes in Agenda Item No. 3 - Consent Agenda, Councilor Adcock actually seconded the motion but the minutes incorrectly state that Councilor Bain seconded the motion.
Councilor Jones made a motion to accept the consent agenda with the noted correction. Councilor Pound-Lewis seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 2 – City Recorder/Public Works Reports

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that she has been busy finishing the year end items of business and preparing for the new year.

Public Works Brandon Fry explained that the City pickup has been repaired by Haines Ag & Auto. Whelan Electric installed the new mother board on the auto dialer at the lift station. Brandon has also been cleaning up and organizing the shop and the lift station.
Baker County Commissioner Bill Harvey
Baker County Commissioner Bill Harvey stated that he likes to stay in contact with all of the Cities in the County and he wanted to know if the Council had any questions for the County. Bill commented that he is working with the State Highway Department to pave the section of right of way by the park across from the Haines Sell-Rite Store. 
Mayor Brown commented that the City of Haines and the Baker County Road Department have came to an agreement for the County to resume plowing the Anthony Lakes Highway. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – Administrative Matters

Public Works Salary Review
Mayor Brown explained that the Council met in Executive Session to complete Public Works Brandon Fry’s one-year employee evaluation. The evaluation was favorable and everyone agreed that Brandon was doing an excellent job. 

The Council had voted at the July 11, 2017 Council meeting to increase the employee’s wages 5% with a favorable evaluation at their annual review.
Councilor Pound-Lewis made a motion to increase Brandon’s wages 5%. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Request for Reinstatement of Agreement to Utilize Undeveloped Street Rights of Way
At the December 19, 2017 Council meeting the Council was presented with Chris and Brianna Peppers request for reinstatement of the agreement to utilize the Ruby Street and First Street undeveloped rights of way that adjoin their property. The item had to be postponed until the January meeting due to lack of a quorum. 
Councilor Shurtleff declared there was a conflict of interest and removed himself from the Council.

Mayor Brown explained to the Council that the Peppers agreement with the City to utilize the undeveloped street rights of way of Ruby and First Streets that adjoin their property had been revoked due to non-compliance of the agreement. The Peppers have submitted a request to the Council to reinstate the agreement.
Mayor Brown commented that he had been contacted by citizens that suggested the City develop Ruby Street and First Street in that location. The area has a history of flooding and by developing First Street the proper drainage could be installed. This would also void John & Angie Shurtleff’s agreement to use a portion of the Ruby Street right of way.
Discussion followed including the retention of use of the alley that joins First and Second Street between Olson and Ruby Streets. If the undeveloped rights of way of Ruby and First are developed by the City then the alley would not be considered undeveloped because it connects two developed streets.
Chris Peppers stated that he initially improved the flooding issue by renting a backhoe and working on the ditch, after that the City completed the work and the area has not flooded since. Chris also stated that he did not get the warning letter. 
Mayor Brown reminded Chris that he had stated earlier that he had received the letter but did not read it.
Brianna Peppers stated that they are now in compliance with the rules and they are requesting to have the agreement reinstated.
A lengthy discussion followed. 

Councilor Jones made a motion to develop First Street between Olson and Ruby, and Ruby Street between First and Second Streets. Councilor Pound-Lewis seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Councilor Whited made a motion to not reinstate Peppers agreement to utilize the undeveloped Ruby and First Street rights of way. Councilor Jones seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Commissioner Harvey commented that if the City develops the streets they should considered installing water and sewer lines for future development.
Agenda Item No. 4 – Public Comments
There were no public comments.
Meeting adjourned at 7:00 pm.
