COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
JULY 12, 2022

Mayor Jim Brown opened the July 12, 2022 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Dennis Anthony, Peter Hall, Ken Bain, Angie Shurtleff, Don Adcock and Terry Blaske. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel were also present. 
Citizens present: Mike Morrow

Agenda Item No. 1 – Mayor’s Report
Mayor Brown addressed the Council and explained that the Pre-construction meeting took place that day. The project will begin the first of September. 

Mayor Brown also stated that County Commissioner Bruce Nichols cautioned everyone to be very careful when reviewing the measures that will be on the November ballots. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – Consent Agenda

June 2022 Minutes

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the June 14, 2022 Council Meeting Minutes. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

June Accounts Payable
Councilor Bain made a motion to accept the June Accounts Payable. Councilor Anthony seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

June Payroll

Councilor Shurtleff excused herself due to a conflict of interest. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the June Payroll. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – City Recorder Report/Public Works
City Recorder

Sharing Pantry
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that in the June meeting Councilor Anthony had requested that the City Attorney review the ORS that Deputy Maldenado had referenced concerning the Sharing Pantry and liability. The ORS provides immunity from lawsuits for food banks and donated food items which the Sharing Pantry would fall under. City Attorney Dan Van Thiel advised against the City providing a Sharing Pantry. Even though the ORS provides immunity from lawsuits he felt that if there was a lawsuit the City would still be named in the suit. He felt it was best to have it located on private property. The Eastern Oregon Museum has indicated that they would like to locate the Sharing Pantry on their property. 

2022 Election
The first day to file for the 2022 Election was June 1, 2022 and the deadline is August 30, 2022. The positions available are Mayor which is a two-year term and three Council positions which are 4-year terms.

Fire Station Door
Valerie explained that the Council had requested that she contact Baker County and ask if they had any Covid Relief money available to replace the door on the Haines Fire Station. She contacted County Commissioner Bruce Nichols and the other County Commissioners and it was discussed at a Commissioners meeting. The matter was then referred to Jason Yencopal who is in the Emergency Management office who turned it over to Gary Timm. 
The initial $25,000 that Haines received and donated to the County was used for the cost of the new door and drop box for City Hall and the remainder was given to the local Haines businesses. There are not any Covid Relief funds available at this time but possibly this fall. There are also grants that the fire department can apply for through The Wild Horse, Oregon Department of Forestry and FEMA.

ODOT Special Cities Allotment Grant 
The ODOT Special Cities Allotment Grant is in the amount of $250,000. The deadline to submit the application is August 31st. The Council discussed resurfacing gravel streets at the June meeting. Valerie reminded the Council that a decision needs to be made on what the project will be so the necessary information for the application can be gathered.

Mayor Brown commented that the last application that the city submitted should be resubmitted which consisted of removing the grindings from First and Second Streets and resurfacing. 

Council agreed that the last application needs to be included in the new application plus other problem areas that need resurfaced. 

Public Works

4th of July

Public Works Josh Proebstel explained that he had been concentrating on the 4th of July for a couple of weeks prior to the event. The event went well with very little problems. 

Applicators License
Josh stated that he received his Oregon Department of Agriculture Applicators License and has been dealing with weeds but hopefully they are on the down slide since the rain has stopped.


Sewer
He has been doing a lot of irrigating at the sewer farm and Jim Aldrich got 89 bales from the first cutting which is decent for the location. The lift station is still having problems with the control board on pump #2. He has contacted Dave from Simtech who thinks it is either a $1,500 control board or a $39 relay for the board. Dave is scheduled to come to Haines to troubleshoot the system. 
 Agenda Item No. 4- Administrative Matters

Gaslin Accounting, PC Audit Engagement Fiscal Year 2021/2022 
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the Council needed to approved the Audit Engagement with Gaslin Accounting for the Fiscal Year 2021/2022. The cost to conduct the audit is $7,000 this year and last year it was $6,300. 
Councilor Anthony made a motion to approve the Gaslin Accounting, PC Audit Engagement Fiscal Year 2021/2022. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.   

LOC 2023 Legislative Priorities Ballot
Councilor Hall presented the Council with the LOC 2023 Legislative Priorities Ballot. He stated that he was on a couple of the committees that came up with recommendations to present to the cities to see what priorities each city might have. The ballots will be collected by the City Recorder and returned to the LOC. Councilor Hall stated that there were three, 2-hour, committee meetings to come up the ideas. The committee came up with the ideas and are asking cities to prioritize the top five. The Council can turn in their ballots prior to the deadline of August 5th to Valerie and she will tally up the selections and submit to the LOC.
Valerie stated that the Council needs to submit the ballot to her by August 4th.
Agenda Item No. 5 – Council Reports


Councilor Bain
Councilor Bain explained that he was contacted by the State asking if he would be willing to allow them to place a drop box at his shop for unused prescription drugs. He was told that they had contacted several businesses in Haines and no one was willing to allow the drop box. He is going to allow them to place a drop box at his shop.
Councilor Bain also stated that the Haines Stampede Rodeo was a huge success with the highest gate receipts ever. Last weekend there was a Junior Rodeo and there will also be a Truck and Tractor pull on July 23rd.
Peter Hall

Councilor Hall stated that he would be attending a Small Cities meeting in Echo because Union County is included in that region which includes North Powder. He asked the Council to let him know if there was anything that they wanted him to discuss at the meeting.
