COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JULY 10, 2012

 CONVENED: 7:00 PM

CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony, opened the July 10, 2012 regular Council meeting at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were John Shurtleff, Julie Bolling, Kathy Ritch, Garla Rowe, and Dawn O'Grady. Council member Sharon Dinger was absent. Also present was City Recorder Valerie Russell. Public Works Director Jason Melo was absent.
Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present were Sandy Wood, Gene McEwen, Jack Henner, Angie Shurtleff, Kristina Kissinger, Marge Loennig, Birl Miller, Tom Hacker, Toby Hacker, Teri Brown-Johnson, Larry Bolling, Amanda Tepponen, Jim Brown, Tannesa Cavaness, Kathy Wong, Connie Lewis and John Garlitz from JUB Engineering. Guest Speakers: Matt Morkert and Erik Huffman from Century West Engineering, Cherie Kausler from Drive Less Connect and Grant Young from the DLCD.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Guest Speakers
Erik Huffman and Matt Morkert Century West Engineering

Century West Engineering representatives Erik Huffman and Matt Morkert gave a presentation to the Council concerning engineering services that their company provides. Century West is located in Bend, Oregon, and was established in 1969. Century West Engineering perform a lot of work for small towns, water, wastewater and transportation projects. The engineers will help find grant funds for needed projects. If the City were to choose them as an Engineer of Record they would not charge a retainer fee, they would charge when the City used their services.
Grant Young DLCD
Grant Young from the DLCD presented to the Council a handout explaining Project Capacity. Which would update all existing Land Use Program elements. Convert all existing written document into electronic files, and oversee the City's adoption of new material
Grant Young has students available to implement this project, the cost would be $1,000.00. Last year the City received a Planning grant for $1,000.00 that could be used for this project. The student would be available for two and half months to work on the project. The handout is herein attached and part of the record.

Cherie Kausler Drive Less Connect

Cherie Kausler from Drive Less Connect explained the program and provided a handout to the Council. The program coordinates carpooling which shares the cost of traveling with others that are traveling to same destination. Handout is herein attached and part of the record.
Agenda Item No. 2 - Mayor Addressed the Council
Mayor Anthony addressed the Council concerning Council member conduct. He requested that the Council work out their personal issues on their own time and not involve the City. 
Councilor Shurtleff
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to have Councilor Bolling resign, or there was going to be a recall to remove her from office. 
The motion was not seconded.
Agenda Item No. 3 - Consent Agenda

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Bolling seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 4_-  Administrative Matters

Special Cities Allotment Grant

Mayor Anthony explained that the Special Cities Allotment Grant was available for $50,000. The City applied last year for the grant, but was not a recipient. ODOT advised the City to reapply this year and submit the same application as last year. 

Resolution #R1207-9 Special Cities Allotment
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R1207-9 to the Council. Councilor Ritch made a motion to approve Resolution #R1207-9 Special Cities Allotment. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


Swearing in Enforcement Officer
Mayor Anthony swore in Councilor Rowe to be an Dog Enforcement Officer.


Employee Salary Reviews
Mayor Anthony commented that both the full time employees received excellent reviews and he felt that they did warrant a wage increase of some kind. He explained that a 2% increase only amounted to $0.30 per hour.

Discussion followed.

Councilor Rowe made a motion to give Valerie and Jason a 2% per hour increase in wages. Councilor Bolling seconded the motion. Councilor Rowe, Councilor Ritch and Councilor Bolling approved the motion. Councilor O'Grady and Councilor Shurtleff opposed. The motion passed with majority consent.
 
Agenda Item No. 5 - New Business
Councilor Ritch
Councilor Ritch commented that each Councilor needs to step up and become educated in their particular areas of Council duties. Everyone needs to know what needs to be done in case of emergency and Jason is not available. 

Councilor Rowe

Skype

Councilor Rowe commented on the email from Councilor Dinger concerning using Skype when a member from the Council was unable to attend meetings. Councilor Rowe did not feel that it would be a good way for the City to conduct City business.

Councilor Dinger has been out of town for an extended period of time and would like to take part in the meetings. 

Discussion followed concerning how long the City would be willing to allow a Councilor to take part in meetings with out actually being present. And if they would just be able to listen or take part in the meeting and vote.

Mayor Anthony said that he would speak with Councilor Dinger and determine an approximate time frame for her absence and then the Council could further discuss this issue.

Internet
Davis Computers is still interested in providing wireless internet in Haines. The company got involved in a large project so negotiations with the City have been delayed.
Councilor O'Grady

Councilor O'Grady stated that she had established a web site for City and now she needs information and ideas to put on the web site.

Agenda Item No. 6 - Mayor Report

Job Description Part Time Employee

Mayor Anthony provided the Council with a copy of a job description for the City's part time employee. This position has never had a job description which is required. If the Council is in approval this can go into effect starting in August and then the Council can give the part time employee a review. The job description is herein attached and part of the record.


Fourth of July Events
The Fourth of July events were a  success and had a large attendance this year. Mayor Anthony commented that more help is needed during the Parade. It is impossible for Jason to take care of everything. Citizens were moving the barricades that Jason had put up to close the Streets during the parade and driving through the crowd in the closed Street area. Councilor Bolling commented that she try's very hard to work with people on dog issues rather than giving people citations. 
Agenda Item No. 9- Public Comments
Birl Miller

Citizen Birl Miller complimented everyone for all the great work that was done during the Fourth of July events.

Grant Young
Grant Young from the DLCD offered to buy a web cam for the City, or the City could use some of the grant money to purchase one. Grant explained that it would be very helpful for him if the City did have Skype, and then the City would have access to other State agency's as well.
Tannesa Cavaness
Citizen Tannesa Cavaness commented on the issue of recalling Councilor Bolling and that the Councilor would be charged for the cost. Council clarified to the Citizen that the City has to pay for a recall and it would cost $1,200 to $1,500. The money that the City has comes from the Citizens, so everyone pays.
Kristina Kissinger
Citizen Kristina Kissinger suggested that the Council write up guidelines that clearly define the dog enforcement officers duties.
