COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JULY 8, 2014
 CONVENED: 7:00 PM

CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony opened the July 8, 2014 regular Council meeting at 7:05 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Sharon Dinger, Jim Brown, Dawn O'Grady, Connie Pound, John Shurtleff and Kathy Ritch. Also present were Public Works Josh Proebstel and City Recorder Valerie Russell.

Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Sandy Wood and Susan Fisher
Agenda Item No. 1 - Public Comments
Citizen Sandy Wood commented that she wanted to thank Public Works Josh Proebstel and Doug Schneider for all the work that they did in the parks in preparation for the 4th of July celebration and for the installation of the sidewalk in the park. Sandy also thanked Councilor Shurtleff for his assistance with the installation of the sidewalk. 
Agenda Item No. 2 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Dinger made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 3 - Public Works/Recorder/Mayor Reports

Public Works Report

Fourth of July

Public Works Josh Proebstel stated that he felt the 4th of July activities went smoothly except that he could use help with traffic control to keep people from moving the barricades. 
The sidewalk was completed in the park with the funds from the grant the City received from the Union Pacific Foundation. The corral and the drinking fountain were also repaired. The remainder of the grant will be used to purchase solar lighting for the kiosk.


Streets
Josh mowed the City right of ways and vacant lots with a rented tractor. And the lines have been painted on the Streets.
The survey of the town will begin Thursday July 10th. There will be an aerial photo survey which will outline all the City right of ways. The survey should be completed by the end of July. The survey is necessary for the completion of the water project and is being funded with the Community Development Block Grant that the City received to complete the Water System Compliance Project Final Design.


Sewer
Josh explained that the problems with the irrigation at the sewer lagoons needed to be resolved. The pivots only work on manual so they cannot be left running at night. The crop is not getting watered properly and the lessee Jim Aldrich is getting frustrated. The contractor that installed the system, Adam Kerns, has been contacted repeatedly to fix the problem and has not resolved the issues. Adam had stated in February that it was all under warranty and the pivots would be operating properly by irrigation season. There is also a digital pressure gauge that needs to be replaced.  Josh did not know if that was something that would be honored under warranty so it has not been replaced. 
If the system is not working properly the City may not be able to dispose of water which is required and could cause other problems or an emergency situation where the City could be held liable to the DEQ. 

Council agreed to write a letter from the Mayor and City Council to the Contractor stating that the problems need to be fixed or legal action will be taken.


Water
The water tower was cleaned and inspected recently by Inland Water Services out of Colorado.
Josh commented that he received his affidavit of employment from a previous employer verifying his hours spent working in water and sewer. These hours possibly can be credited toward the requirements for obtaining his water and sewer certifications.


Landfill
The DEQ will be doing the annual compliance inspection of the Landfill July 22, 2014. Josh commented that he would be working at the Landfill to make sure everything is in order for the inspection.
Baker Sanitary has complained to Josh about the household garbage that is getting thrown into the recycle bin. The garbage has to be sorted out before they can recycle the rest of the material. 

Discussion followed concerning the fact that there are signs stating what can be put in the recycle bin and it does not help.

Councilor Dinger stated that she had been told by the owner of Baker Sanitary that Haines actually had less garbage in the recycle bin than Baker has in their bins. 

Shop
Josh stated that he had injured his knee recently in the shop. When he closed the roll up door it was very dark inside and he ran into something in the dark. The existing light switch is not by the roll up door and is not easy to access. Josh suggested installing a motion sensor light that comes on when someone enters the shop and a switch by the roll up shop door. 

CDL

Josh is scheduled to take his driving test to obtain his CDL drivers license July 15th. Councilor Brown has volunteered to accompany Josh to Baker to take his test.

City Recorder

Aerial Survey
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that she had spoke with John Garlitz from JUB Engineers concerning the aerial survey. John wants everyone to spread the word that the plane will be flying very low and not to be concerned.


Engineer Agreement
The Engineer Agreement that the Council voted to approve contingent on IFA approval has been approved by the IFA. The only changes were the addition of two required federal clauses that had been left out of the agreement.
Grant Administrators Peggy Brown and Sara Haynes are working on the First Draw Requirements. They are working on the Section 504, Section 3, Limited English Proficiency and Fair Housing. New brochures and posters concerning Fair Housing are available in the office.  Someone that is disabled or works with disabled people needs to complete an evaluation for Compliance with Section 504. They will need to visit the building and do an assessment on how accessible it is for disabled persons.


Special City Allotment Grant
ODOT Special City Allotment Grant Application has been completed. The Council needs to amend the agenda to add the Special City Allotment Resolution #R-1407-7 that has to be included with the application.

Union Pacific Foundation Sidewalk Grant
Valerie gave an update on the $2,500.00 Union Pacific Foundation Grant. There is $520.00 of remaining funds after the completion of the sidewalk. The solar lights for the kiosk need to be purchased and a plaque commemorating the Union Pacific Foundation. Council agreed to spend the remainder of the funds after the purchase of the plaque on the solar lighting.
Mayors Report

USDA Correspondence 
Mayor Anthony read a letter from the USDA concerning their review of the City's 2012/2013 audit. The audit was acceptable, but the letter stated that the Sewer Fund was no longer sustainable and the sewer rates are not high enough to cover the expenses. The USDA is recommending that the City raise the sewer rates. Letter is herein attached and part of the record. 
Agenda Item No. 4 - Administrative Matters


Amend Agenda
Councilor Dinger made a motion to amend the agenda to include Resolution #R-1407-7 Special City Allotment. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 


Resolution #R-1407-7 Special City Allotment
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1407-7 Special City Allotment to the Council. 

Councilor O'Grady made a motion to approve Resolution #R-1407-7 Special City Allotment. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 


Nichols & Mitchell CPA Engagement Letter
Mayor Anthony explained that the Council had been provided a copy of the Engagement Letter from Nichols & Mitchell CPA to conduct the City's annual audit in the amount $4,500.00.

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the engagement of Nichols & Mitchell CPA to perform the City's annual audit. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


City Recorder Salary Review
Councilor Ritch made a motion to give City Recorder Valerie Russell a 1.25% increase in wages. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. Councilors Dinger and Pound opposed. The motion passed with majority consent.
Agenda Item No. 5- Old Business

Removal of Stop Signs

Council discussed the issue of the removal of the stop signs at 4th and Cole Streets that the Council had unanimously voted to remove at the June meeting. Citizens had contacted the City questioning the removal of the signs and questioned why the other stop signs that do not meet the guidelines are not removed also. Discussion followed concerning taking down all inappropriately placed stop signs in town. 

Council Dinger made a motion to remove all the inappropriate stop signs in town with the exception of the four way stop at Third and School Streets and install a warning sign indicating it is a four way stop. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 6 - New Business

Letters of Appreciation
The City will send letters of appreciation to Ash Grove Cement for the donation of the materials for the flagpole. And a letter to Don O'Grady for donating his time to construct the flagpole. A plaque will also be purchased commemorating the donation.
Agenda Item No. 7- Council Reports

Councilor Ritch
Councilor Ritch stated that the building on the corner of John and Fifth Street is a hazard and is getting worse.

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that she did write a letter to the owner requesting that they contact the City concerning the hazard issue. 

Councilor Pound
Councilor Pound commented in regards to the GPS survey that the town was not laid out with a GPS so the property boundaries could be way off. It is bad on the east side of town, but the west side is much worse. The west side property boundaries do not line up with the new GPS system at all. The City needs to realize that the City cannot design a whole new system according to the GPS. The City is not going to be able to change every property boundary in the City of Haines. She stated that the City needs to note that the survey is not going to represent the property boundaries.
Discussion followed.

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that the survey will determine and represent the actual property boundaries. The City needs to know the actual boundaries when installing a new system. And citizens contact the City often wanting to know where their property boundaries are located and now the City can actually give them a definite location instead of estimating. 
Councilor Pound also commented that she wanted to be contacted about all planning issues.
