CITY COUNCIL MEETING
JUNE 15, 2021
CONVENED: 6:15 PM

Mayor Brown opened the June 15, 2021 telephone conference City Council meeting at 6:15 pm. Council members present were Dennis Anthony, June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall, Ken Bain and Don Adcock. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present. 
Citizens present: Terry Blaske and Mike Morrow.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 2 - Payroll and Accounts Payable
Councilor Shurtleff declared a conflict of interest and removed herself from the Council due to her payroll check from the city.

Councilor Hall made a motion to accept the Payroll and Accounts Payable. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Councilor Shurtleff returned to the Council.

Agenda Item No. 3 – City Recorder/Public Works Reports
City Recorder

Workers Compensation Insurance
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the CIS Insurance Company has been insuring the City for workers compensation insurance for several years. The rates for worker compensation with CIS have increased substantially recently. CIS determined that the city can be insured with SAIF for considerably less money. Beginning July 1, 2021 SAIF will be insuring the city for workers compensation. The annual cost with SAIF will be $2,162.55, the cost with CIS would have been $5,760.15. 


Public Hearing for CDBG Grant
The city will hold a Public Hearing for the application of the CDBG Grant at the beginning of the July Council meeting to obtain public comments on the use of CDBG grant for the Water Compliance Project. 

Misc. Grant Information
Valerie stated that she had been contacted by Jessica Keys from Senator Merkley’s office. Jessica was asking questions in relation to the Congressional Direct Spending funds that the City has applied for. The proposed amount of those funds would be $1,015,000. The City is also being considered for the American Rescue Plan Funds. Hopefully enough of these funds will materialize so the City can complete a large portion of the remainder of the project. 
The city is also on the priority list for the Safe Drinking Water loan if the city does need to take out a loan. The loan would have a lower interest rate and a higher principal forgiveness than normal.
Councilor Hall commented that there is also a grant opportunity from ODOT for street projects and asked if the city had taken care of that.

Mayor Brown explained that he was in the process of getting bids on cost to see how big of a project can be completed. The project has been picked and the application will be completed and submitted before the end of July. 


2020/2021 Gaslin Accounting Audit
The Council will need to approve the Gaslin Accounting Audit Engagement letter at the July 13th Council meeting. This is necessary for Gaslin Accounting to conduct the 2020/2021 annual audit. 

Public Works
Public Works Ty Falcon stated that he had been spraying white top and he had been busy getting the city ready for the 4th of July. 
Councilor Hall asked Ty is there was a place that he could get a bucket full of gravel to fill in around his water meter.

Ty stated that he would take care of that the next day.
Agenda Item No. 4 - Administrative Matters

City Recorder Salary & Performance Review
Mayor Brown explained that the Council had met in Executive Session earlier to discuss the employee reviews. City Recorder Valerie Russell had a favorable review and the Council consensus was that she was doing a great job. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to give City Recorder Valerie Russell a 2.5% increase in wages. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Public Works Salary & Performance Review 
Mayor Brown explained that the Council discussed Public Works Ty Falcon’s performance including the lack of obtaining his pesticide certifications. Council consensus was that Ty needs to become a self-starter and finish projects when he starts them. A suggestion was to put up a board in the shop and list the jobs on the board and when they are completed, they can be checked off. 
Public Works Ty Falcon had no comments. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to place Public Works Ty Falcon on a 6-month probation period without an increase in wage at this time. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Public Works Ty Falcon’s performance will be reviewed again in six months. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – New Business

Reader Board

Councilor Anthony stated that he had been approached by some citizens asking if the reader board could be dimmed down at night because it is really bright.
