Mayor Jim Brown opened the June 12, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:15 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, Lisa Whited, Don Adcock, Katie Jones and John Shurtleff. Council member Connie Pound-Lewis and Public Works Brandon Fry were absent. Also present was City Recorder Valerie Russell.
Citizens present: Sandy Wood, Angie Shurtleff, June Falcon, Robert Cole and Tina Cole and Lee and Sharon Polston. 
Agenda Item No. 1 - Mayor’s Report

Councilor Resignation
Mayor Brown read aloud a letter of resignation from Connie Pound-Lewis. In her letter Connie stated that she had been elected to the office of precinct committee person, and by law can only hold one elected political seat. Letter is herein attached and part of the record.

Councilor Jones made a motion to accept Connie Pound-Lewis’s resignation from the Council. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


ODOT Grant
ODOT has announced that the Special Cities Allotment Grant will be in the amount of $100,000 this year. Which could possible be used to repave John Street. Cities that do not currently have an open grant with ODOT can apply twice. Haines does have an open $50,000 grant that was received last year for the crack sealing and chip sealing project. ODOT will be contacted for confirmation on the details of the grants.
Agenda Item No. 2 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Jones made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 3 – City Recorder Report
City Recorder

CDBG Grant & SDWRLF Loan

The water compliance project is progressing. JUB Engineers are revising the design to include only the components of the first phase of the project. The revision of the plans will not cost the City any additional funds. Ducote Consulting has finished the section of the Environmental Review which pertains to the survey of the project sites for the endangered Thelypody plant and the report has been sent to the IFA for their review. The City should be able to begin advertising for bids by the first of August. 
Umpqua Bank Authorized Check Signers

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that Connie Pound-Lewis was an authorized check signer for the City but since she has resigned from the Council Mayor Brown and Councilor Jones are the only remaining check signers.  The Council needs to appoint an additional check signer.
Councilor Jones made a motion to appoint Councilor Ken Bain as a check signer for Umpqua Bank and to remove Connie Pound-Lewis. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
The authorized signers for the Umpqua Bank are exclusively; James H. Brown, Catherine Jones and Kenneth Bain. 

Agenda Item No. 4 – Administrative Matters
Third and Final Reading Ordinance No. 151, Series 2018 An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way
City Recorder Valerie Russell read by title only Ordinance No. 151, Series 2018 An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way. 
There were no public comments or discussion.

Councilor Bain made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 151, Series 2018, An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way. Councilor Jones seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
First Reading Ordinance No. 152, Series 2018 Ordinance to Impose a Three Percent Tax on the Sale of Marijuana (Cannabis) & All Bi-Products by a Marijuana Retailer
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud Ordinance No. 152, Series 2018, An Ordinance to Impose a Three Percent Tax on the Sale of Marijuana (Cannabis) and All Bi-Products by a Marijuana Retailer.

Valerie explained that the ordinance was recommended to refer the issue of imposing a tax on marijuana to the electors if the ballot measure to ban marijuana facilities fails.

Council discussion followed. There were no public comments.

Councilor Bain made a motion to accept the first reading of Ordinance No. 152, Series 2018, An Ordinance to impose a three percent tax on the sale of marijuana (cannabis) and all bi-products by a marijuana retailer. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


Water Rate Increase
It is necessary to increase the water rate $4.00 in order to meet the requirements of the CDBG grant and the SDWRLF loan. The projected rate is $49.00 per month, which is considered the affordability rate for the community. The estimated rate of $49.00 must be achieved by the completion of this phase of the water compliance project in two years. The current rate is $41.00 per month with the $4.00 increase the rates will be $45.00 per month which will go in effect July 1, 2018.
Councilor Jones made a motion to increase the water rates $4.00 per month. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

City Recorder Compensation Review
Mayor Brown explained that the Council had an Executive Session prior to the Council meeting concerning City Recorder Valerie Russell’s annual review. Council agreed to give Valerie an additional week of paid vacation considering the length of time she has been employed with the City and a $0.58 per hour increase in wages.

Councilor Bain made a motion to give City Recorder Valerie Russell an additional week of paid vacation and a wage increase of $0.58 per hour. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Discussion followed.
Meeting adjourned at 6:45 pm.
