Mayor Jim Brown opened the June 14, 2016 regular Council meeting at 7:15 pm.  Council members present were Katie Jones-Bedolla, Dawn O'Grady, Don Adcock, Lisa Whited and Connie Pound-Lewis. John Shurtleff was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel.  
Citizen present: Sandy Wood. Record Courier reporter Vicky Christensen was also in attendance.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Public Comments


Sandy Wood

Citizen Sandy Wood commented that Mayor Brown had approached her to coordinate with some of the local ladies to design and make a City flag. She has been gathering ideas of what to put on the flag and she will bring the ideas back to the Council. The flag will be about the same size as the Oregon Flag. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report
Mayor Brown addressed the Council and explained that Senator Jeff Merkley would be holding a Town Hall Meeting in Haines June 25th at the Haines Elementary School.

Mayor Brown explained that the City’s property liability insurance premium is $10,046 this year. The CIS Risk Management guidelines state that the City rights of way should be maintained to reduce liability issues. There are still 10 to 15 percent of the right of way issues that have not been resolved. One solution would be to red tag the abandoned vehicles and have them towed at the owners expense if not removed in a given amount of time. Vehicles that are being used are not a problem, it is items that are being stored permanently on the right of way.
Agenda Item No. 3 – City Recorder/Public Works
City Recorder

Health Insurance Updates
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the CIS Health Insurance renewal and request for changes are due July 30th and open enrollment is in October. When the Council voted to increase the insurance cap it had been discussed to have CIS Insurance Agent Kevin Bell attend a meeting to explain any changes before the renewal. Valerie reminded the Council that there would be a $37.00 increase in premiums January 1, 2017. This increase will not affect the amount the City pays for the insurance since the cap is $992.00 per month per employee, the employees will pay any increase unless the Council decides to increase the cap. 
A discussion followed concerning if it was necessary to have Kevin attend the July meeting since he recently attended a meeting and discussed the insurance policies. 
The Council’s general consensus was that it was not necessary to have Kevin attend the July meeting.

Oregon Water Resources Department Grant
The City was not a recipient of the Oregon Water Resources Department Grant. Valerie read the email that the City received explaining the applications strength and concerns. The top nine projects were funded, the majority of those projects dealt with fish passage, water conservation and economic benefit. The OWRD did encourage the City to resubmit the application for the 2017 funding cycle. The concerns that the OWRD had pointed out in the first application will be addressed in a revised application.

One Stop Meeting Requested
A One Stop meeting has been requested with the IFA to update funding options. The City can apply for the remaining 1.9 million CDBG grant that is available and research any other options available for funding.

Public Works

Fourth of July
Public Works Josh Proebstel explained that he has been getting things ready for the 4th of July. The new banner is completed and looks very nice. A frame is being built by Farm & Industrial Supply and should be completed soon. The City of Baker will be bringing their street sweeper out to clean the streets before the 4th of July and then the lines can be repainted on the streets.

Flow Meter Well #3
The flow meter on well #3 is not working. It is a requirement to have a working flow meter on the well so the amount of water that is pumped per year can be reported to the Oregon Health Authority Drinking Water Agency. Mike, at MMW is going to repair the flow meter for much less than the cost of a new meter.


Sewer Line Cleaning
The City of Baker assisted Josh to clean out a plugged sewer line with their Vac Truck.  The incident occurred after hours on a holiday weekend so it was difficult to find anyone to operate the truck. City of Baker employee Tom Fisk offered to train Josh to operate the truck in case no one was available to assist from the City of Baker.

Fire Hydrant Testing
The fire hydrant testing will be coordinated with the Fire Department so flow tests can be completed on the hydrants.
Agenda Item No. 4 – Administrative Matters


City Recorder Salary Review
Mayor Brown explained that City Recorder Valerie Russell’s employee review was completed in the Executive Session prior to the Budget Hearing. He stated that she had a very favorable review and that the Council needed to review her salary.
Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to increase City Recorder Valerie Russell wages to $18.50 per hour. Councilor O’Grady seconded the motion. Councilor Pound-Lewis opposed. The motion passed with majority consent. 

Maintenance Assistant Salary Review
Mayor Brown stated that part time employee Doug Schneider has worked for the City for many years and has not had his wages reviewed for an unknown amount of time. Doug currently makes $12.00 per hour which Doug feels is appropriate for mowing and watering of the parks. The other duties that Doug performs, such as equipment operation, chainsaw work and on-call tasks should be worth a higher wage. 
Councilor Whited made a motion to increase Doug Schneider’s wages to $15.00 per hour except for mowing and watering of the parks which will remain at $12.00 per hour. Councilor O’Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Water & Sewer Rate Increase
Mayor Brown explained that in order for the City to be eligible for funding for the water project the water rates must be at least at the affordability level. In the past the City has not always raised the rates on a regular basis so the rates are lower than the affordability level. The sewer rate needs to be increased because the sewer fund is not sustaining itself. The City has two loans with the USDA and they advise the City every year the rates need increased to insure that the City can pay the loans.
Councilor Adcock made a motion to increase the water rate to $38.00 per month and the sewer rate to $33.00 per month. Councilor Jones-Bedolla seconded the motion. Councilor Pound-Lewis opposed. The motion pass with majority consent.

Ducote Consulting LLC Assistance Agreement
Nick Ducote, who formerly was employed by JUB Engineers, now has his own consulting agency, Ducote Consulting LLC. In order for the City to utilize Nick’s services an agreement must be in place. Nick will help the City with grant applications, funding and working with the IFA. John Garlitz stated that he would continue to use Nick for his services rather than filling Nick’s position at JUB.
Councilor O’Grady made a motion to accept the Ducote Consulting LLC Assistance Agreement. Councilor Whited seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Nichol’s & Mitchell CPA’s Engagement Letter for 2015/2016 Audit
Nichol’s & Mitchell CPA’s Engagement Letter to conduct the 2015/2016 audit was presented to the Council.
Councilor O’Grady made a motion to accept the Nichol’s & Mitchell CPA’s Engagement Letter for 2015/2016 Audit. Councilor Jones-Bedolla seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Citizen Sandy Wood commented that there are several RV trailers in town that are occupied. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that in the current Planning Document the issue of occupied RV’s is not addressed so the City does not have the authority to regulate this issue. The only authority the City has is to regulate connections to water and/or sewer.
