COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

TUESDAY MARCH 13, 2012

 CONVENED: 6:00 PM

HAINES ELEMENTARY SCHOOL
Mayor Anthony, opened the March 13, 2012 regular Council meeting at 6:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Kathy Ritch, Sharon Dinger, Dawn O'Grady and Garla Rowe. Council members John Shurtleff and Julie Bolling were absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Director Jason Melo. 

Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present were Sandy Wood,  Mary Schoenfeld, Teri Brown Johnson, John Burks, John Mabe, Larry Curry, Jack Henner, Scott and Becky Guthrie, Bill Randall, Tommy Duncan, Connie Pound and Marge Loennig. 

Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Rowe seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 2_Resolution #R-1203-1 Transferring Appropriation
Mayor Anthony read Resolution #R-1203-1 a Resolution transferring appropriation between funds for fiscal year 2011-2012 from the Sewer Fund to the Debt Service Fund aloud. 
Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1203-1. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3 - Ordinance #110 Series 2012 Franchise Agreement 
Councilor Dinger questioned the wording in section 5 concerning negotiation of fees.

Discussion followed.
Mayor Anthony read aloud Ordinance #110 Series 2012 an ordinance for the regulation of the collection, transportation and disposal of solid waste, granting an exclusive franchise to Baker Sanitary Services. 
Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept Ordinance #110 Series 2012 Franchise Agreement with Baker Sanitary. Councilor Rowe seconded the motion. Councilor Dinger opposed. The motion passed with majority consent.

Agenda Item No. 4 - Review Employee Benefits Employee Manual
Mayor Anthony explained to the Council that the City was contacted by Accountant Bob Seymour concerning changes that needed to made to the employee benefits section of the employee manual. Bob Seymour had presented the City with a written statement explaining the suggested changes and the reasons therefore. Mayor Anthony read the statement and the draft of the revised employee benefits section of the employee manual aloud to the Council.
Discussion followed, and Council agree to change the sick leave carry over from "calendar year" to "year to year".
Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the draft of the employee benefits section of the employee manual with the correction of "year to year". Councilor Rowe seconded the motion. Councilor Dinger opposed. The motion passed with majority consent. 
Agenda Item No. 5 - Sewer Farm Lease
Mayor Anthony read the Sewer Farm Lease aloud to the Council. 

Discussion followed which included the possibility of putting the lease out to bid.
Councilor Ritch made a motion to put the sewer farm lease out to bid. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Please note, after the Council meeting was adjourned it was pointed out by Public Works Director Jason Melo that there was an option to renew in the lease between the City and Jim Aldrich. Mayor Anthony announced this to the public prior to the Public Hearing for the Development Code. Council scheduled another meeting March 19, 2012 at 6:00 pm to discussed this matter further. The farm lease would not be put out for bid at this time.

Agenda Item No. 6 - Cam Credits Agreement

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that she had contacted Cam Credits concerning collection of delinquent accounts. Municipalities can attempt to collect 100% of the amount owed and Cam Credits will add an additional 45% to the bill for their fee. The agreement was sent to the City Attorney Dan Van Thiel for review. Valerie read the Attorney's written statement to the Council advising the City was okay to proceed to sign the agreement.
Councilor Dinger requested time to review the agreement. 
Agenda Item No. 7 - Old Business
City Recorder Valerie Russell presented information that Julie Bolling had acquired. Julie had spoke with the Baker County Justice Court concerning the dog enforcement issue. The Justice Court had told Julie that we had to rely on the Baker County Sheriff's Office for those type of issues. The Baker County Sheriff's Office had told us they will not do any kind of code enforcement. Julie spoke with other small towns in Baker County including Sumpter and Richland, they have ran into the same issues with enforcement. Valerie suggested these towns could work together to find a way to provide some kind of enforcement.
Agenda Item No. 8 - Staff Reports
City Recorder


Web Site
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that she had obtained the passwords from EONI to get into the existing City Web site. No one had been able to access the web site to make update for years. Valerie gave the information to Councilor O'Grady who has been working on setting up a web site for the City. It is possible to use the same domain, but it might be less money from a different host. The invoice will not be paid until Councilor O'Grady can research the cost of other hosts.

Pay Phone in Park
Bill Randall from Reliance Connect explained that they would be taking out the pay phone in the park. Bill asked if the City would like to take over responsibility for the pay phone. There is a $70.00 per month charge for the phone and the $30.00 per month electric cost.  If the City chose not to take over the phone, would the City want the wiring for the electricity left,  it could be tied into the City's existing meter that is on the west side of the park. The phone brings in approximately $1.00 per month revenue.

Council chose not to take over the phone cost, but they would hook the wiring into the existing system in the park.


Budget
Valerie has starting working on the budget, the beginning fund balances look strong.


Sewer Grant Closure
The City has received all the final paperwork to close the sewer grant. The papers will be mailed to the OBDD tomorrow with a approved copy of the minutes from the public hearing for the close out of the grant.

Tree Trimming
Public Works Director Jason Melo reported that the trees had been trimmed in the parks.


Water System Grant

A letter has been sent to the Gary Viehdorfer from the OBDD requesting an application for a grant to update the water system.


Painting
Jason has been painting the piping in the well houses to get ready for the inspection. He also plans on painting the fire hydrants. 


Algae
The Chlorine has been delivered to treat the algae in the sewer pond, this will be done later this week.


Class
There will be a class for Jason's water and sewer certification in Ontario, the classes cost $170.00. 
Council agreed to pay the $170.00 for Jason to attend the classes.
