COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MAY 10, 2022
       CONVENE: 6:00PM

LOCATION: CITY HALL

Mayor Brown opened the May 10, 2022 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Dennis Anthony, Peter Hall, Ken Bain, Angie Shurtleff, Don Adcock and Terry Blaske. City Recorder Valerie Russell was also present. 
Citizen present: Chris Olmsted. 
Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters

Sewer Farm Lease
Mayor Brown addressed the Council concerning the sewer farm lease. The City has an agreement with Jim Aldrich to lease the sewer farm. Last year the City charged Jim $10.00 per acre and did not charge for the electricity due to the problems with the irrigation system. Normally the lessee pays for the electrical costs during irrigation season which is May through August. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to charge Jim Aldrich $10.00 per acre plus the electrical cost for May through August. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Hiring of Public Works Maintenance 1 Employee
The Council conducted job interviews with the four applicants for the Public Works Maintenance 1 position on May 4, 2022 in an Executive Session. 

Discussion followed.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to hire Josh Proebstel for the position. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to pay Josh $22.00 per hour for a six-month probation period and then increase his wage to $25.00 per hour. After he obtains his water and sewer certifications, he will be compensated accordingly which will increase the wage to $28.00 per hour. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report
Mayor Brown explained to the Council that the restroom project will be completed as soon as OTEC connects the electricity.
The chlorine injection system sprang a leak and saturated the entire building at the lagoons. The chlorine completely disintegrated the paperwork and clip board. The building has been thoroughly cleaned and aired out. 
Reliance Connects is installing fiber optic in parts of town at this time. Eventually the entire town will have fiber available.

Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda

March 8, 2022 Minutes

Councilor Hall made a motion to accept the March 8, 2022 Council Meeting Minutes. Councilor Anthony seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Councilor Adcock made a motion to accept the March & April Payroll. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder Report
City Recorder

Appoint Budget Committee

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the volunteers to serve on the 2022/2023 Budget Committee are, Gary Johnson, Dawn O’Grady, Sandy Wood, Jerry Schaefer, Barbara Huey and Carla Aichele.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to appoint the Budget Committee volunteers. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

The Budget Committee meeting is scheduled for May 24, 2022 at 6:00 pm. The Council must attend and are part of the Budget Committee. 


Water Compliance Project
The Water Compliance Project Phase 3a and 3b are out to bid. The pre-bid meeting with the contractors will be May 23, 2022 from 1:00 pm to 2:00 pm. Everyone is welcome to attend. The contractors will meet with the engineers and the City. The bid opening will be May 31, 2022 and the Council will award the bid at the June Council meeting. 

2022 Election
The first day to file for the 2022 Election is June 1, 2022. The positions available are Mayor which is a two-year term. And three Council positions which are 4-year terms.
Agenda Item No. 5 – Council Reports

Peter Hall

Councilor Hall reported on the League of Oregon Cities spring conference that he attended in Hermiston and the topics of discussion included the following. 

ARPA funds are available until 2024 and those funds have to be spent by 2026. These funds must be used to make up for revenue loss for any kind of government services that have been affected.
The Mayor of Prineville is preparing the community to be self-reliant to the point of establishing a power source for the community. There is cooperation with the farmers in the area to provide food for the community in the event of a lack of supplies. He is encouraging other communities to do the same and have their own micro grid project. 
Other topics of discussion included Home Rule which gives individual states and communities the ability to make their own laws and how this could relate to property tax rates. The current limits allow a 3% increase on the accessed value of property but does not allow to change the permanent tax rate. Some communities would like to be able to increase property tax revenues. 
The EPA and DEQ have funding available to protect waterways that include principal forgiveness. ODOT also has grants available for Safe Routes to School. 
Liquor taxes are increasing but most of the increase in revenue will be used to fund a new headquarters for the OLCC.


Councilor Anthony
Councilor Anthony commented that the Friends of Haines asked if the City could make a donation to the Fourth of July fireworks fundraiser. The cost of the fireworks has increased and the Friends of Haines have not been able to have a fundraiser for the last two years.
Mayor Brown stated that funds were low at this time because it is the end of the budget year, but Valerie will check to see what is available.

Chris Olmsted
Chris Olmstead commented that he was in attendance at the meeting to learn what was happening in the City.
Meeting adjourned at 7:05 pm.
