CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the May 28, 2019 Special City Council meeting at 7:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, Dennis Anthony, June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff and Peter Hall. Council member Don Adcock was absent.  City Recorder Valerie Russell was also present.
Citizens present: Sandy Wood and Teri Brown-Johnson.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters

Hiring of Public Works Maintenance 1 Employee
Mayor Brown explained that there were two applications for the Public Works Maintenance 1 position, Jason Melo and Ty Falcon. The hiring committee voted 5 to 2 to hire Ty Falcon. 
Councilor June Falcon declared that there was a conflict of interest, due to Ty being her husband, and excused herself from the Council discussion.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to hire Ty Falcon as the Public Works Maintenance 1 employee. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to pay Ty Falcon $16.00 per hour. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


Water System Operator of Record
After the resignation of the previous public works employee Oregon Association of Water Utilities representative Hans Schroeder visited the City and recommended contacting Harold (Butch) Hulse for temporary assistance. Butch was a former Public Works employee for Island City and is a certified water operator. Butch has been locating the isolation valves for the water project and helping with daily tasks including taking water samples. He is willing to help train the new employee also. Butch has indicated that he would like to contract with the City to be the operator of record for water. Currently the City has an agreement with Jason Green from the OAWU who is located in Independence Oregon and does not visit the site regularly. Butch lives in Union and has indicated that he will take the water samples himself and be available for any water issues the City may have. 
Butch is willing to contract with the City as the Operator of Record for water for the same price as the City was paying the OAWU of $300.00 per month plus mileage from Union. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion for the City to contract with Harold (Butch) Hulse to be the Operator of Record for water. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Councilor Hall asked the time frame for the new employee to get his certifications in water and sewer. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that it normally takes 3 years because the employee must work 2,040 hours in just water or just sewer to qualify for certification. It also requires attending multiple training classes and passing an exam.
