COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

MAY 14, 2014
 CONVENED: 7:00 PM

CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony opened the May 14, 2014 regular Council meeting at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Sharon Dinger, Jim Brown, Dawn O'Grady and Connie Pound. Councilors John Shurtleff and Kathy Ritch were absent. Also present were Public Works Josh Proebstel and City Recorder Valerie Russell.

Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: John Garlitz from JUB Engineers, Peggy Browne and Sara Haynes from Browne Consulting.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 2 - Public Works/Recorder/Mayor Reports

Public Works Report
Public Works Josh Proebstel gave an overview of his daily activities including park maintenance, tree removal, corral repairs, flowerbed maintenance and moving dirt at the Landfill.

Streets

Josh commented that the street grading went with limited success due to lack of cover on the base rock. Two thousand dollars was budgeted to purchase gravel before the end of this budget year. The gravel will be purchased and stockpiled at the City shop. 

Sewer

The sewer bypass pump that belongs to the City of McCall was tested for a second time and will not work. It appears that there is an impeller problem and will not pump. Josh will be returning the pump to McCall. Josh commented that he had contacted several sterilant applicators to spray the weeds at the sewer lagoons, but it is too late in the season and they are not willing to reintroduce the sterilant into their equipment. Josh has been spraying the weeds with Round-Up and also has started the algaecide application in the ponds. And there is still a problem with the control panel on the pivots, Adam Kerns will be contacted. 

CDL

The dump truck's breaks have been repaired and the mirror replaced.  He has obtained an equipment check list from the DMV to make sure everything is in good working order prior to taking his CDL test. There is a 40 day waiting list at the DMV to take the CDL test. 

Water
Most of the water shut off values in the water distribution system have been located. There are a few more manholes and valves that need to be located before the survey begins. 

Engineer John Garlitz stated that the survey would begin sometime in June. 

Well #3 has been switched back to the primary well to accommodate the additional water use in the summer months. The auto-dialer for the well is not operating properly, Josh will contact the company for further instruction.  Fire Chief Jerry Hampton contacted Josh concerning testing of the fire hydrants. He stated that the City was probably out of compliance. Jerry said that it would cost between $5,000 or $6,000 for an outside company to come and test the hydrants. Doug Schneider told Josh that he thought the City did have the equipment to test the hydrants. 
City Recorder Valerie Recorder stated that normally the Fire Department assists the Public Works in the testing, but there were some issues last year during the testing that may have caused hard feelings that needed to be addressed with Jerry. 
Josh also commented that flooding control for next spring should be considered along Rock Creek near Birch Street.

Budget Meeting
City Recorder Valerie Russell reminded the Council that the budget meeting is scheduled for May 20, 2014 at 6:00 pm.

The Xerox Work Center upgraded machine should be delivered within the next couple of weeks. 
Mayors Report

Eastern Oregon Museum Letter
Mayor Anthony read a letter from the Eastern Oregon Museum thanking the City for the repair to the water line at the Museum.


Fourth of July Fireworks Auction Committee
Mayor Anthony commented that he had been approached by the Fourth of July Fireworks Auction Committee and asked if the City would like donate to the Fireworks Auction again this year. Last year the City donated the wood from the trees that had been hauled to the Landfill. The trees were auctioned off for $500.00. 
Public Works Josh Proebstel suggested a free dumping  pass for one year at the Landfill.
Councilor Dinger made a motion for the City to donate to the Fourth of July Fireworks Auction one year of free dumping at the Landfill, limited to one yard per week for one year. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


Citizen Request
Mayor Anthony  explained that a Citizen included a note in his water/sewer payment requesting that the City waive the $10.00 late fee, because of the week that they were unable to use the water when the wells were switched over and caused rust to enter the water system. Mayor Anthony denied this request. The Citizen then sent the City an invoice for the replacement of the filter in his refrigerator and a case a bottled water for $38.98.
Councilor Brown made a motion to deny the request to reimburse the Citizen $38.98 for the refrigerator filter and a case of bottle water. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 3 - Administrative Matters


Background Check Policy
Councilor Brown asked the Council if they had reviewed the information that he had provided the Council from Tamara Jones, who is a CIS Pre-loss Attorney, concerning Background Checks
Councilor Dinger stated that she would like to postpone this issue for discussion in a Work Session so it could be gone over line by line to come up with a policy.

Councilor Brown stated that the Council had already held a Work Session concerning Background Checks and the City paid to contact the City's Attorney on this matter. The Attorney referred him to the League of Oregon Cities who in turn had Tamara Jones contact Jim. Tamara stated that it was very unusual for a City the size of Haines to require Background Checks.

Councilor Dinger made a motion to postpone the Background Check Policy until a Work Session could be held. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


Landfill Updates
Mayor Anthony asked for an update on the Landfill committee.

Councilor Dinger stated that only one person has signed up for the Landfill committee. She also commented that she had not had time to write up an ad for the newspapers.

Discussion followed concerning changing the hours of the Landfill back to 7:00 am - 1:00 pm.
Councilor Brown commented that Budget Committee member Rodney Rogers, had discussed the Landfill with him. Rodney stated that he felt that possibly the rates needed to be raised. 

Discussion followed concerning the financial situation of the Landfill.
Agenda Item No. 4 - Old Business

Haines Water Compliance Project
Mayor Anthony introduced the City's Grant Administrators Peggy Browne and Sara Haynes from Browne Consulting. 

Engineer John Garlitz explained that the Engineers contract is being reviewed by the City Attorney at this time. There will be a meeting with the Attorney May 21, 2014 to work on the contract. After the Engineer and the Attorney come to an agreement it will be reviewed by the IFA and the Grant Administrator and then it will be presented to the Council.
There will be a kick off meeting June 4, 2014 with JUB, Browne Consulting, IFA and the City. The meeting will outline the grant process and define what responsibilities each of the parties will have.
Agenda Item No. 5- Council Reports

Councilor O'Grady
Councilor O'Grady commented that her husband Don O'Grady is working on the construction of a flagpole for the City. The pipe was donated by Ashgrove Cement where he is employed. Don needs to know how tall the City would like the flagpole. 
The Council determined that the flagpole should be 30 feet tall.

Councilor Dinger
Councilor Dinger explained that she was still looking for pipe and fittings for their pump that might work for a sewer bypass pump for the City. 

Councilor Dinger questioned when dogs are running at large and the owner has received a warning in the past, but has been keeping the dogs locked up for an extended period of time, should the warning process start over again or should the City continue on with the existing violations. 

Council consensus was, if it is the same dog, the record follows the dog. 


Councilor Pound
Councilor Pound stated in reference to the new business in town, that the City needs some kind of protocol concerning home based businesses. A process needs to be in place where the public can comment on the proposed business.

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that under the current planning code a home occupation is an outright use, in order to change that it would need to be included in the planning code as a conditional use.
Discussion followed concerning gathering the volunteers for the planning committee to start working on a new planning code.
