CITY COUNCIL MEETING
MAY 9, 2017

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the May 9, 2017 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Katie Jones Bedolla, Lisa Whited, Ken Bain, Don Adcock and Connie Pound Lewis. Council member John Shurtleff was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Brandon Fry. 

Citizens present: Sandy Wood, Teri Johnson and Floyd Johnson.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Mayor’s Report

CDBG Grants Possible Budget Cut
Mayor Brown explained that when President Trump released the proposed budget which included cuts to CDBG grants and other funding for small rural communities he contacted Nick Ducote from Ducote Consulting. Nick drafted a letter that was sent directly to Representative Greg Walden’s office in Washington D.C. The letter also expressed the concerns that small rural communities are being treated unfairly by the IFA when it comes to grant funding. Troy Ferguson from Walden’s office contacted Mayor Brown and was reassuring that the grant programs do have a lot of support and most likely would not be cut from the budget.

Sewer Farm Pumps
In the April meeting a discussion was held concerning purchasing an additional pump for the irrigation system at the sewer farm. The City requested an estimate from Adam Kerns which came in outside of the City’s budget limits. The City has two 25 HP pumps that were used at the sewer farm prior to the new system being installed. It doesn’t appear that the pumps will work but the motors should. MMW Repair will determine if they are in working order and will work in this application. Most of the installation can be fabricated but the City will have to buy a pump and possibly a different water filter. 

Solar Eclipse
Mayor Brown addressed the Solar Eclipse, stating that he was unable to attend the meeting that was held by Timothy Bishop. Councilor Bain commented that Baker County is expecting an additional 50,000 people to be present during the event. At the meeting, there were suggestions for business owners, he left flyers for review for those that did not make the meeting. Timothy will schedule another meeting in Haines prior to the event.
Mayor Brown stated that a major concern is large amounts of people camping on the side of the roads or in the City parks. He suggested having Enforcement Officer Shawn Wood be on duty to help patrol the area since the Baker County Sheriff’s Department has already expressed that they will not have enough personnel to cover all of Baker County. If Shawn Wood is not available a temporary Town Marshall can be appointed. Signs will be posted in the parks and around town that there is no camping allowed for liability reasons.
Agenda Item No. 2– Consent Agenda
Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 3 – City Recorder/Public Works Reports

City Recorder


Budget Committee Meeting
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the Budget Committee Meeting has been scheduled for May 23, 2017 at 6:00 pm. The budget should be available for review May 16, 2017.

Public Works

Sprinkler System in Peace Park
Public Works Brandon Fry explained to the Council that he has been gathering estimates for a sprinkler system for the Peace Park. Currently the City has been using Reliance Connects water service to water the park. The City needs to install its own water service for the park which requires hooking into the main line with a two-inch line and installing a backflow device and water meter. Brandon provided the Council with an estimate for the parts to install the service. Tony’s Tree Service will provide an estimate for the actual sprinkler system later. The entire system would probably cost a considerable amount of money so Brandon suggested breaking the project into phases. The first phase would be to install the actual water service and a faucet to run the sprinklers which would cost between $600 and $700. Then next year install the sprinklers and timers. 
Councilor Adcock made a motion to do the first phase of the installation of a sprinkler system in the Peace Park. Councilor Jones-Bedolla seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Weed Spraying
Brandon has been weed spraying at the landfill, sewer lagoons and lift station with round-up. And now is working his way through town with 2-4-D beginning with the main arterials. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – Administrative Matters

Baker Sanitary Franchise Negotiations
Mayor Brown addressed the Landfill’s financial problems suggesting opening up negotiations with Baker Sanitary concerning the franchise agreement. Currently the franchise agreement between the City and Baker Sanitary states that in order to conduct business in the community Baker Sanitary must haul the recycling materials to Baker City and provide a chemical toilet. Mayor Brown stated that he feels that Baker Sanitary should also be paying a percentage of the money they receive from their customers in Haines. Baker Sanitary could increase their fee to customers to cover the amount of the franchise owed to the City. The franchise agreement can be negotiated annually from October to April. 
Councilor Adcock made a motion to start the negotiations at 6% but will accept 5% with Baker Sanitary for a franchise fee on top of the recycle center and the chemical toilet. Councilor Pound-Lewis seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Employee Evaluation Procedure Review
Councilor Jones-Bedolla addressed the Council concerning the employee evaluations procedure specifically how the wage reviews are handled. Considering that wages must be discussed in a public meeting Councilor Jones-Bedolla believes that the procedure needs to be refined for the protection of the employees.
Discussion followed. 
The discussion was postponed until more information can be obtained on how other communities handle this procedure. The employee reviews were postponed until the July meeting. A spreadsheet will be provided to show a range of percentages based on current wages. Information concerning health insurance increases will also be provided at the time of the reviews.
Agenda Item No. 5 – New Business

Private Use of City Property Ordinance Committee
Mayor Brown stated that he wanted the Ordinance Committee for Private Use of City Property to start meeting as soon as possible. As soon as the ordinance is approved the City will be able to issue citations to violators. 
Agenda Item No. 6 – Old Business

Right of Way Issues

Councilor Adcock questioned if the right of way issues with Shane Myers had been resolved. 

Mayor Brown stated that the party partially removed the building that was built on City property but the abandon vehicles and other items have not been removed.
Agenda Item No. 7 – Public Comments

Lisa Whited Elkhorn Grange
Councilor Whited declared a conflict of interest and removed herself from the Council table. Lisa asked the Council as a whole when and where is a “Conditional Use Permit” for the Grange Hall for a Church (House of Worship) and a School. She asked when that it was deemed through the proper channels to reside in the zoning that it is residing in. Lisa stated that the School and Church in that location have an adverse effect on her business at the Frontier concerning future liquor licensing for an outdoor patio or if she were to sell the property.
Mayor Brown commented that he was not aware of a Conditional Use Permit and he was unsure if it was necessary. He also stated that this was a Planning Commission issue and would need to be addressed by them. Mayor Brown also stated that the OLCC provides that Cities can make exceptions to set back purposes for liquor licensing. 
Lisa stated that the Alternative School that was located in the old Circle H building did have a Conditional Use Permit that had to be renewed every year. 

Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to postpone the issue until the proper research can be completed and the Planning Commission can become involved. Councilor Pound-Lewis seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 
There were no other public comments.
Meeting adjourned at 7:45 pm.
