May Council Meeting

The May Council Meeting will be held Monday May 13, 2013, 7:00 pm at the City Hall.
Haines Post Office

Haines Post Office will provide 6 hours of window service each weekday. The facility retail hours will be from 8:00 am to 3:00 pm with lunch from 12:30 pm to 1:30 pm Monday through Friday.


Customers will have access to their mail receptacles 24 hours a day and Post Office mail will be available daily for pick-up by 11:30 am Monday through Friday, and at 10:00 am on Saturday.


Beginning May 2nd outgoing mail will need to be at the Post Office by 10:30 am Monday through Friday to be mailed out that day. Saturday outgoing mail will need to be placed in the blue mail box outside the Post Office by 10:00 am to be mailed out the same day.  Outgoing mail will no longer be sent to the Pendleton Processing Center, instead the outgoing mail will be sent to a Distribution Center in Portland.

Dog Ordinance

The dog committee met several times and drafted a new Dog Ordinance. The ordinance was presented to the City Council at the April 9, 2013 Council Meeting and was accepted. The ordinance will be read at three separate public meetings before it can be passed by the City Council and go into effect. The first reading of the proposed Dog Ordinance will take place at the May 13, 2013 Council Meeting. The public is encouraged to attend and make comments on the proposed ordinance.
Dog Control Officer

The City is asking for a volunteer to serve as the Dog Control Officer. Interested citizens will need to fill out an application at the Haines City Office. The Dog Control Officer will be appointed at the May 13, 2013 Council Meeting and will be sworn in by the Mayor. 
Dog Control



If you have dog complaints please be advised in order for the City to enforce the Dog Ordinance or to possibly issue a citation, you must be willing to identify yourself and testify that you witnessed the incident.

The City does not patrol the Streets looking for loose dogs. If you have a dog complaint remember that first you need to contact the City Office. It is a requirement to have your dog's licensed. Please come to the City Office and purchase your 2013 dog license.
ATV License


In order to ride an ATV on City Streets it must be licensed with the City. Licenses can be purchased at the City Hall for $5.00 and are valid for one year. 
Landfill

Landfill hours are Saturdays 7am - 1pm. 
Closures are possible due to weather conditions so please check for updates by calling 541-856-3366 and press #2 for Landfill.

The Landfill will be closed May 25th for Memorial Day Weekend.
Free Dump Day

There will be a free dump day for citizens that live inside the City limits of Haines, Saturday  May 11th. One level pickup load allowed.
Recycle Center 


Do not leave household garbage at the Recycle Center. Dumping garbage in an unauthorized place is against the law and is a punishable crime.

Important:
The large bin at the Recycle Center is for mixed recyclable items except GLASS. The small blue containers are for just GLASS. It is costing the City a lot of time and money to sort through the recycle bins. It is crucial that no glass be put in the large mixed bin. Baker Sanitary cannot recycle the material in the large bin if there is glass present in the materials.
