Mayor Jim Brown opened the November 13, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, Katie Jones, John Shurtleff and Lisa Whited. Council members Dennis Anthony and Don Adcock were absent. Also present was City Recorder Valerie Russell.
Citizens present: Kevin Luckini, June Falcon, Sandy Wood and Mike Morrow. Also present was Haines Planning Director Richard Howe.  
Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters
Request for Minor Partition
Planning Director Richard Howe explained to the Council that Kevin and Kim Luckini are requesting a minor partition of their 100 x 150 foot lot which is currently one tax lot. The Luckini’s are requesting to divide the one tax lot into a 80 x 100 foot lot and a 70 x 100 foot lot. The City has already installed a water and sewer connection to the second lot and all buildings have been modified to meet set-backs.
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to approve Kevin and Kim Luckini’s request for a minor partition of property located at 825 Third Street. Councilor Whited seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Award Bid Water Compliance Project

The Council was presented with the bid evaluation for the Water Compliance Project prepared by JUB Engineers. The City received four bids on the project. The City is required by law to accept the lowest bid of $2,370,350 by T. Bailey, Inc. Warrington Construction had the second lowest bid of $2,445,046, Mike Becker General Contractor submitted a bid of $2,477,300 and the highest bid was submitted by RSCI for $2,724,390. T. Bailey, Inc. and Warrington Construction work together on projects so Warrington Construction will be a sub-contractor.
Councilor Jones made a motion to award the Water Compliance Project for construction to T. Bailey, Inc. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 2 - Public Comments

Christina Wood
Christina Wood introduced herself to the Council and explained that she was on the board of directors of the Blue Mountain Translator District. Christina stated that the Blue Mountain Translator District is trying to improve their service and resolve problems they have had in the past. Some of the issues they are trying to resolve are to receive payments for services and locating people that are using the system but not paying for the service. In the future the District will have the capability of transmitting emergency notifications through the translator stations. 
The district is suggesting the possibility of the City helping to monitor the use of the signal and billing residents for the service for compensation by the district.
The District is asking the Council to approve letters of support to be sent Senator Bill Hansell, Greg Barreto, and the Chairs of legislative committees with jurisdiction over BMTD bills. 
The Council agreed to review the letters of support and then make a decision. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Jones made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder Report
City Recorder

Failure to Comply

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that there was an item on the agenda for the October Council meeting, that was cancelled, concerning the Nitcher’s failure to comply with the stipulations of their variance approval. The stipulations included either removing or modifying the shop to comply with set-backs and the removal of the dormer on the front porch that was encroaching onto City property. After the October meeting was cancelled, Mrs. Nitcher son, A.W. Davis, spoke with Valerie and stated that he intends on removing the shop entirely by December 1st. The issue will be readdressed at the December meeting to confirm that the shop and the dormer have been removed.

Election Results
The unofficial election results are Jim Brown for Mayor. Katie Jones, Don Adcock and June Falcon for City Council. 

Ballot measure 1-86 Prohibits Commercial Marijuana Facilities received 128 yes votes and 75 no votes. Ballot measure 1-87 Authorizing Three Percent Tax on Cannabis Retailers, Manufacturers and By-Products received 179 yes votes and 20 no votes. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Administrative Matters

Resolution No. R-1810-7 Establishing Fines for Rights of Way Violations
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud Resolution No. R-1810-7 Establishing Fines for Rights of Way Violations to the Council. This resolution is supported by Ordinance No. 151 Series 2018, An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way.
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to accept Resolution No. R-1810-7 Establishing Fines for Rights of Way Violations to the Council. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Resolution No. R-1810-8 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud Resolution No. R-1810-8 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action to the Council. This resolution is a requirement of the Secretary of State’s Audit Division. 

Councilor Bain made a motion to accept Resolution No. R-1810-8 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action. Councilor Jones seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
First Reading of Ordinance No. 153 Series 2018 Franchise Agreement Cascade Utilities
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud to the Council Ordinance No. 153 Series 2018 Franchise Agreement Cascade Utilities in its entirety. This ordinance is a franchise agreement with Cascade Utilities and the City of Haines which has been in effect for 20 years and is up for renewal.

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to accept the first reading of Ordinance No. 153 Series 2018 Franchise Agreement Cascade Utilities. Councilor Jones seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
