COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 11, 2022
       CONVENE: 6:00 PM

LOCATION: CITY HALL

Council President Dennis Anthony opened the October 11, 2022 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Peter Hall, Ken Bain, Angie Shurtleff, Don Adcock and Terry Blaske. Mayor Jim Brown was absent. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel were also present. 
Citizens present: Mike Morrow.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Mayor’s Report
Council President Dennis Anthony addressed the Council and explained that Warrington Construction will not be able to continue work on the Water Compliance Project this fall due to the inability to obtain supplies. The contractors will return and continue on the project in the spring when the supplies are available. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – Administrative Matters

Fiscal year 2021/2022 Annual Audit Presentation Gaslin Accounting CPA’s PC
Stan Mitchell from Gaslin Accounting CPA’s PC gave an overview of the financial audit for fiscal year 2021/2022. Stan stated that the city incurred some unexpected expenses during the year due to the repairs on the sewer lagoons and lift station. The American Rescue Plan funds that the city received helped to replenish the reserves. Stan commented that the books are very clean and everything is in order. 


Resolution No. R-2210-5 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action
Council President Dennis Anthony read aloud Resolution No. R-2210-5 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action to the Council. This resolution is a requirement due to a lack of segregation of duties. 

Councilor Bain made a motion to approve Resolution No. R-2210-5 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda

September 13, 2022 Council Meeting Minutes
Councilor Hall made a motion to accept the September 13, 2022 Council Meeting Minutes. Councilor Blaske seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

October Accounts Payable

Councilor Hall made a motion to accept the October Accounts Payable. Councilor Blaske seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

September Payroll
Councilor Bain made a motion to accept the September Payroll. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder Report/Public Works
City Recorder

2022 Election
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the Baker County Clerk will mail out the ballots October 18, 2022 and must be received by the Clerk by 8:00 pm November 8, 2022.
Councilor Hall commented that the State changed the rules this year so the ballots just need to be postmarked by 8:00 pm on November 8, 2022.


November Council Meeting

Valerie requested to change the November meeting from November 8th to November 15th because she was going to be out of the office the week that includes November 8th. 
Council was in favor of changing the meeting date to November 15, 2022. 


Bandstand and Gazebo
Both the bandstand and gazebo that are located in the parks are in need of repairs. The bandstand which is used frequently by the public was temporarily braced up several years ago with the intention to complete major repairs in the future. At this time the bandstand is unsafe and has been closed to the public. The gazebo is rotten and could possibly collapse with a snow load or wind. 

Valerie stated that Nick Ducote, from Ducote Consulting had indicated to her that there are grants available for parks which could be used to repair the structures. An estimate would need to be obtained for a cost of the repairs. 

Council consensus was to concentrate on the bandstand because it was used by the public. 

Council President Anthony commented that if the city applied for a park grant, he would like to see new picnic tables included and a shelter to store them under. 
Public Works

Water Project Supplies
Public Works Josh Proebstel questioned if the City was responsible for the supplies that Warrington Construction has stored on the railroad lease. If the City is liable there needs to be some security measures in place for vandalism and theft. 
Lead and Copper Tests

It is a requirement by the Oregon Health Authority to test for lead and copper at five different locations in town every three years. The lead and coppers tests all came back within acceptable limits. 


Sewer Farm 
The sewer farm irrigation system has been drained and winterized. Josh took apart the piping and pump and found a rock in the impeller which explains the lack of flow.


Shop Roof
The last winterizing project will be the shop roof which needs the metal screwed down to eliminate the metal from flapping in the wind. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Council Reports
Councilor Blaske
Councilor Blaske stated that the Council needs to address the issue of homeless camps within the City limits. 
A discussion followed concerning the rights of the homeless and the possibility of an ordinance or planning code that the council could be working on for future issues.
