COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 12, 2021
       CONVENE: 6:00PM

LOCATION: CITY HALL

Mayor Brown opened the October 12, 2021 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall and Terry Blaske. Council members Dennis Anthony, Ken Bain and City Recorder Valerie Russell were present via conference call. Councilor Don Adcock was absent. 
Citizens present: Mike Morrow and Sandy Wood.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Mayors Report
John Street
Mayor Brown addressed the Council and explained that the John Street paving project was complete and ODOT was going to inspect the project the next day. 
Sewer Lagoons
The repairs on the sewer lagoons continues, the work is being completed by Realm Inc. Two new floats have been installed and new hoses. The hoses cost over $1,500 each, new floats would have cost $6,000 each, but used floats were purchased for $425.00. Everything was cleaned out and the pump is working correctly now. The pump, prior to the repairs, was pumping 250 to 300 gallons per minute and now it is pumping 575 to 600 gallons per minute. That should cure a lot of the problems with the pivots.  Anderson Perry Engineering were the engineers that designed the lagoons and the lift station and there are many design defects in the system and the record drawings do not match the actual construction. 
The muffin monster at the sewer lift station has also quit working and the contractor has discovered that the motor is ruined. The motor is not designed to be submerged in water and there has been times that it has been submerged in water and this has caused the motor to burn up. The pump is still operable but the motor needs replaced. The muffin monster itself needs rebuilt including replacing the teeth, bearings and seals. 

Mike from MMW Pump Repair serviced the lift station pumps and they are operating correctly now. The pumps are supposed to be serviced once a year and have not been serviced for several years. 


Fire Hydrant
Councilor Hall commented that a member of the Haines Fire Department commented that the fire hydrant on the corner of Third and Front Street is very difficult to open.

Mayor Brown commented that the hydrant is working properly though.

Councilor Anthony stated that this is a very common issue with fire hydrants and they are normally difficult to open and that does not mean they are not working properly. 
Agenda Item No. 2 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 3 – Payroll and Accounts Payable
Councilors Shurtleff and Bain excused themselves due to a conflict of interest. 

Councilor Hall made a motion to accept the Payroll and Accounts Payable. Councilor Blaske seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder Report
City Recorder
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that the next Council meeting is scheduled for November 9, 2021 and she requested that the meeting be changed to November 16, 2021. Stan Mitchell from Gaslin Accounting, will be presenting the audit for fiscal year 2020/2021 at the November meeting. 
The November Council meeting will be held November 16, 2021.

Agenda Item No. 5 - Administrative Matters
Review Baker County Nuisance Ordinance
The Council was presented a copy of the Baker County Nuisance Ordinance. Baker County Sheriff Travis Ash had approached the Council at the September 14, 2021 Council meeting with the possibility of adopting the ordinance so Baker County could enforce the ordinance in Haines. 
Councilor Hall stated that some of the problems he could see with the ordinance is for property owners that are not here all the time and not being aware of notice given to them to abate the issues. He also questioned the 3-car limit considering the number of people that have several cars and at times are repairing them. He also stated that he felt there was some overreach in the ordinance and there would be some issues with citizens. 
Councilor Blaske stated that he had mixed feelings considering many people have more than 3 vehicles on their property. But there are places that need addressed like the homeless camps.
Councilor Shurtleff stated that she did not like the ordinance at all and she did not believe the City had a right to tell people what they can and cannot do on their private property. 
Councilor Anthony said that he didn’t have any real problems with it and was willing to go along with what everyone else wanted. 

Councilor Bain commented that he didn’t see where the ordinance was really going to help the City but he said he was okay with it. 

Mayor Brown stated that he did not feel that the Council has the right to make a decision like this without the public’s input. 
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained the process to adopt the Baker County Nuisance Ordinance. The City would have to adopt the ordinance as a Haines ordinance. The process includes publishing the ordinance in the Baker City Herald and holding three public meetings where the ordinance is read and the public can comment on the ordinance. After the three public meeting then the Council uses the public opinions to form their decision on whether to adopt the ordinance or not. The Council cannot adopt the ordinance without going through this process and obtaining public opinion. 
Councilor Hall made a motion to present the Baker County Nuisance Ordinance to the public for their opinion as a draft Haines ordinance. Councilor Anthony seconded the motion. Councilor Shurtleff voted no. Councilors Anthony, Bain, Hall and Blaske voted yes. The motion was approved by majority consent. 
Agenda Item No. 6 – Council Reports

Councilor Hall
Councilor Hall asked on behalf of the Haines Rural Fire District if there have been any other ideas on a location of a new fire station. And the possibility of the City helping to obtain grants to fund the project.
Mayor Brown stated that he was planning on attending the Haines Rural Fire District meeting but was not able to attend. He said that he would visit with the fire chief concerning this matter. 

Councilor Hall explained that there is a League of Oregon Small Cities meeting scheduled for Thursday and asked if the Council had any items that they wanted him to address at the meeting. 

Mayor Brown suggested addressing the problem of multiple families living on one piece of property in temporary housing. 
Agenda Item No. 7 – Public Comments

Mike Morrow
Mike Morrow stated that he felt that the citizens need to be able to comment on the nuisance ordinance and be involved in the adoption process. He also said that it needs to be made clear to the public that if they are not in favor of the adoption of the Baker County Nuisance ordinance that does not have any effect on the current Haines ordinances and that they will remain in effect.  


Sandy Wood
Sandy Wood commented that there are a lot of trailers in Haines. 
Mayor Brown stated that the trailers are on private property not City property and that is allowed. 
There were no further public comments.
Meeting adjourned at 6:48 pm.
