CITY COUNCIL MEETING
OCTOBER 8, 2019

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the October 8, 2019 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were June Falcon, Dennis Anthony, Angie Shurtleff and Peter Hall. Council members Ken Bain and Don Adcock were absent. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present.  
Citizen present: Sandy Wood and Terry Blaske. Baker County Sheriff Travis Ash and Assistant Ashley McClay were also present. 
Agenda Item No. 1– Administrative Matters

Presentation by Baker County Sheriff Travis Ash
Baker County Sheriff Travis Ash gave an update on the Baker County Sheriff’s Office. The different divisions of the Sheriff’s Office are Patrol, Dispatch, Corrections, Parole and Probation and Search and Rescue. The patrol division is staffed by one sergeant, one civil deputy, two deputies that are detailed to the Court House security, two part time marine deputies and two deputies on BLM/ATV. The County receives an ATV grant that pays for a half time position a year. The County just received approval for another two-year grant. That same program paid $10,000 toward a $15,000 side-by-side. The BLM paid approximately $120,000 this fiscal year for patrol. Warren Thompson, who is retired, is under contract to patrol BLM and enforces
 Oregon State law. There are two Deputies that are on an Idaho Power contract which is funded by Idaho Power. One of the positions is provided a house. One position is vacant at this time. They are required to live between Richland and Oxbow. There will be another vacancy soon because of a retirement. That leaves five to patrol from North Powder to Sumpter to Huntington. Huntington has a contract with the Sheriff’s Office to spend 80 hours a month in that location. 
Sheriff Ash also gave an overview of cases. The number of cases is higher than it has been in the past. The jail has a 45-bed capacity and is full. There are four lock down facilities and those have been constantly full to the point that he has had to move inmates to other facilities or trade inmates. The jail is constantly full which is staffed with four corporals and eight deputies, which is not enough. Sheriff Ash stated that a some point he is going to have to approach the County Commissioners for more operating money even though the County has a tight budget. 
Sheriff Ash also gave an overview of Dispatch, Parole and Probation, the Work Crew and Search and Rescue. Sheriff Ash commended the Search and Rescue division for their efforts.
Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report
Mayor Brown explained that the water project is winding down. The City was fortunate enough to install a considerable amount of main line with the additional funds. 
Mayor Brown addressed the Council concerning installing an RV dump at the City Shop. The grant will pay for the water installation but the sewer installation will need to be paid for by the City and will cost $3,700.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to install a sewer dump at the shop for a cost of $3,700. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Along with the RV dump the Mayor explained that in the vacant area behind the shop he proposed to construct a small two space RV park which would belong to the City. The alley that runs through the property would need to be vacated. He asked if anyone was opposed to the idea. 

Discussion followed and the Council requested that he draw up plans which include maintenance and insurance costs for the Council to review to see the cost versus the income. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder

City Recorder Report
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that she had contacted several communities in eastern Oregon with similar population concerning water rates. The number of gallons allowed in the base rate varied considerably. Valerie suggested following North Powders example of metering the water for several months with a large amount of water included in the base so customers can see how much water they are using. Then the City can determine a more permanent rate after a few months of monitoring consumption. 
Councilor Falcon made a motion to allow customers 10,000 gallons of water for the base rate of $49.00 per month and charge additional usage $0.25 per 1,000 gallons. Councilor Anthony seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


Misc.
Valerie has submitted all the requested information to the Bureau of Labor and Industries and Brandon Fry’s Attorney concerning the discrimination complaint and the tort claim. The City has not received any updates on the status of the claims.  There was a Water Compliance Project Monitoring meeting with Business Oregon. The City will be required to complete a Fair Housing activity to satisfy requirements of the CDBG grant.
Public Works Report
Public Works Ty Falcon explained to the Council the new City sign has been hung with the assistance of Larry Curry and Councilor Bain. The City finally received the new lawn mower and the old mower was traded for a DR Brush Hog and extra blades for the new mower. The Brush Hog retail price was $750.00. Ty has also changed most of the locks in the City and the combinations on the combination locks.
