CITY COUNCIL MEETING

CITY HALL

Council President Dennis Anthony opened the September 8, 2020 telephone conference City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Angie Shurtleff, Ken Bain, Peter Hall and Don Adcock. City Recorder Valerie Russell was also present. Councilor June Falcon and Public Works Ty Falcon were absent. Mayor Jim Brown joined the meeting at 6:15 pm after having difficulties connecting to the phone conference. 
Citizens present: Mike Morrow.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Adcock made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – City Recorder
City Recorder
Public Restroom Grant Application

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that the grant application to the Oregon Department of Parks and Recreation for the public restroom required modification. The initial application had the location of the public restroom in the park near City Hall. The property is leased from Union Pacific Railroad and has been for over 30 years. Valerie obtained permission from Union Pacific to locate the public restroom on the property. The ODPR did not care if the public restroom was located on Union Pacific property however, they require a 25-year lease and Union Pacific will only commit to a year to year lease. Since the public restroom has to be located on City owned property the location was changed to the South Park on the property that the City owns. 
Councilor Hall asked how soon the City would be able to construct the public restroom.
Valerie explained that the City was still in the application process. If the City is a recipient of the grant it would probably be next summer before the project could be completed. The restroom is a pre-fabricated building that has to be ordered and delivered. The City has to have the site prepared for placement prior to delivery.
October Council Meeting
The October Council Meeting will include the 2019/2020 Audit Presentation by Stan Mitchell from Gaslin Accounting. The City will possibly be required to do a supplemental budget due to the grant and loan funds not being dispersed prior to the end of the fiscal year. The project was scheduled to be closed out in May of 2020 and all funds dispersed by that time, but the actual closeout and final disbursement did not occur until July of 2020. The supplemental budget would consist of advertising the supplemental budget and holding a brief Public Hearing for public comments and then the Council will vote to approve the changes in the water fund. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – Mayors Report
Mayor Brown apologized for being late for the meeting but he was having difficulties connecting to the phone conference. 

Mayor Brown thanked everyone for their cooperation and for participating in the phone conference meetings. There have been several water leaks in town with the increased water pressure and the City is doing its best to take care of the issues as quickly as possible. There has not been any new information on the dog poisonings at this time. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – Administrative Matters

OLCC License Renewal
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that the OLCC licenses that are up for renewal are the Haines Sell-Rite, the Haines Steak House and the Frontier Restaurant and Saloon. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the Frontier Restaurant and Saloon and the fact that it is closed and up to sale at this time. Valerie explained that the licenses were up for renewal and that did not mean that they will be renewed by the license holders or the OLCC. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the OLCC license renewals. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Planning Commission Vacancies
Valerie explained that all the members except one, Larry Curry, have resigned from the Haines Planning Commission. This includes long time Planning Director Richard Howe who has retired. 

A request for volunteers for the Haines Planning Commission will be advertised but in the interim, there needs to be a process to approve building permits and other planning issues. 

The Planning Director is able to sign off on a building permit if the proposed use is an “outright” use according to the Haines Planning & Zoning Ordinance. If there is a request for a conditional use, variance or other uses that are not considered “outright” the matter is brought before the Planning Commission and they bring a recommendation to the Haines City Council. The Haines City Council makes the final decision. 

Valerie suggested that in the interim to allow the Mayor to be able to sign the building permits for an “outright” use and all other issues would be presented to the City Council for approval.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to allow the Mayor to sign building permits in place of the Planning Director for any “outright” use until the vacant positions are filled on the Planning Commission. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 5 – Council Reports
Councilor Adcock stated that the new safety requirements went well at the Landfill on August 22nd and everyone cooperated with the new guidelines. 
Councilor Shurtleff volunteered to assist Sheila at the Landfill September 12th and Councilor Hall volunteered to assist Sheila September 26th. 
Agenda Item No. 6 – Public Comments
There were no public comments.
Meeting adjourned at 6:36 pm.
