COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 8, 2014
 CONVENED: 7:10 PM

CITY HALL
Council President Dawn O'Grady opened the September 8, 2014 regular Council meeting at 7:10 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Sharon Dinger, Connie Pound, John Shurtleff and Kathy Ritch. Mayor Anthony and Council member Jim Brown were absent. Also present were Public Works Josh Proebstel and City Recorder Valerie Russell.

Councilor Dinger led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Sandy Wood and Bill Harvey.

Agenda Item No. 1 - Public Comments
Citizen Bill Harvey commented that he appreciated that the Council said a prayer before the Council meeting.
Agenda Item No. 2 - Consent Agenda

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the consent agenda with the omission of the bill from Agricultural Construction/Adam Kerns in the amount of $1,976.00 until a detailed invoice is provided. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Discussion followed concerning sending a letter requesting a detailed invoice that includes the dates and times of service and if any of the charges should have been considered warranty work. 

Discussion included having a City staff person present when a company works on City equipment to verify the work has been completed. 
Citizen Bill Harvey suggested creating a paper trail by using work orders. 

Agenda Item No. 3 - Public Works/Recorder/Mayor Reports

Public Works Report

Parks
Public Works Josh Proebstel stated that he had placed the plaques for the sidewalk and the flagpole and installed the solar lights on the kiosk. 

Streets
Spreading the gravel on the Streets has been delayed due to mechanical problems with the backhoe and the dump truck. The hydraulic cylinder on the backhoe was repaired by Eagle Carriage and Machine for approximately $1,400.00 less that Western States Equipment had quoted for a new part. A hydraulic pump for the dump truck was purchased at Olson Tractor for $669.00. The solenoid was replaced for the gate actuator on the dump truck. 

Water
There was 8,000,000 gallons of water used in the month of August. There will be additional water tests conducted this month.
John Garlitz from JUB Engineers and two Electrical Engineers from AEI Engineers met in Haines to evaluate the water system for the Water Compliance project. The Engineers determined that a solenoid contact on Well #1 was not working. It is a Furnas model contact which is obsolete and no longer available. Mike from MMW was able to clean up the contact and made it operational. 

Sewer
Paul Daniello and Todd Hess from the Oregon DEQ visited the sewer facilities. Paul has replaced Steve McMillan in the Pendleton DEQ office. 

Second cutting of alfalfa on the sewer farm produced approximately 40 bales. 

Perry Lowe from Agricultural Construction/Adam Kerns informed Josh that he would show him how to winterize the pivot system.

Council commented that Josh needed to ask Perry if there would be a charge for showing him how to winterize the system.

Josh provided the Council with his recommendations that need to be done to the irrigation system. He will obtain bids from different companies for the items that are needed. 

Landfill
George Chadwick that is working on the Landfill Gas Well Installation Work Plan for the methane monitoring wells, submitted the plan to the DEQ and it was approved. Josh will contact OTEC to make arrangements to auger the holes for the wells. 
City Recorder

Survey
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that she had spoke with John Garlitz from JUB Engineers concerning the survey and the property boundary maps. John stated that there were not any major surprises and the property boundaries appear to not have much variation from where they were earlier believed to be located. 

Sewer Project Issues

John Garlitz also commented that he has almost all the information gathered for the City to provide to the attorney concerning the sewer project design issues. He has made a request to the DEQ for a copy of the lift station design report. Anderson Perry Engineering, who engineered the lift station along with the rest of the sewer project, should have provided a copy of the design to the DEQ for their approval. The City does not have a copy of this report. When the report is received John will give the City the basic information to move forward with legal action. If more information is requested by the attorney he can provide more detailed information at that time. 


Peace Park Decorations
The bicycle children in the Peace Park, that were constructed by Elbert Fisher, have been taken care of by Mary Jane Rose Guyer for the past several years. Mary Jane has asked if the City could find volunteers to take over this task. It requires taking down the display for the winter and maintaining the wood structure of the children and their clothing and putting them back up on the poles for display in the summer months. 
Council agreed to request volunteers to take over maintenance of the bicycle children, and that they could be stored at Peachy if necessary.


Peachy Electrical Service

Valerie questioned if it was necessary to have electricity at Peachy. The City is charged $25.00 per month for the service that is never used.

Councilor Ritch made a motion to disconnect the electrical service at Peachy. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Josh will buy sealant to fill the cracks in Peachy to keep out the animals and birds.


Donation Can  for Service Dog Training
The Boy Scouts had a garbage can located at the Recycle Center for the donation of returnable cans and bottles to earn money for their organization. The Bob Scouts have opted to discontinue this type of fund raising. Sheila Holman, who trains service dogs, has requested to place a can at the Recycle Center for returnable cans and bottles to raise money for the training of the service dogs.

Council agreed that it would be acceptable for Sheila to place a donation can for returnable cans and bottles at the Recycle Center with a sign explaining that the funds will be used for training of service dogs.


Billing Statements
Valerie explained to the Council that the billing statements that the City uses for the water and sewer billing used to be printed by the former owners of the Record Courier. The new owners of the Record Courier did not purchase the printer used to print the statements. Valerie researched different options to make the statements herself. She presented the Council with an example of a statement printed from the City's printer that is not perforated but indicates a cut line. The statements would only cost the City $4.00 per month to produce and would save the City $672.00 per year. The Council agreed that the statements that Valerie suggested would be acceptable.
Agenda Item No. 4 - Administrative Matters

Councilor Ritch made a motion to approve Resolution #R-1406-10 A Resolution Extending the City of Haines Worker's Compensation Coverage to Volunteers of the City of Haines. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 5 - New Business

Sewer Connection

Councilor Shurtleff addressed the issue of a sewer connection to a piece of property that he owns on Second Street. The City has no record of the property ever being connected to  the City sewer system. Councilor Shurtleff discovered sewer lines on the property and questioned if it indeed was hooked into the City sewer system at some time. If the property has been connected to the City sewer system at some point in time it would be considered an existing connection and would not be subject to the $1,000.00 connection fee. The existing sewer main ends at Second and Ruby. It has been believed that it would be impossible for the properties at the end of Second Street to connect to the sewer main without installing a costly pump station. The sewer main requires a drop in elevation to work properly and the sewer main is buried shallow in that area and does not provide enough drop. Councilor Shurtleff suggested that the City extend the sewer main to the west end of Second Street which would benefit the City by the development of the properties on that Street.  John also stated that it appears that there is enough drop in elevation for the installation of the line without installing a pump station. 
More research is needed to determine if the property was ever hooked into the City sewer system. And if it would be possible to extend the main sewer line without installing a pump station.

Councilor Ritch discussed the issue of the large infestation of mosquitoes and her concerns about West Nile virus. She requested that the City contact Vector Control and request more spraying.
