CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the April 9, 2019 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, June Falcon, Dennis Anthony and Don Adcock. City Recorder Valerie Russell was also present.  
Citizens present: Garla Rowe, Mike Morrow, Teri Johnson, Sandy Wood, Ty Falcon, Terry Blaske, Larry Curry, Garla Rowe, Angie Shurtleff and Baker City Herald reporter Casey Crowley.
Agenda Item No. 1– Mayors Report

Council and Employee Resignations

Mayor Brown explained to the Council that there had been three resignations. Katie Jones and Lisa Whited both resigned from the Council and Brandon Fry resigned from his position as Public Works Maintenance 1 employee.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the resignations of Katie Jones, Lisa Whited and Brandon Fry. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Mayor Brown asked for volunteers for the hiring committee for the Public Works Maintenance 1 job. Don Adcock and Ken Bain from the Council volunteered. Mike Morrow, Terry Blaske, Garla Rowe and Sandy Wood volunteered as citizens for the committee. 


Water Compliance Project
The contractors for the Water Compliance Project T. Bailey, Inc. are setting the forms for the concrete foundation for the water storage reservoir. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Falcon made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Anthony seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3 - City Recorder

Council President
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that due to the resignation of Katie Jones the Council needed to appoint a new Council President. The Council President acts as Mayor in the event the Mayor is unavailable. This can be revisited after the new Council members are appointed if the Council wishes to do so. 
Councilor Adcock made a motion to appoint Councilor Anthony as Council President. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


Check Signers
City Recorder Valerie Russell also explained that due to Katie Jones resignation it was necessary to appoint a new authorized check signer. Mayor Brown and Ken Bain are also authorized check signers but one more is needed for Umpqua Bank.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to remove Katie Jones as an Umpqua Bank authorized check signer and appoint Councilor Falcon and retain Mayor Brown and Councilor Bain as authorized check signers. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to appoint Councilor Falcon as a CDBG grant and SDWRLF loan disbursement authorized signer. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


Council Vacancies
The two vacant Council seats are different terms and will be advertised separately. Council seat #1 term will end December 31, 2020. Council seat #2 term will end December 31, 2022.

Agenda Item No. 4 – Administrative Matters

Resolution No. R-1904-2 Amending the Landfill Fee Structure for the Haines Landfill
Councilor Anthony made a motion to approve Resolution No. R-1904-2 Amending the Landfill Fee Structure for the Haines Landfill. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Truck Parking Policy
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that she had made a revision to the wording from “provide adequate gravel to provide adequate materials”. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the Truck Parking Policy. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 5 - Administrative Matter
Personnel Matters
City Recorder Valerie Russell discussed the Public Works Maintenance 1 job description. Council agreed to advertise the position at $15.00 DOQ. The additional requirement of an Applicators License will be added to the description.
Agenda Item No. 6 – Council Reports

Compensation

Councilor Falcon questioned who was doing the Public Works job duties since Brandon had been put on administrative leave. 

A discussion followed concerning Mayor Brown doing the majority of the public works duties and not being compensated for his time. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to pay Mayor Brown $16.22 per hour for working for the City and reimburse him for gas mileage while using his own vehicle. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Reader Board
Councilor Adcock commented that Greg from Ni-High Signs had sent information on the Reader Board to him and it was forwarded to the City. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to purchase the reader board not to exceed $3,000. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 7 – Public Comments

Terry Blaske
Citizen Terry Blaske questioned Brandon Fry’s resignation and if he was on paid administrative leave until the time of his resignation. 
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that Brandon delivered a written resignation to City Hall on April 8, 2019. Brandon was on paid administrative leave through April 8, 2019. 

Mike Morrow
Citizen Mike Morrow stated that it was nice to see the City going forward instead of all of the negativity that has been going on the last several weeks and last several meetings. It is nice to see something positive and he thanked the four Council members, Valerie and Jim for everything.
