APRIL 7, 2015

HAINES CITY HALL
Mayor Brown opened the April 7, 2015 Special Council Meeting at 6:00 pm. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Connie Pound Lewis, Don Adcock and Katie Jones-Bedolla. Councilors Shurtleff and Whited were absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel.

Present at the meeting was John Garlitz from JUB Engineers.

Councilor Pound-Lewis led the Council in a prayer.

Agenda Item No. 1 - Administrative Matters

Community Income Survey
Robert Ault and Ed Tabor from the IFA had contacted City Recorder Valerie Russell and informed her that Becky Baxter would no longer be helping the City with the Community Income Survey, Ed Tabor would now be the contact person. Robert Ault stated that the IFA was now offering a 100% grant for up to $7,500 to complete the survey. They encouraged the City to contract with Portland State University to conduct the survey since the University had been previously trained in this area. Robert Ault stated that the City would no longer have to deal with the frustration of the previous road blocks and the IFA would be helpful.
Engineer John Garlitz addressed the Council and explained that he had met with Debi Elliot, PHD from PSU, Ed Tabor and Robert Ault from the IFA. Valerie and Nick Ducote from JUB attended the meeting via conference call concerning the survey. The discussion included the methodology and the survey. 
PSU submitted a contract and an estimate of cost of $4,848.25 to finalize the methodology and assist with the survey. The Council was provided with copies of the contract and the estimate of cost along with the IFA grant contract. 

John commented that JUB has not charged the City up to this point for their time spent on the methodology, but since the City is able to obtain a grant possibly their time can be compensated as well. John also stated that he did not feel that City should have to spend any of its own money.
Discussion followed.

Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to accept the Intergovernmental Grant Agreement No. C2015031, 2015 Survey Reimbursement Contract. Councilor Pound-Lewis seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept the Portland State University Agreement for Survey Services in the amount not to exceed $4,848.25 without written consent of the Council. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Meeting adjourned the meeting at 6:30 pm.
