COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
AUGUST 11, 2015

 CONVENED: 7:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Brown opened the August 11, 2015 regular Council meeting at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Katie Jones-Bedolla, John Shurtleff, Connie Pound-Lewis and Lisa Whited. Council member Don Adcock was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel.

Citizens present: Harv Down, Kathy Down, Shawn Cudabek, Kathrina Cudabek, Sandy Wood, Angie Shurtleff and Joann Illingsworth.  

Mayor Brown explained that Elkhorn Grange representative Joann Illingsworth was present at the meeting to discuss water and sewer charges for the Elkhorn Grange. In the past the Elkhorn Grange was considered a non-profit organization so the City did not charge for water and sewer. Recently the Grange began renting the building to the Mennonite Church for a school and for church services. At the July 2015 meeting the Council discussed a possible rate to charge. Council and Joann were provided with a list of the current charges for residential, small business and the various charges for other businesses. These charges can be changed at any time by Council approval. Mayor Brown stated that at this time the water is not metered, but when the water project is complete all water will be metered and billed accordingly.
Joann addressed the Council and explained the amount of use and activities that take place at the Grange. Joann stated that the small business charge of $34.50 per month for sewer and $37.50 for water would be reasonable. The school only has 10 to 12 students and the church has around 25 members.
Discussion followed.

Councilor Whited made a motion to charge the Elkhorn Grange the current small business rate of $34.50 for sewer and $37.50 for water per month. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Conflicts of Interest
Mayor Brown clarified information regarding the Government Ethics laws concerning conflicts of interest. As a public officials if there is a conflict of interest that person must declare that there is a conflict of interest and state the nature of the conflict and abstain from voting. 
Councilor Jones-Bedolla added that it recommended by the Government Ethics 

Commission that the party with the conflict should excuse themselves from the table.


Use of Undeveloped Street Right of Way
Mayor Brown read Section 1 (c) from Ordinance No. 109 Series 2015 An Ordinance Providing for the Use of Undeveloped Street Rights of Way. Which states that "Only landowners adjacent to an undeveloped right of way will be allowed to use that right of way." And Section 1 (e) "At the access to any undeveloped street right of way only temporary fencing may be used, that can be easily removed. Said access fence must have a gate at least twelve (12) feet wide which must be kept unlocked to allow the right of way accessible to the City and emergency vehicles at all times." And Section 1 (f) " No cross fencing will be permitted on said right of way." 

Mayor Brown explained that it had been earlier discussed that if there were two property owners requesting the use of the same right of way that they could split it down the middle, but according to the ordinance cross fencing is not allowed so it cannot be split in half unless it is not going to be fenced.
He also read Section 1 (g) "No structures, neither permanent or temporary, will be permitted on undeveloped street rights of way or alleys."

Agenda Item No. 1 - Public Comments

There were no public comments.
Agenda Item No. 2 - Mayor's Report

Mayor Brown announced that Public Works Josh Proebstel passed his sewer certification tests.
The Council congratulated Josh.


Payment Agreement
Mayor Brown explained to the Council that John Shurtleff had approached him in regards to making payment arrangements for installing the sewer connection to his property.

Councilor Shurtleff declared that he has a conflict of interest concerning the installation of his sewer connection and removed himself from any voting on the issue. 
John Shurtleff explained that he would like to have the City install his sewer connection to his property this fall and asked if it would be possible to makes payments on the balance until he received his income tax refund sometime in February when he would pay the balance in full. He also stated that he would help with the installation and donate his time or the wages whatever worked legally.
Discussion followed.

Councilor O'Grady made a motion to allow John and Angie Shurtleff to make payments on the sewer installation until March 2016. Councilor Whited seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Rodent Control

Mayor Brown stated that there is a huge population of ground squirrels at the sewer lagoons which is creating a problem not only with the farm but can cause a major problem with the sewer lagoons. Mayor Brown has been in contact with the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife to see if they can be of assistance. 

Agenda Item No. 3 - Consent Agenda

Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Jones-Bedolla seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 4 - City Recorder/Public Works Reports

City Recorder
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained two of the charges on the expense sheet. The charge from the OHA Drinking Water Services for $750.00 is for the review of the construction plans for the water project. The $150.00 charge from OTEC is for an estimate of cost to install the necessary electrical service for well #4. The charge is a deposit that will be subtracted from the cost when the work is completed. Unfortunately if the installation is not completed within six months OTEC can keep the deposit. Both charges should be able to be reimbursed by the grant.

Property Appraisals 
The two parcels that the City is trying to acquire for the Water Compliance Project are being appraised at this time. The property's have to be appraised and then another appraiser will review the first appraisal. The appraisal of the School Street property can not be completed until the Council gives the appraiser a directive, which will be addressed later in the meeting.

Environmental Review
Letters have been sent to the Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla, the Nez Perce and the State Historical Preservation. No comments have been received at this time. Shanna Bailey, from the IFA, stated at the project update meeting that the Grant Administrators need to contact the parties that were notified for their comments. Even if they were given a 30 day time frame they can come back at any time if there is an issue.
Also, the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife contacted the Grant Administrator's concerning the Olson Street lot. Apparently, this is a known location where the "Endangered Species of Thelypody" is growing. The representative of the ODFW said that if it is confirmed that Thelypody is present on the lot it can be transplanted to another location.  No plants were located at this time, which is not uncommon for this time of year. He stated that sometimes it may not be identifiable until June. He also said that even if the project were to start before June it would not hold up construction.

Work Session

A Work Session is scheduled for August 25, 2015 at 6:00 pm concerning the Water Compliance Project. JUB Engineer John Garlitz will discuss the cost estimates of (operating, maintenance and replacement) OMR which needs to be determined before the City has a One Stop to discuss funding options. 

Community Income Survey
The IFA did approve the Community Income Survey with both calculation methods included. 
Public Works

Misc.
Public Works Josh Proebstel explained to the Council that he has been working with Doug Schneider to clean the right of ways and alleys and pruning some large trees that were encroaching on the right of ways. 

Josh has stockpiled 60 to 70 dump truck loads of dirt for winter at the Landfill.
The sewer farm second crop was very small with the exception of a spot where the pivot was stuck for 10 to 16 hours. The sewer farm lessee Jim Aldrich slowed the pivots down so it takes about three days to make a half circle. They are going to experiment on the south side to see what they can get for a third crop. The water levels in the ponds are getting very low so there is not enough water to run both sides. Jim Aldrich suggested replacing the rotors before next irrigation season to increase the volume of water.
Mayor Brown stated that when the wind is blowing the fine mist does not hit the ground. The land does produce a good crop when it gets enough water.

Josh explained that he did pass both of his sewer certification tests and now he is working on the certification application process with the DEQ. He said that he should have enough hours to take his water certification tests in late winter. There is class that he would like to attend to prepare for the water test in the fall.
Agenda Item No. 5 - Administrative Matters

Oregon Public Works Emergency Response Cooperative Assistance 
Agreement
Mayor Brown read the cover letter from the Oregon Public Works Emergency Response Cooperative Assistance agreement to the Council to explain the ongoing agreement that is up for renewal.

Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to accept the Oregon Public Works Emergency Response Cooperative Assistance Agreement. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


Volunteer Resolution #R-1508-5 for the year 2015-2016
Mayor Brown explained that the Volunteer Resolution has to be renewed annually for Workers Compensation.
Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept Volunteer Resolution #R-1508-5 for the year 2015-2016. Councilor Whited seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


Directive for Real Property Appraisal
Mayor Brown explained to the Council the Directive for Real Property Appraisal which concerns a parcel of property that the City is trying to acquire for the Water Compliance Project. The property has a restrictive covenant which places use restriction on the property in exchange for free water for life. The document was sent to the City Attorney Dan Van Thiel for his review and opinion. The Attorney wrote two letter stating his opinion on the matter. The Council needs to give the appraiser a directive on the restrictive covenant, whether to honor it or not.

Discussion followed.

Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to accept the Directive for the Real Property Appraisal which states that the covenant does not exist. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 6 Council Report

Councilor Jones-Bedolla
Councilor Jones-Bedolla questioned if the Baker School District placed a motion sensor light on the new modular building at the Haines Elementary School. The lighting was discussed when the variance concerning the placement of the modular 3 feet from the property boundary was approved by the Council.
The Baker School District will be contacted for confirmation.
