Burn Barrels
Burn barrels allowed 6:00 am – 10:00 am. Must be covered with a screen and attended at all times with a charged hose on site.
The City has received several complaints recently concerning burn barrels. Please burn only allowable materials in your burn barrel, no garbage, including anything plastic. Please be considerate of your neighbors. 
What does the law say about backyard burning? ​ According to Oregon DEQ regulations, it is against the law to burn anything other than yard debris, clean and untreated lumber, paper and cardboard, or woody debris anywhere in the state.
