City Hall Closures
As everyone knows the State of Oregon is under a “stay at home” order to try and slow down the spread of Covid 19 virus. The City Hall is closed to the Public and the City Recorder is working from home as much as possible. If you need assistance you can call City Hall and leave a message at:541-856-3366. The messages are being checked at least twice a day and your call will be returned. Please leave a detailed clear message with a phone number where you can be reached. You can also email the City at: haines@cascadeaccess.com for assistance. Please mail payments for water and sewer to PO Box 208, Haines, OR  97833 or use the drop box in the office door. For cash customers, a money order can be obtained at Post Office’s, banks and other locations. It is also possible to pay online from your checking account using a bill pay service where the bank sends the City a check. The City would like to thank everyone for their cooperation and patience during this time. Please follow the stay at home and social distances guidelines as much as possible. The sooner the spread of the virus is slowed down the sooner we can all start living normal lives again. Please stay home!

Budget Committee Volunteers
The City is asking for volunteers to serve on the Budget Committee for the fiscal year 2020/2021. Budget Committee members must be registered voters in the City of Haines. If you are interested in serving on the Budget Committee please contact City Hall at 541-856-3366. Budget Committee members will be appointed by the City Council at the next Council meeting.
Community Yard Possibly Postponed
At this time the City is unable to plan the annual Community Yard Sale that is normally scheduled for the first Saturday in May. The Community Yard Sale will be re-schedule for later in the summer if possible.
Charges for Water Usage
At the January 14, 2020 Council meeting the Haines City Council voted unanimously to continue to charge just the base rate for water until six months after the system is pressurized to full capacity when the old water tower is taken off line. The old water tower will be taken off-line within the next month if the contractors are able to work. 
The City will continue to meter the water so customers will be able to monitor their usage and watch for leaks. Customers that have been notified of a leak will be allowed until June to repair the leak. If they do not repair the leak by that time they will be charged for the extra usage. 
Tagging Items on Right of Way

The City is continuing to tag items that are stored on the City rights of way. Remember that garbage cans are only allowed on the right of way the day of garbage pickup and must be removed by the end of the day. Garbage cans that remain on the right of way 24 hours after pickup will be tagged and could be subject to a fine. As defined in Ordinance No. 151 Series 2018 and Resolution No. R-1810-7. 

Dog Enforcement
John Shurtleff is the City of Haines Dog Enforcement Officer. Please contact John with all dog complaints at 541-805-0588. John will be enforcing the City of Haines Dog Ordinance and has the ability to issue citations for violations.
Landfill
The Landfill is scheduled to be open April 4th and April 18th, 9:00 am – 1:00 pm. Closures are possible due to weather conditions or other events. Please check for updates at 541-856-3366, press #2 for Landfill.
2020 Dog License/ATV License

It is a requirement to have all dogs licensed with the City of Haines, please bring proof of rabies vaccination when purchasing your dog licenses. The 2020 licenses are available and the cost is $5.00 for spayed or neutered dogs and $9.00 for non-spayed or neutered dogs and are valid for one calendar year.
The City of Haines allows operation of ATV’s on City Streets with a Haines ATV licenses. An ATV license cost $5.00 and is valid for one calendar year. 
During the City Hall closure, you can call City Hall with the necessary information and a license will be mailed to you. The charge will be added to your account.
