Snow Plowing
Thank you to City employee Brandon Fry, Mayor Jim Brown and volunteer Babe Deardorff for their faithful snow plowing during our recent storms, they have done an amazing job of keeping the streets open. Please remember to store your garbage can on your private property except for garbage pickup day and move any other items from the right of way so they can plow. The City is not responsible for any items damaged during plowing that are located on the City right of way. Please see complete snow plowing policy on back page.
Cold Weather Reminders

Please remember to leave your cold water running a small stream during extremely cold temperatures to keep pipes and City water mains from freezing. The City has experienced some frozen water mains recently due to the frost line going deeper with the continued cold temperatures.
Railroad Crossings

Use extreme caution when crossing the railroad tracks. There have been several vehicles get stuck on the tracks because of the buildup of snow and ice. The City is not allowed to maintain the crossings, it is the Union Pacific Railroad's responsibility. If you get stuck on the tracks get out your car and away from the tracks and call 911. To report an emergency situation concerning the railroad please call their emergency hotline number at 888-877-7267.  Be sure to explain that you are in Haines, Oregon and name the crossing as either the Anthony Lakes Hwy crossing or the Third Street crossing, remember you are most likely talking to someone in Omaha, Nebraska. Only call for an emergency situation. There is also a Track Manager in our area who can be contacted at his office: 541-605-6024 or cell: 916-207-9500 for maintenance issues.
Landfill Schedule
The Landfill is open the First and Third Saturdays of the month. The hours of operation are 9:00 am to 1:00 pm. The Landfill will be open February 4th and February 18th  this month. Other closures are possible due to weather conditions so please check for updates at 541-856-3366 and press #2 for Landfill. 
2017 Dog License/ATV License
It is time to purchase your 2017 Dog License and 2017 ATV License. The 2016 Dog License and ATV License expired December 31, 2016. 
It is a requirement to have your dog(s) licensed with the City of Haines. If you have unlicensed dog(s) you are in violation of the City's Dog Ordinance and could be subject to a fine. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall, please bring proof of current rabies vaccination. 
In order to ride an ATV on City Streets it must be licensed with the City. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall for $5.00 and must be renewed annually. 
CITY POLICY FOR

SNOW PLOWING AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE

1. If we experience a snowfall of 4 inches or more, the City will plow on non-regularly scheduled workdays.

2. The City is not responsible to clean out private driveways.

3. The City is not responsible to plow State Highways or County Roads.

4. The City does not have the resources to sand.

5. The City will normally plow at night, except in extreme situations.

6. School bus routes and collectors are priority streets to be plowed first.

7. Drifting snow can cause a need for non-regularly scheduled workday plowing if it creates a danger

8. The City will, when possible, widen out/clean up the next regular workday after a snowfall if it has not snowed again.

RESIDENT POLICY FOR SNOW REMOVAL

WITHIN PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY

Snow on private property is not to be moved onto the City streets. If this occurs and creates a road hazard to the traveling public, the person completing the action could be liable in the event of an accident that results in injury or property damage.

· Do not accumulate or pile snow on or around the water meters. It may inhibit us from stopping a water leak or thawing a meter.

· Do not move your snow onto your neighbor’s property or into alleys.

· Snow removal must not inhibit access to public utilities, i.e. phone pedestals, power meters, sewer manholes, and sidewalks.  

During extreme cold weather conditions, it is advisable to leave cold water running a trickle to help keep pipes and water mains from freezing.
