An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way

The first reading of Ordinance No. 151, Series 2018, An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way will take place at the March 13, 2018 City Council Meeting. The meeting will be held at the Haines City Hall, 819 Front Street, Haines, Oregon at 6:00 pm. A copy of the ordinance may be obtained at City Hall during normal office hours. If you are unable to attend the public meeting, but wish to leave a written comment at City Hall, you may do so and it will be duly noted at the public meeting. 2018 Dog License/ATV License

It is time to purchase the 2018 dog licenses and ATV licenses.

It is a requirement to have your dog(s) licensed with the City of Haines. If you have unlicensed dog(s) you are in violation of the City's Dog Ordinance and could be subject to a fine. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall, please bring proof of current rabies vaccination. In order to ride an ATV on City Streets it must be licensed with the City. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall for $5.00 and must be renewed annually. The 2017 licenses expired December 31, 2017.

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AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE THE USE OF THE CITY OF HAINES RIGHTS OF WAY

The City of Haines ordains as follows:

Whereas, the City of Haines has jurisdiction and exercises regulatory control over all public rights-of-way including, but not limited to; streets and alleys within the city under authority of the charter and state law,

City of Haines street rights-of-way are 80 feet wide with a few exceptions, alleys are generally 20 feet wide. Rights-of-Way are designed for access and circulation within the city and for the location and maintenance of the city infrastructure. Utilities are normally located on the city rights-of-way, including, but not limited to; water, sewer, electric, telephone.

Therefore, placing any items on the rights of way is prohibited excepting vehicles that are mobile, such as a vehicle that is used on a regular basis with no other available parking on the owner of the vehicles private property. Areas of the rights-of-way that are used for temporary parking must be kept maintained by mowing and spraying for weeds, if not sprayed, the city will spray the area. Vehicles not in use may be towed at the owner’s expense if not removed from the right of way within 14 days after being notified of the violation.

Placing items on the rights of way is prohibited that could inhibit the maintenance by the City or other franchise holders which include, but not limited to; maintaining the rights of ways by snow plowing, street repairs, mowing, maintenance, repairs and placement of utilities. 

Garbage cans are only allowed on the rights of way on garbage pick-up day and must be moved back on private property by the end of that day,

Placing items or parking cars in the lane of traffic is prohibited to insure safety and to not interfere with the movement of traffic.

It is the residents responsibility to know where the private property boundaries are located.

Violators of this ordinance are subject to fines. Fines will be established by resolution approved by the Haines City Council and will be reviewed on a regular basis.

Examples of items prohibited on rights-of-way include, but are not limited to;
Garbage cans, except on garbage pickup day

Burn barrels

Garbage trailers

Burn piles

Unlicensed vehicles

Non-operable vehicles

Travel trailers 

Stock trailers

Utility trailers

Boats

Buildings, permanent or temporary

Wood piles

Animals

If any part or section of this ordinance is declared by the courts to be unconstitutional or in violation of any of the provisions of the charter of the City of Haines, Oregon or in violation of any State law of the State of Oregon, or invalid for any other reason, such declaration shall not effect the validity of any other portion or section of this ordinance.

EFFECTIVE DATE: This ordinance will become effective thirty (30) days after its approval.
