Water Meters
The City would like to remind residents that the water meters are City property. If you need to have your water shut off or turned on at the meter for plumbing repairs, please contact City Hall at 541-856-3366 for assistance. In case of an emergency outside of normal office hours you may contact the public works at 541-910-0708. Please be advised that if you chose to shut off or turn on the water at the meter you are responsible for any damages that may occur and you will be charged for the repairs. The majority of the water services have not been turned off for years so they are more likely break. Remember if the City breaks it, the City pays for the repairs, if you break it you will be charged for the repairs. 
Important Notice-Recycle Center Can No Longer Accept Mixed Plastic
The Haines Recycle Center will no longer be able to accept mixed plastics for recycling. The City currently has an agreement with Baker Sanitary to process the recycled materials, Baker Sanitary has informed the City that mixed plastic is no longer a recyclable product because there is no longer a processing mill where the plastic can be shipped. Mixed plastic will need to be disposed of like normal trash at the Landfill. The DEQ has approved the discontinuation of mixed plastic recycling. The Haines Recycle Center and the Haines Landfill does not accept used oil of any kind. Oil can be taken to the Baker Sanitary Recycle Center at 3048 Campbell Street, Baker City. Remember that dumping items at the recycle center that are not accepted materials is illegal.
Landfill Reminders
The City would like to remind everyone that the Haines Landfill does not accept electronics, tires, batteries, used oil, household hazardous waste, paint and appliances with Freon. Please see complete list of items on sign at the Landfill. When recycling scrap metal at the Landfill make sure that the metal is sorted so garbage is not mixed in with the scrap metal. When disposing of yard debris make sure other items and garbage are not mixed in with the yard debris. Everyone must stop at the dump attendant so they can visual inspect what you are dumping even if it is yard debris or scrap metal that is free of charge. 
Landfill Schedule
The Landfill is open the first and third Saturdays of the month. The hours of operation are 9:00 am to 1:00 pm. The Landfill will be open November 4th and November 18th this month. Closures are possible due to weather conditions so please check for updates at 541-856-3366 and press #2 for Landfill.
2017 Dog License/ATV License

It is a requirement to have your dog(s) licensed with the City of Haines. If you have unlicensed dog(s) you are in violation of the City's Dog Ordinance and could be subject to a fine. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall, please bring proof of current rabies vaccination. In order to ride an ATV on City Streets it must be licensed with the City. Licenses can be purchased at City Hall for $5.00 and must be renewed annually. The 2017 licenses will expire December 31, 2017, the 2018 licenses will be available for purchase in mid-December.
