Burn Barrels Allowed 6:00 am – 10:00 am
Burn barrels are allowed 6:00 am – 10:00 am only. Burn barrels must be attended at all times with a charged hose on site. Burn barrels must be completely out by 10:00 am, no smoldering. No open burning allowed until further notice.
Fines for Rights of Way Violations
The Haines City Council will be reviewing a Resolution for approval to set fines for rights of way violations as defined by Ordinance No.151, An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way at the October 16, 2018 Council meeting. A copy of the ordinance and proposed resolution may be obtained at City Hall. Please familiarize yourself with the ordinance and follow the guidelines or you could be subject to a fine.
2018 Election
Ballots for the November 6, 2018 Election will be mailed by the Baker County Clerks Office on October 17, 2018 and should be delivered no later than October 22, 2018. If you do not receive your ballot please contact the Baker County Clerks office. 
The candidate for Mayor is Jim Brown. The candidates for City Council are: Don Adcock, June Falcon, Katie Jones and Angie Shurtleff. There are three open council positions. A space on the ballot will also be provided for write in candidates.
Ballot Measures
There will be two ballot measures on the Haines ballot in the general election November 6, 2018. The ballot titles are (1-86) “Prohibits Commercial Marijuana Facilities in Haines, Oregon.” And (1-87) “Authorizing Three Percent Tax on Cannabis Retailers, Manufacturers and By-Products.” The measure Authorizing the Three Percent Tax on Cannabis Retailers, Manufacturers and By-Products will only be in effect if the measure to prohibit Commercial Marijuana Facilities in Haines, Oregon fails. 
The ballot measures have been filed with the state and can be viewed on the Secretary of State’s web site.

Dogs at Large
The City has recently received reports of several dogs running loose in a pack around town. Remember you must keep your dogs on your own property at all times. 

Water Compliance Project
In October the City will advertise for bids for construction for the Water Compliance Project. The project will include installation of new water meters to every service, constructing a new water reservoir, electrical upgrades to well #3 and abandon well #2. Well #2 has not been in use for many years. The bid will be awarded in November and the start of construction will depend on the contractor and the weather conditions. The City will keep everyone posted on the timeline of the project when the information is available.
City of Haines Building Procedures
Please contact the City of Haines prior to building, this includes permanent and portable structures and fences.  Buildings less than 200 square feet, that do not require a building permit, still require review by the Haines Planning Director. A site map must be provided to verify zoning and set-backs.
