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High Fire Danger-RESTRICTIONS REMAIN IN EFFECT-NO BURNING ALLOWED
Even though the fire danger level has changed to high the same restrictions remain in effect. NO BURNING ALLOWED! There is still no burning of any kind allowed, including burn barrels, until the ban is lifted.
Chip Sealing in Haines September 5th and September 6th
The City will be chip sealing Third Street, Fourth Street, School Street, Olson between Third and Fourth and Cole between Third and Fourth September 5th and September 6th.  On those days it will be necessary to park off the City right of way. The City will not be responsible for any damages to personal items on the right of way or damages to vehicles from the chip sealing materials. Drive slow!
Fines for Rights of Way Violations
The Haines City Council will be setting fines for rights of way violations as defined by Ordinance No.151, An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way at the September 11, 2018 Council meeting. A copy of the ordinance may be obtained at City Hall. Please familiarize yourself with the ordinance and follow the guidelines or you could be subject to a fine.
Council Member Appointment

Ballot Measures
There will be two ballot measures on the Haines ballot in the general election November 6, 2018. The ballot titles are (1-86) “Prohibits Commercial Marijuana Facilities in Haines, Oregon.” And (1-87) “Authorizing Three Percent Tax on Cannabis Retailers, Manufacturers and By-Products.” The measure Authorizing the Three Percent Tax on Cannabis Retailers, Manufacturers and By-Products will only be in effect if the measure to prohibit Commercial Marijuana Facilities in Haines, Oregon fails. 
The ballot measures have been filed with the state and can be viewed on the Secretary of State’s web site.
City of Haines Building Procedures

Buildings less than 200 square feet, that do not require a building permit, still require review by the Haines Planning Director. A site map must be provided to verify zoning and set-backs.
