CITY COUNCIL MEETING
January 12, 2021
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Brown opened the January 12, 2021 telephone conference City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Dennis Anthony, June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall, Don Adcock and Ken Bain. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present.

Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters
Oath of Office Newly Elected Officials
City Recorder Valerie Russell administered the Oath of Office to the newly elected officials which included; Mayor Jim Brown, Councilor Peter Hall, Councilor Dennis Anthony and Councilor Ken Bain.
Appoint Council President & Assign Duties
Mayor Brown asked if anyone on the Council requested a change of duties or Council President. No one requested any changes. 
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud the existing duties of the Council. Councilor Adcock’s duties include streets and sewer. Councilor Anthony who is the Council President, duties include landfill and fire. Councilor Bain’s duties include streets and sewer. Councilor Falcon’s duties include landfill and parks. Councilor Shurtleff’s duties include water and dogs. Councilor Hall has the duty of water. 
Valerie suggested that since Councilor Hall has only one duty that the Council appoint another duty to him. Valerie stated that Councilor Hall is on the Board of Directors for the League of Oregon Cities and has been keeping the Council informed on current events with LOC, she suggested that he continue to be a liaison for the LOC. The duty of Intergovernmental/LOC Liaison was added to Councilor Hall’s duties.
A refresher training for the water and sewer will be coordinated with Public Works Ty Falcon for the Council members with those duties.
Councilor Anthony made a motion for the Council Duties and President to remain the same with the addition of Councilor Hall as Intergovernmental/LOC Liaison. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 2 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Shurtleff declared a conflict of interest with the Expenses and removed herself from the Council due to her paycheck from the City. 
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the Expenses. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Councilor Shurtleff rejoined the Council.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to approve the remainder of the Consent Agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 3 – Mayor’s Report
Mayor Brown explained that the Reader Board has been purchased and delivered. The door has also been purchased and Councilor Adcock has installed the drop box in the door. Both projects will be completed when the weather allows. 

Mayor Brown commented that next month the Council would be presented with an amended Dog Ordinance if possible. Justice of the Peace, Brent Kerns, requested that a non-compliance clause be included in the Ordinance in order for him to proceed with the fines for violations. Research will need to be conducted to verify the details of the clause and what needs to be included in the Ordinance to satisfy the request.  
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder
City Recorder
City Recorder Valerie Russell referred to a conversation at the December Council meeting concerning who would have a key for the lock box that is being installed in the door. Valerie explained that she, as the City Recorder, is totally responsible for all the funds that are received and held by the City. She also explained that she is personally bonded for her position as the City Recorder. She works with the Mayor to keep things secure and confidential. In case of her absence the Mayor has instructions on how to access everything. 
Public Works
Public Works Ty Falcon stated that nothing new was really going on with him.
Agenda Item No. 5 – Council Reports

Councilor Hall
Councilor Hall relayed a message from Fire Chief Jerry Hampton to the Mayor. Jerry asked if there were any updates on acquiring land for the Haines Fire District to build a new Fire Station.
Mayor Brown explained that the property in question had been sold to another party. If any other locations become available, he will contact Fire Chief Jerry Hampton with that information.
