COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 14, 2014
 CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony opened the January 14, 2014 regular Council meeting at 6:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Sharon Dinger, Jim Brown, Kathy Ritch and John Shurtleff. Council member Connie Pound arrived at 7:05 pm. Also present was City Recorder Valerie Russell.

Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Peter Hall and Richard Howe. 
Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 2 - Administrative Matters

Resolution #R-1401 Transferring Appropriations Between Funds for fiscal 
year 2013-2014 Sewer to Sewer Debt Service
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1401 Transferring Appropriation Between Funds for fiscal year 2013-2014.

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1401. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Resolution #R-1401-2 Establishing Fines for Dog Violations
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1401-2 Establishing Fines for Dog Violations. 

Councilor Dinger made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1401-2. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.


2014 Council Meeting Schedule
Mayor Anthony requested to change three Council meeting dates in 2014 May 13th to May 14th, September 9th to September 8th and November 11th to November 10th. 
Councilor Brown made a motion to accept the change in the Council meeting dates. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. Councilor Pound and Councilor Dinger opposed. Motion passed with majority consent.


Planning Proposal
Planning Commission Chair, Richard Howe read aloud the Planning Commission recommendation concerning a planning proposal to partition a parcel of property into three separate tax lots. The partition was denied due to one of the existing structures bisects two of the 50 x 100 lots.
Discussion followed concerning the Planning Commissions authority to approve or disapprove planning requests or if the Council is to hear all requests. 
Agenda Item No. 3 - Old Business

Sewer System Updates
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the Flygt company would be installing the sewer pumps January 22nd. The sewer bypass pump has not been tested at this time, a check valve needs to be installed in the line before it can be tested. 

Water System Compliance Project
Valerie stated that the application for the grant for the Water System Compliance Project was received by the IFA December 23rd the IFA has 15 business days to review the application. The IFA will contact the City with any questions or comments that they may have concerning the application. The City will then have 15 business days to clarify any questions.
Agenda Item No. 4- Staff Reports


City Recorder

Float in Water Tower

City Employee Doug Schneider has been pumping water from well #1 to maintain the water rights on the well. The water from well #1 is pumped directly into the water tower and chlorinated before entering the distribution system, which results in even distribution of the chlorine. Well #3 is pumped directly into the distribution system, which results in the nearby house's having large amounts of chlorine in the water. After Doug switched over to well #1 the float in the water tower got stuck, which resulted in the pump not shutting off and caused the tank to overflow. The float regulates when the pump turns on or off. After switching the two wells back and forth repeatedly the float came loose and now is working properly.

Water Tests
The extra water test for arsenic, nitrates and multiple chemical analysis that were performed last month all came back negative. 


Landfill Permit
The DEQ is almost completed with the Landfill permit and it should be available for review by the February meeting. 
Agenda Item No. 5 - New Business

Councilor Brown

CDL Drivers License
Councilor Brown stated in reference to a discussion at the December meeting concerning the Public Works employee being required to hold a CDL drivers license. As a governmental agency the City must comply with Federal rules and regulations. Councilor Brown read aloud the regulation which states that any single vehicle with a gross vehicle rating or actual weight of 26,001 or more requires a class B CDL. The City dump truck has a  gross vehicle weight of 31,000. If the dump truck were to pull a trailer of some sort than the driver would be required to have a class A CDL, which is for combination vehicles.

Council President
Councilor Brown commented that at the December meeting there was a discussion concerning Councilors contacting the City Attorney without Council consent. Councilor Brown read aloud from the May 9, 2012 Council meeting minutes which documented that the Council had voted unanimously that an individual Council member could not contact the City Attorney without Council consent or approval from the Mayor. He also referred to the Charter section 19 concerning the President of the Council. The Charter does not state the President of the Council has any extended authority. 
Councilor Brown made a motion to remove Councilor Pound as Council President. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. Councilors Brown, Ritch and O'Grady voted in favor of the motion. Councilors Pound, Dinger and Shurtleff opposed. Due to a tie vote Mayor Anthony broke the tie and voted in favor of the motion. The motion passed with majority consent. 

Councilor Ritch made a motion to appoint Councilor O'Grady as Council President. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Council Rules and Procedures
Councilor Brown presented the Council with a document clarifying the duties, responsibility and authority of the Council. City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud the document. Discussion followed. Council agreed to hold a work session to discuss the issue.

Councilor Pound

Councilor Pound requested that Jim Aldrich who is leasing the sewer farm, submit to the Council a production report on last years crop, and attend a Council meeting to discuss the farm with the Council.
