COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
January 24, 2023

Mayor Dennis Anthony opened the January 24, 2023 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, Angie Shurtleff, Jim Brown and Terry Blaske. Councilor Peter Hall was present via conference call. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel were also present. 
Citizens present: Jerry Schaefer, Dawn O’Grady, Gary Johnson and Richard Howe.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Mayor’s Report

Landfill

Mayor Anthony addressed the Council stating that the Landfill will be scheduled to be open the first Saturday of the month during the winter. If the weather does not allow it to be open on a scheduled Saturday the City will plan to have it open the following Saturday if possible.

Business Oregon Funding Options
Brian McDowell from Business Oregon met with Mayor Anthony and City Recorder Valerie Russell. Brian explained that Business Oregon supports communities with project programs for infrastructure and funding coordination. The possibility of obtaining a grant for the park to renovate the bandstand, work on the irrigation system and purchase picnic tables was discussed. Brian will keep the City informed on funding possibilities. 

Gary Johnson

Citizen Gary Johnson suggested planting some new trees in the park to replace the trees that had to be removed. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – Administrative Matters
Review Applications for Vacant Council Position
There were two applicants for the vacant council position, Jerry Schaefer and Dawn O’Grady. Since Councilor Hall was present via conference call Mayor Anthony read aloud the applications. 

Appoint City Council Member
The Council voted and City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud the votes. There were two votes for Jerry Schaefer and three votes for Dawn O’Grady. 
Administer Oath of Office
City Recorder Valerie Russell administered the Oath of Office to Dawn O’Grady. 
Review Council Rules of Order and Procedures
Mayor Anthony explained to the Council that he wanted everyone to review the Council Rules of Order and Procedures. He emphasized the importance of working together and for everyone to get along. He reminded the Council that decisions cannot be made outside of the meetings. And that Public Officials must always follow the Government Ethics guidelines.
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that there was an Elected Officials Training in Island City recently that she did not know about until it was over. Everyone should attend one of these trainings at some time, along with Government Ethics training.

Councilor Hall stated that the LOC has online training if you are unable to attend in person.
Blaco Request to Combine Tax Lots
Richard Blaco has made a request to combine three tax lots into one tax lot. The property is located at the NE corner of Second and Robert. Each tax lot is currently 50 feet by 100 feet so the combined lot would be 150 feet by 100 feet. 
Councilor Bain made a motion to allow Richard Blaco to combine his three tax lots into one tax lot located at the NE corner of Second and Robert streets. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Brown made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder Report/Public Works
City Recorder

Sewer Farm Electric
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that according to the sewer farm lease the lessee is required to pay the electric costs for irrigating during the months of May through August. The cost for the 2022 irrigation season was $1,520.12.  

Councilor Brown stated that he had talked to Jim Aldrich and he was fine with paying the power bill for last year.

Councilor Blaske suggested maybe cutting the bill in half. 

Councilor Brown made a motion to charge Jim Aldrich $750.00 for the electric cost for 2022. Councilor Blaske seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


DEQ Compliance Review
The DEQ is doing a compliance review on the City’s wastewater reports. The DEQ found multiple compliance issues with several DMR’s and problems with some of the tests. Valerie spent two days going through all of the records, some of the records date back to 2021. She did find a lot of the information that was needed for the DMR’s that had not be noted on the reports. Some of the information in question had been sent to the DEQ as required, but was located in a different DEQ office. There are things that did not get completed, such as some e-coli tests, so it is possible that the City could be fined. During the last permit cycle, the requirement was to take one e-coli test a month when irrigating. The new permit states that an e-coli test must be taken once a week when irrigating. The City does not necessarily irrigate every day of the week and Magic Valley Lab’s only picks up samples on Wednesday in Baker City. If the City is not irrigating on Wednesday, then the e-coli is not tested, so there are weeks that an e-coli test was not taken. An explanation concerning the testing issue has been included in an email with the missing information for the DMR’s. Valerie has a phone conference tomorrow with the DEQ representative concerning the information. 

 ODOT Grant
The City was chosen as a recipient of the ODOT Special Cities Allotment Grant in the amount of $250,000. The project that was submitted includes resurfacing Second Street. The section from Highway 30 to Cole Street consists of old grindings that need to be removed and the street resurfaced. If the City resurfaces that section of Second Street the crosswalk and ramps must be brought into ADA compliance. ODOT plans to reconstruct all the crossings and ADA ramps in Haines within the next few years, but if the City resurfaces that section of the street, it must be brought into compliance now. This would be an expensive addition to the project and would require an engineer to design the ramps. 
Valerie will call ODOT and get more information on the possible options to continue with the Second Street resurfacing portion of the project. 


Dog Ordinance

Valerie commented that the Dog Ordinance and the fines schedule needs to be reviewed. 
Public Works


Misc.

Public Works Josh Proebstel explained that there has not been anything too major going on. A few frozen pipes around town and a manhole extension on Cole and Fifth. He has also been fixing some of the street signs around town. Josh had Paul’s Transmissions flush out the heater core in the pickup which has helped with the heater. 

Lift Station

Simtech is still looking into the control panel at the lift station to change the high voltage to low voltage on the control panel for the pumps. 


Water Pressure
Several customers have questioned the water pressure so Josh has been checking the pressure levels. In every instance the pressure is consistence on the City side, so the lack of pressure must be caused from private water lines. 

Restroom

The public restroom has had some problems with messes and drug paraphernalia being found. 
Jerry Schaefer suggested a smoke detector and a no smoking sign. He voiced concerns about the danger of some drugs, specifically fentanyl, which is so dangerous that simply getting it on your hands can be deadly. 
A smoke detector will be installed along with a no smoking sign and property under surveillance signs.
Agenda Item No. 5 – New Business


Councilor Blaske
Councilor Blaske requested an update on the motor home on the right of way on School Street. 

Mayor Anthony explained that the owner of the property was written a letter stating that the motor needed to be moved off the City right of way. The owner of the motor home contacted him and said that they were loading the motor home with things and then it would be moved. The motor home has been moved from the right of way adjoining the Haines Elementary School property to the right of way adjoining the house where the owner of the motor home is living, but it is still on the right of way.

Gary Johnson

Citizen Gary Johnson stated that he was not going to clean up the messes in the restroom anymore after hearing the dangers of fentanyl.
