CITY COUNCIL MEETING
JANUARY 14, 2020
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the January 14, 2020 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall, Don Adcock, Dennis Anthony and Ken Bain. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present.  
Citizen present: Terry Blaske and Mike Morrow.
Agenda Item No. 1– Mayors Report
Mayor Brown addressed the Council concerning the discussion on allowing snowmobiles in Haines at the December 

10, 2019 Council meeting. The Council voted to not allow snowmobiles on the City streets in Haines. Mayor Brown disagreed with the Council decision stating that a snowmobile is a licensed vehicle and can be ridden on any road. 

Discussion followed.

The Water project is nearing completion and there is just few items that remain on the list to be completed when the weather allows. Everything seems to operating good.
Agenda Item No. 2 – Consent Agenda

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3 City Recorder/Public Works Reports

City Recorder
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that Tom Hanely from Hanely Engineering and Surveying came by the office and submitted a written statement concerning the Curt Knox survey. Tom explained that he had been hired by Curt Knox to verify his property boundaries that had been surveyed by Tom’s father many years ago. Tom stated that his father had surveyed Curt Knox’s property incorrectly and placed survey markers in the wrong location. Tom verified that the City’s survey was correct and that Curt Knox’s fence is on City property. 

Public Works
Public Works Ty Falcon stated that he did have a couple cars towed that were abandoned on the right of way. The owners of the vehicles failed to remove the vehicles from the right of way even after receiving a warning. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – Administrative Matters

Resolution No. R-2001-1 Authorizing the City’s Participation in LOC Pilot Program Limited Free Legal Advice & Personal Services Agreement
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the resolution and agreement with the League of Oregon Cities allows Cities to obtain ten hours per year of free legal advice from the LOC attorneys. This was presented to the City at the December 10, 2019 Council meeting by Councilor Hall who is a board member of the LOC. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud Resolution No. R-2001-1 Authorizing the City’s Participation in LOC Pilot Program Limited Free Legal Advice & Personal Services Agreement to the Council. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept Resolution No. R-2001-1 Authorizing the City’s Participation in LOC Pilot Program Limited Free Legal Advice & Personal Services Agreement. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Resolution No. R-2001-2 Transferring Appropriations Between Funds Sewer to Sewer Debt Service Fund
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud Resolution No. R-2001-2 Transferring Appropriations Between Funds Sewer to Sewer Debt Service Fund to the Council.

Councilor Adcock made a motion to accept Resolution No. R-2001-2 Transferring Appropriations Between Funds Sewer to Sewer Debt Service Fund. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Options for Existing Water Tank 
Mayor Brown explained that the City was still waiting for an estimate from B & K Auto Salvage to demolish the existing water tower. Mayor Brown stated that JUB Engineers are insisting that the existing water tower should not be drained and left in its current location for liability reasons. They are stating that due to the loss of stability without the weight of the water in the tank it could possibly blow over. 

Councilor Adcock pointed out that North Powder has an old water tower that is almost identical to the one in Haines, he questioned if it was empty or not. 

Councilor Bain stated that the idea of a helicopter transporting the tank to the Rodeo Grounds will not work because the helicopter can only lift 8,000 pounds. Councilor Bain noted that Ontario has two old water towers that are not in use anymore. 

There is approximately $55,000 left in the budget for the project. T. Bailey Construction gave the City an estimate of $62,000 to take down the tank. B & K Auto Salvage initially said that they would remove the tank and pay the City for the scrap. Then B & K told the engineer that they would remove the tank for no cost.  But after visiting the site on two different occasions, B & K determined that they would have to have a crane to take down the tank. Hiring a crane could cost up to $15,000. B & K is going to obtain a quote from the crane company when they are available.
Discussion followed. 


Grace Period for Water Leak Repairs
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that there are over 30 water services that have detectable leaks. And there are still some meters that are not reading correctly along with the meters that were installed backwards. Valerie suggested that the City charge the base rate until the homeowners can repair the leaks and all meters are working properly.
Discussion followed concerning the increase in pressure and the possibility of even more leaks developing when the system is fully pressurized.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to charge just the base rate until six months after the system is fully pressurized. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to give the customers with leaks until June 1, 2020 to repair their leaks, if not repaired by that date they will be charged for the over usage. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – New Business

Councilor Falcon

Councilor Falcon asked how much the City charges to reconnect the water after it has been disconnected for non-payment. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that they have to pay the entire amount due plus $25.00.
Agenda Item No. 6 – Council Reports

Councilor Hall
Councilor Hall stated that he had spoke with Baker County Commission Mark Bennett concerning code enforcement. Mark stated that there has to be very clear enforcement standards in place.
Mayor Brown explained that he has discussed this with the Baker County Sheriff Department and the Justice Court and they have copies of Haines ordinances.
