Mayor Brown opened the July 13, 2021 City Council meeting at 6:30 pm. Council members present were Dennis Anthony, June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall and Ken Bain. Don Adcock was present via conference call. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present. 

Citizens present: Terry Blaske, Gary Johnson and Mike Morrow. Nick Ducote, from Ducote Consulting was also present and Shae Talley from JUB Engineers was present via conference call.
Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters
Minutes of the Public Hearing for the Application for a 2021 Community Development Block Grant from Business Oregon and Community Development Block Grant-CV for the Water Compliance Project.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the minutes of the Public Hearing for the Application for a 2021 Community Development Block Grant from Business Oregon and Community Development Block Grant-CV for the Water Compliance Project. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report

Lift Station Pump Failure

Mayor Brown explained that there was a problem at the lift station that caused a shut down of the lift station pumps. The pumps were not functioning properly because of large amounts of debris that caused them to plug up and shut down. There was a design issue discovered when Mike from MMW Pump Repair came out to assist with the problem. The sewer project was designed by Anderson Perry Engineering. 

Misc. 
Mayor Brown thanked the Friends of Haines for hosting the Fourth of July events. The events went well and pleased a lot of people. 

The public restroom project will begin tomorrow with the installation of the water and sewer connections with the assistance of Justus Excavating. 

The John Street paving project will begin sometime soon. The street will have to be closed at times during the project. 
The application for the second ODOT grant is being completed at this time. This project will consist of removing the grindings on First and Second Street and replacing with gravel.
The RV dump by the shop will also be completed this summer. The water and sewer have already been installed and a cement pad needs to be constructed. 
Agenda Item No. 3 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Hall made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder/Public Works Reports
City Recorder
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that she had been very busy working on all the grant possibilities with Nick. She also is working on the ODOT grant for the Second Street project at this time. And she will be ordering the public restroom soon.
Valerie commented that she was required by the CIS Insurance company to upgrade her computers operating system to Window 10 for security purposes. Since the upgrade was completed none of the office programs are working properly. The digital recorder that is used to record the meetings will not download to the computer since the upgrade either. If these problems can’t be resolved the computer may need to be upgraded. The xerox machine is leased and is scheduled to be replaced also.

Sewer Issues

Public Works Ty Falcon stated that the sewer issue was a complete disaster. Baker Sanitary had to be called out to pump out the wet well because there was so much garbage in there. One pump was broken down and the other one would only run on manual so every 2 hours for 24 hours it was necessary to pump the wet well out. Ty stated that there is no way that that amount of garbage could be flushed down the toilet.

Audit Engagement Letter Gaslin Accounting, PC for Fiscal Year 2020/2021
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the Audit Engagement Letter with Gaslin Accounting needed to be approved so they can conduct the 2020/2021 audit. The price increased from $5,700 to $6,300 this year.  
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the Audit Engagement Letter with Gaslin Accounting, PC for Fiscal Year 2020/2021. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
