CITY COUNCIL MEETING
JULY 9, 2019
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the July 9, 2019 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, June Falcon, Dennis Anthony, Angie Shurtleff and Peter Hall. Council member Don Adcock was absent. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present.  
Citizens present: Sandy Wood, Mike Brazofsky, Curt Knox, Teri Johnson, Terry Blaske, Harv and Kathy Down.
Agenda Item No. 1– Administrative Matters

Right of Way Encroachment Birch Street & Second Streets
Mayor Brown explained that at the June Council meeting Mike Brazofsky had addressed the Council concerning the letter he had received about his fence and shrubs along Birch Street. The letter stated that the fence and shrubs were encroaching on the City right of way and needed to be removed. The Council voted to wait to make a decision concerning Mike Brazofsky fence and shrubs until the property could be resurveyed by Bagett, Griffith and Blackman Surveyors. 
Mike Brazofsky’s property has been surveyed and the fence is encroaching into the City right of way by over 20 feet. Curt Knox’s property on second street was also surveyed and his fence is encroaching into the City right of way by over 11 feet, 5 inches. 
Curt Knox addressed the Council and stated that Tom Hanley surveyed his property prior to him purchasing the property over 30 years ago. Hanley placed 4 pins to mark the boundaries, 2 of which are placed at the center of the block where the public utilities are located and two out on the edge of the street. 

Mayor Brown questioned if Curt had any documentation of the survey. Curt stated that he did not, just the pins marking the boundaries. 

Mayor Brown clarified with Curt that he was disputing the survey that was conducted by Bagett, Griffith and Blackman Surveyors. Curt stated that he was and he would have Tom Hanely resurvey the property. 
Mike Brazofsky’s stated that ideally, he would like to not have to move the fence however that is not going to be likely. He requested to move the fence to the property line but to leave the trees on the outside as landscaping. In the event that they are in the way and need to removed he would understand. He requested to transplant the shrubs approximately 2 feet from the fence. Mike asked if he could have a year to complete the relocating of the fence and to transplant the trees. 
Reliance Connects employee and Haines resident Terry Blaske commented that if the parties had called for utility locates before they built the fences or planted the trees the City would have notified the parties that the planned location of the fence did not represent the actual property boundaries. 

Councilor Anthony made a motion to allow Mike Brazofsky one year to move his fence and transplant the trees. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Councilor Anthony made a motion to allow Curt Knox one year to conduct an independent survey and move fence if necessary. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Curt Knox asked if the City found any information on a water connection that was paid by Patricia Bentner-Conro for his vacant lot. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the City has been approached by individuals that claim that a utility connection had been paid for in the past but never installed. Valerie stated that she has spent many hours searching through the old records but has never been able to locate any documentation concerning utility connections dating back that far. Council agreed several years ago that documentation had to be provided to the City verifying that the connection had been paid for in past. 

Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayor’s Report

Mayor Brown apologized for the inconvenience during the Water Compliance Project. The City has received several comments that the water pressure is lower than prior to the installation of the new water meters.  In some cases, the lack of pressure has been caused by plugged up screens from sediment. M2 Construction will begin the replacement of distribution lines in Phase 2 of the Water Compliance Project this week. 
Agenda Item No. 3 - Consent Agenda
Mayor Brown explained that the June expenses would be voted on separately due to a conflict with Councilors Bain and Falcon.

Councilor Falcon excused herself from the Council declaring that there was a conflict of interest because Public Works Ty Falcon is her husband.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the payroll expenses. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Councilor Falcon returned to the Council.

Councilor Bain excused himself from the Council declaring that there was a conflict of interest due to him receiving compensation for services rendered to the City of Haines. 
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the expenses. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Councilor Bain returned to the Council.

Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the remainder of the consent agenda. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder

City Recorder Report
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the reader board information that she had received from Greg at Ne-Hi Enterprises was for a reader board that had a hand held key board. Greg thought the City should have a program that is installed on the computer. That type of reader board would cost $3,651.00 plus the cost of installation. The Council had approved $3,000.00 including installation so that amount would need to be increased to approximately $4,000.00.
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to spend up to $4,000.00 on a new digital reader board. Councilor Anthony seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Public Comments

Harv Down
Citizen Harv Down addressed the Council concerning the property located at Fourth and Wilcox that has been a nuisance property for years. He questioned why the City had never passed a nuisance ordinance like the Council had told him they were going to do in the past. 
The house has been abandoned for years and partially torn down. The owner had contacted the Haines Fire Department and questioned if they could burn the house down for a practice burn but the house has asbestos siding so the Fire Department is unable to burn the structure. The current renter had agreed to finish tearing the house down but when he learned that it had asbestos siding, he retracted the agreement.
A lengthy discussion followed concerning the house and a nuisance ordinance. 

The reason the City has never enacted a nuisance ordinance is because of varying opinions on the subject. Additional research will be conducted on possible ways to get the owner to remove the remains of the house. Possibly the hazard that exists with the asbestos siding.
There were no further public comments.
Meeting adjourned at 7:13 pm.
