CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the July 12, 2016 regular Council meeting at 7:00 pm.  Council members present were Katie Jones-Bedolla, Don Adcock, Lisa Whited, Connie Pound-Lewis and John Shurtleff. Dawn O’Grady was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel.  
Citizen present: Sandy Wood, Melissa Brown and Angie Shurtleff.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Public Comments


Sandy Wood
Citizen Sandy Wood explained that she had formed a committee to work on the City flag. The committee includes: Sandy Wood, Evelyn Fisher, Lori Thompson, Summer Curry and Mayor Brown. Sandy asked if there were any of the Council that would like to volunteer to help. Councilor Whited and Councilor Adcock volunteered.
Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report
Unger Property Acquisition
Mayor Brown explained that the Unger property was going through a second probate due to a change in probate laws recently. It could possibly take until October until the City is able to purchase the property.

Greg Unger’s Attorney Martin Leuenberger stated that it might be possible to have the Title company move forward with an insured title and hold the funds in escrow until the title clears.

Jeff Merkley Town Hall Meeting
Mayor Brown and City Recorder Valerie Russell attended the Senator Jeff Merkley Town Hall Meeting that was held June 25, 2016. Prior to the Town Hall Meeting they attended a private meeting with Senator Merkley along with the Baker County Commissioners and other Baker County leaders. In the private meeting Senator Merkley was presented with a packet that John Garlitz from JUB Engineers had prepared concerning the Water Compliance Project. Mayor Brown and Valerie were able to explain to Senator Merkley the struggles that the City has had with IFA including the inconsistencies and road blocks. Mayor Brown stated that other legislators will be contacted on this matter.
Fourth of July Celebration

Mayor Brown stated that the Fourth of July Celebration went very well and he thanked the Friends of Haines, the Elkhorn Grange, the Stampede Rodeo Association and everyone that took part in putting on the events. All the events were very well attended and a record number of people were in Haines. 
Mayor Brown plans on attending some of the Friends of Haines meetings. He suggested the Council draft a policy concerning the use of the parks. The amount of garbage that was left behind after the events also needs to be addressed.

Enforcement Officer

Sawn Wood approached Mayor Brown concerning contracting with the City as an enforcement officer that could handle dog complaints and other ordinance violations. Sawn owns a security company and would only charge the City for each individual incident. 
Agenda Item No. 3 - Council/Committee Reports


Planning Document Review
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that Planning Director Richard Howe could not attend the meeting but he had requested the Council continue the review. Any questions that she could not answer would be presented to Richard.
Councilor Jones-Bedolla questioned the placement of the definitions in Chapter 1. She also questioned if 1.2.7 “B” should be “Void Future Actions” as in the Model Code, instead of “Severability”.
Valerie reminded the Council that the Model Code was just a guideline, but that would be presented to Richard.
Councilor Whited questioned the definition of Dwelling Unit that was changed in an earlier meeting and wondered if that was correct. That issue would also be researched.
Agenda Item No. 4 – Consent Agenda

Councilor Jones-Bedolla made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 5 – City Recorder/Public Works
City Recorder

Final Adopted Budget

City Recorder Valerie Russell presented the Council with the final adopted 2016/2017 budget. The budget process is complete and all the necessary documentation has been filed with the appropriate agencies.

Consumer Confidence Report
The Consumer Confidence Report has been filed with the Oregon Health Authority Drinking Water Agency and included in the July water bills. This report is required once a year, but it was not filed last year so the report included two years of water test results. A discussion followed concerning the City’s certified water operator Jason Green and his lack of assistance to the City with the reporting requirements. Considering that the City pays him $300 per month he should remind the City of report deadlines.
2016 Election
The deadline to file candidacy and petitions for the November 8, 2016 election is August 30, 2016 at 3:30 pm. There are three Council positions and the Mayor position available.

Water Compliance Project

Since the City has been unsuccessful in securing a grant to complete the entire project the City has concluded that the project might have to be completed in phases. Engineer John Garlitz and Consultant Nick Ducote are separating the project into portions.  Then the City will request another One Stop meeting with the IFA and the funding agencies to determine if the options are feasible for the City to pursue.
Public Works
4th of July

Public Works Josh Proebstel stated that the 4th of July went well. Mayor Brown and Doug Schneider assisted with the installation of the new banner. Doug had the parks looking beautiful and the City has received many compliments on how well they looked. There was a situation in the park where limbs were pruned off a tree for the Arts in the Park and Josh and Doug had to clean up and dispose of the limbs. Josh agreed that there needs to be some kind of guidelines for use of the parks
Landfill

Bill Justus spent a day at the Landfill excavating dirt with his 120 excavator.  He was able to move enough dirt in one day for an entire year of cover for the Landfill. The Landfill will have a DEQ inspection next week by a new representative from the DEQ.
Misc.

The flow meter on the well was repaired by MMW and is operating fine.

The alfalfa crop at the sewer farm did really well, the first crop had more yield than the all crops combined last year.

OLCC License Renewals
The Haines Steak House, the Frontier Restaurant and Saloon and the Haines Sell-Rite store’s OLCC licenses renewals were presented to the Council. 

Councilor Whited excused herself from the table explaining that there was a conflict of interest and must abstain from voting because she is the owner of the Frontier Restaurant and Saloon.

Councilor Pound-Lewis made a motion to accept the OLCC license renewals. Councilor Jones-Bedolla   seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
