COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JULY 9, 2013
 CONVENED: 7:00 PM

CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony opened the July 9, 2013 regular Council meeting at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Sharon Dinger, Connie Pound and John Shurtleff. Council members Kathy Ritch and Jim Brown were absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Director Jason Melo.

Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Teri Brown Johnson, Sandy Wood. Also present was Nathan Black from JUB Engineering. 

Public Comments
Citizen Sandy Wood commented that the parks were in the best condition that she had seen them in a long time, she thanked Public Works Director Jason Melo and Doug Schneider for their hard work.
Sandy also commented that the sidewalk in the park needs to be replaced and was a safety hazard.

Mayor Anthony explained that the Union Pacific Railroad has grants available that can be used for Park beautification, research will be done to see if sidewalk replacement would qualify for a grant. 

Councilor Shurtleff said he would contribute the labor to install the sidewalk.

Councilor Pound also commented that if possible the lighting at the south park near the kiosk could be included.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Pound seconded the motion. Councilor Dinger abstained. The motion passed with majority consent.

Agenda Item No. 2 - Administrative Matters

Second Reading of Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating of Dogs in the 
City Limits of Haines

Mayor Anthony read Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating of Dogs in the City Limits of Haines by title only.

Discussion followed.

Councilor Dinger made a motion to accept Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating of Dogs in the City Limits of Haines. Councilor Pound seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 

ODOT Special City Allotment Grant
Mayor Anthony explained that it was time to apply for the Special City Allotment Grant. The City has submitted the same application for the Rock Creek Drainage Project for the past two years.
Discussion followed whether to change the project or possibly rename and reword the existing project.

Nathan Black from JUB Engineers commented that it was important to submit projects that entailed Street resurfacing or enhancement, although the City had in the past received the grant for a drainage project and a sidewalk project.
Councilor Dinger made a motion to rename the project to "Secondary Access/Alternate Emergency Route" and reword the previously submitted application to emphasis street resurfacing. Councilor Pound seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Resolution #R-1307-8 Special City Allotment
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1307-8 Special City Allotment. The resolution is required to submit an application for the Special City Allotment grant. 

Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1307-8 Special City Allotment. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 

Oregon Audits Division Recommendations-2011/2012 Audit Review

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the City is required to submit the yearly audit to the Secretary of State Audits Division where it is kept on file. This year the Audits Division chose the City's audit to review in depth. The Audits Division contacted the City and Nichols and Mitchell CPA's by letter and advised the City of some guidelines that they are requiring the City to follow in the future. Bruce Nichols contacted the Audits Division and discussed the issues. There was one math error that was caused from an Excel formula error, but most of the issues involved technicalities.  For example: "Franchise Fees" should be "Franchise Taxes." The City is not required to correct the problems in the 2011/2012 audit, but in future audits these issues need to be addressed. The Audits Division is requesting the City pass a Resolution stating that in the future the recommendations will be followed. Letter from the Audits Division is herein attached and part of the record.

Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1307-9 Resolution of Corrective Measures Regarding the Oregon Audits Division Recommendations.

Councilor Dinger made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1307-9 Resolution of Corrective Measures Regarding the Oregon Audits Division Recommendations. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 3_- Old Business

Sewer Pump Issues

Nathan Black from JUB Engineers explained that John Garlitz has been communicating with the three pump manufacturers involved, Meyers, ABS and Flygt and is waiting for written documentation for the corrective measures that need to be sought. Meyers which is installed now, is stating that the wet well design does not meet their criteria for their pump installation and that is most likely the cause of the pump failure. Flygt pump manufacturers stated that their pumps should be able to be installed in the existing wet well and be compatible with the design with no problem, but that has not been confirmed. John is still gathering information on the ABS pumps which were originally in Anderson Perry Engineers plans. All the information for the Council should be available by the August meeting.
Public Works Director Jason Melo commented that Meyers stated that they would rebuild the existing pumps free of charge and provide a warranty if the wet was redesigned to meet their specifications.

JUB Engineering Water Master Plan Update

Nathan gave a progress report on the Water Master Plan Update and stated that Bill Goss from the Drinking Water Agency should have the Draft Memo reviewed by end of the week so it can be submitted to Gary Viehdorfer at the IFA. 
Nathan commented that Tawni Bean might be overseeing this area for the IFA in the future.  Tawni suggested that the City submit a letter of interest to the Drinking Water Agency for a Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan in the event that the City needs a loan in addition to a grant. Deadline for the Letter of Interest is September 17, 2013. Nathan suggested that the Council start prioritizing phasing for the project since the project will most likely be done in stages. 
Nathan stated that as soon as Bill Goss approves the Technical Memo the Intake Form can be sent to the IFA to request an application for a grant.
Agenda Item No. 4 - Mayor Report

Fourth of July

Mayor Anthony thanked the Friends of Haines, Elkhorn Grange, Stampede Rodeo Association, City Employees, Dottie Miles and everyone that took part in making the Haines Days Events such a success. Mayor Anthony said he received many compliments on how nice the City looked.


Henner Rock Garden
Mayor Anthony commented on the discussion from last months meeting concerning the rock garden next to the office. Mayor Anthony had requested information from the community on the significance of the rock garden. Mayor Anthony spoke with Jack Henner who explained that the rocks were collected by his Grandmother. The garden was built as a memorial to her. Jack thought that relocating the rock garden was a good idea, he commented that the rocks needed to be displayed in a manner where they can be seen without flowers that obstruct the view of the rocks. There is also suppose to be a plaque commemorating Mrs. Henner. 
Council agreed to contribute a plaque commemorating Mrs. Henner for the rock garden.

Public Works Director 


Sidewalk Repair

Public Works Director Jason Melo stated that the sidewalk next to the Haines Mercantile is collapsing, he has barricades around the area, but it is a safety hazard. Jason asked the Council if the City should fill in the hole and fix the sidewalk. Council agreed to have Jason fill in the hole and fix the sidewalk.

Methodist Church Parking Area

Susan Triplett on behalf of the Methodist Church contacted the City. Susan is requesting that the City gravel the area in front of the Church that fills with water and freezes. The Church plans to install a sidewalk and they want the City to fill the area with gravel before they install the sidewalk to eliminate the low area where the water collects.
Council discussion followed and concluded that if the Church purchases the gravel and pays for the delivery then the City will level out the gravel with the City's equipment.

Scrap Metal

Pacific Steel will no longer provide a scrap metal bin at the Landfill due to the minimal amount of metal that the City collects. Jason contacted United Metal in Caldwell Idaho and they have recently became partners with B & K Auto Salvage in LaGrande. B & K will provide the Landfill with a bin for the scrap metal and pay $30.00 more a ton than Pacific Steel has been paying.


Completion of John Street Paving
The City of Baker will be patching streets in Baker July 10th, they have contacted Jason to see if the City would like them to complete the paving on John Street. The cost should be under $1,000.00 for approximately 25 feet, which will complete the project.

Landfill
Jason asked the Council what to charge for boats and hot tubs at the Landfill. 

Mayor Anthony suggested that Councilor's  Dinger and Shurtleff set up a committee to work on the Landfill pricing.

City Recorder Valerie Russell commented that many people still think that the Landfill is just for the Citizens of Haines. Discussion followed on different advertising options.


Flags
Jason commented that Citizens have requested that the City purchase more flags for the Fourth of July so there is enough to decorate the entire parade route.


Fourth of July Chairperson

Jason suggested that there needs to be one Chairperson  to oversee the Fourth of July events.

Mayor Anthony and City Recorder Valerie Russell both stated that there was a lot of confusion and their needs to be one person to coordinate the locations of the events and vendors, especially during the initial setup.

Discussion also included replacing the flag pole at the office. The existing pole is tearing up the flags. Different options were discussed.


Valves on the Pivots
Jason also commented that the two valves on the pivots are not working properly, this type of valve is not designed to use with dirty water and they continually plug up and now need replaced. To replace the existing valves it would cost $1,400.00 each. The valves that are designed for this application would cost $700.00 each. It is possible that the existing valves could probably be sold. 
City Recorder

Volunteer Resolution
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that she had contacted the insurance agent to inquire if the Dog Control Officer should be included on the Volunteer Resolution. If the City appoints a Dog Control Officer it will need to be included on the Resolution.


Donations of Trees
Citizen Stephanie Carter will donate 15 cedar type trees that grow up to 40 feet tall to the City if the City has a use for them.

Council decided that the City did not have use for the trees.
