CITY HALL
Council President Dawn O'Grady opened the June 10, 2014 Public Hearing for the Adoption of the 2014/2015 Budget at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Sharon Dinger, Connie Pound, Kathy Ritch, John Shurtleff and Jim Brown. Mayor Dennis Anthony was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel.

Councilor Dinger led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Sandy Wood and Brianna Peppers. Also present was John Garlitz from JUB Engineers.

 Public Comments/Testimony
There were no public comments on the budget.

Discussion and Adoption of the 2014-2015 Budget
Councilor Ritch made a motion to approve the 2014/2015 budget. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

CITY HALL
Public Comments

Brianna Peppers
Citizen Brianna Peppers addressed the Council requesting permission to hold a Street dance on the 4th of July 7:00 pm - 10:00 pm on Third Street in front of the Elkhorn Grange. The Street will be blocked off from the alley to Cole Street. She has contacted the Sheriff's Department and requested to have some Reserves present for crowd control. Traffic will be detoured onto Second and Fourth Streets. The dance will be free of charge and she will have bottled water available. 
Discussion followed.

Councilor Ritch made a motion to allow the closure of Third Street from the alley between Front and Cole to Cole Street on July 4, 2014 from 6:30 pm - 10:30 pm. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Brianna also stated that Short Peppers Farm is hosting a Farmers Market on Thursdays 3:30 pm - 6:30 pm starting June 12, 2014 until October. They are requesting to use the Railroad Park so electricity is available for music on the bandstand. 

Discussion followed. The general consensus was holding the Farmers Market in the Railroad Park was acceptable.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 2 - Public Works/Recorder/Mayor Reports

Public Works Report
Public Works Josh Proebstel gave an overview of his activities. 

Parks
Josh explained that he has been working with Councilor Shurtleff on the new sidewalk in the park. He provided the Council with a catalog showing patterns that could be stamped into the cement and color added to the cement. Council chose a plank wood pattern. 

Councilor Shurtleff suggested installing a handrail where the sidewalk has a slight slope for safety purposes. 

The corral is also being rebuilt and the drinking fountain repaired. A plaque needs to be purchased commemorating the Union Pacific Railroad for providing the funds for the project. The solar lights for the Kiosk also need to be ordered. 


Streets
Josh commented that the stop sign at Fourth Street and Cole Street was intentionally taken down by an unknown party. Josh researched the guidelines concerning the placement of stop signs. He read the federal standards out of the ODOT Uniform Traffic Control Devices handbook to the Council which states that stop signs should not be used for traffic control. And four way stops signs on a minor street or highway should only be used at intersections with the combined vehicular and pedestrian volume that averages 200 units per hour. 

Discussion followed.

Councilor Dinger made a motion to remove all four of the stop signs at the intersection of Fourth Street and Cole Street. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 

Josh stated that Doug Schneider is planning  to help with the preparation for the Fourth of July. 
The vacant lots and City right of ways will be mowed  before the 4th of July. 

Sewer
The pivots at the sewer farm are still not working properly. Josh stated that the system is overly complex and is difficult to operate. There seems to be a communication problem between the main panel, pivot panel and pivots. Josh is running the system manually at this time. The size of the nozzles need to be larger which should help with the high pressure issue. Adam Kerns recommended a self cleaning screen on the intake which would cost approximately $1,200 which does not include labor and additional plumbing to hook up the unit. 
Discussion followed concerning the complex system. It was stated that this is not the original pivot panel that was in the design. Adam Kerns had recommended the pivot panel, but he does not seem to be able troubleshoot the issues. The pump panel was installed by a different company who also needs to be contacted. Discussion continued concerning a possible solution.
Engineer John Garlitz commented that he had connections with an Electrical Engineer that possibly could troubleshoot the problem with all the components. 


Landfill
Josh explained that there needs to be a sign at the Landfill stating lawn and tree debris only that explains that construction materials such as plywood or nails are not allowed. And the other Landfill sign in town needs to be repainted.
Josh asked the Council if he could bring his sons to the Landfill to help weed eat and clean up as volunteers.

Council agreed that would be allowable.


Water
Josh stated that he has been getting bids for cleaning the water tower. The tower is supposed to be cleaned and inspected every five years.

The auto-dialer on the well #3 is fully operational now.

ODOT Special Cities Allotment Grant

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that the City has received the application for the ODOT 2015 Special Cities Allotment Grant in the amount of $50,000. The project that was submitted last year was the Cole Street Resurface Project which addressed Secondary Access/Alternate Emergency Route. ODOT awarded 5 grants last year and the City was number 6 on the list of 81 applicants. ODOT has requested that the City resubmit the same project this year.

2014 Election
Valerie explained that this is an Election year. The available positions are Mayor and three Council positions. Councilors Ritch, Shurtleff and Brown terms will end this year. The deadline to submit nominations and petitions is August  26, 2014 at 3:30 pm. Twenty signatures are required on the petitions.

Friends of Haines
Teri Johnson from the Friends of Haines asked permission to set up her stand to sell BBQ beef sandwiches in front of the office during the Fourth of July activities.
Council agreed that would be fine.

Xerox
The new Xerox machine was delivered and set up by a Tech from the Xerox company. He was able to connect with the Quick books network with Bob Seymour's assistance by telephone. The Xerox Tech trained Valerie to use the machine. The scanning option is operating. It is possible to scan to the computer or to email.

Water Compliance Project Kickoff Meeting

Kickoff Meeting for the Grant with the IFA, Tawni Bean, Mary Baker and Gloria Zacharias. Grant Administrators Peggy Browne and Sara Haynes. John Garlitz and Nathan Black from JUB Engineers. City Recorder Valerie Russell  and Public Works Josh Proebstel.

The meeting was basically a training session  for the party's involved on the IFA requirements concerning the grant funds. There are many regulations that have to be followed to be able to use the grant funds.


Grant Updates

Valerie explained that she was spending many hours working on the items for the Grant. The IFA Regional Coordinator Tawni Bean has had the Engineer Agreement to review for a considerable amount of time. Tawni has not returned phone calls or emails that Valerie has sent indicating the importance of reviewing the agreement prior to the Council meeting. Tawni had originally advised JUB and the City that a separate agreement between the City and JUB would need to be entered into for each phase of the project. At the training meeting Tawni questioned why JUB had drawn up a separate agreement instead of just adding an amendment to the Engineer of Record contract that the City already has with JUB. Consequently JUB has drawn up a cover page to the agreement stating that it is an amendment to the Engineer of Record agreement. Tawni has not approved the agreement at this time. But Attorney Dan Van Thiel has approved the agreement. The IFA approval consists of making sure that all the Federal Clauses are incorporated into the agreement. Valerie stated that the Council could still vote on the agreement contingent on IFA approval. 
Discussion followed.
Agenda Item No. 3 - Administrative Matters


Approval of Agreement Between The City of Haines & JUB Engineers, Inc. 

Water System Compliance Project: Final Design Services
Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the Agreement Between The City of Haines & JUB Engineers for the Water System Compliance Project: Final Design Services as an Amendment to the Engineer of Record Contract with JUB Engineers, contingent on the IFA giving a satisfactory review of the Agreement. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. Agreement is herein attached and part of the record.

Fair Housing Resolution #R-1406-6
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the Council needs to approve a new Fair Housing Resolution as per IFA requirements. The Council needs to amend the Agenda to include the Fair Housing Resolution. 

Councilor Dinger made a motion to amend the agenda to include the Fair Housing Resolution #R-1406-6. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
The Council approved a Fair Housing Resolution when the sewer grant was received, but there has been some new wording added to the Resolution. Valerie read the added wording in the new Resolution.

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the Fair Housing Resolution #R-1406-6. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. Resolution herein attached and part of the record.


Alley Use
Councilor Shurtleff commented that his neighbors are using the alley as a street and driving fast which is causing a safety hazard for his children and the other neighborhood children that play in the alley. 
Discussion followed concerning the fact that the City does not have any real guidelines on the use of the alley's. Except that the general speed limit in Haines is 25 mph and that the alleys need to be open to allow for emergency vehicles.
Councilor Brown recommended that Councilor Shurtleff contact the League of Oregon Cities on this matter to get examples of guidelines from other Cities.
Agenda Item No. 4 - Old Business

Haines Water Compliance Project
John Garlitz from JUB Engineers stated as far as the difficulties with the contract he felt that now everything should run smoothly and he wants the City to be happy.
Agenda Item No. 5- Council Reports

Councilor Ritch
Councilor Ritch commented that the owners of the old building on the corner of John and Fifth Street need to be contacted due to a safety hazard. She is afraid that the loose metal is going blow off and hurt someone.

The owner will be contacted concerning the hazard.
