CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony opened the June 11, 2013 Public Hearing for the Adoption of the 2013/2014 Budget at 7:05 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Sharon Dinger, Connie Pound and Kathy Ritch. Council members John Shurtleff, Jim Brown and Public Works Director Jason Melo were absent. Also present was City Recorder Valerie Russell.
Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Teri Brown Johnson. Also present was Nathan Black from JUB Engineering.
 Public Comments/Testimony
There were no public comments on the budget.

Discussion and Adoption of the 2013-2014 Budget
Councilor Dinger commented that she was not happy with the budget, she felt that more money needed to be saved back. Councilor Pound stated that there was too much spending. Councilor Ritch pointed out that just because it was budgeted does not mean that it has to be spent, the Council has the final say on expenses.
Councilor Ritch made a motion to approve the 2013/2014 budget. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. the motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 2 - Administrative Matters

First Reading of Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating of Dogs in the 
City Limits of Haines
Mayor Anthony explained to the Council that the Record Courier again failed to publish the legal notice announcing the First Reading of the Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating Dogs in the City Limits of Haines. City Recorder Valerie Russell was able to get the notice published in the Baker City Herald.
Mayor Anthony read Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating of Dogs in the City Limits of Haines by title only.
Citizen Tom Duncan submitted a letter for public comment. Letter is herein attached and part of the record. 
Council discussion followed. Council agreed to change the term "neuter" to "spay/neuter" and correct a clerical error. Councilor Dinger stated that she would contact Tom Duncan and discuss his comments further.

Councilor Dinger made a motion to accept Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating of Dogs in the City Limits of Haines with changes. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 

The ordinance will need to be read and approved at two more public meetings before it can go into effect.


Resolution #R-1306-6 Extending Workers Compensation Coverage to 
Volunteers
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1306-6 Extending Workers Compensation Coverage to Volunteers.

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1306-6 Extending Workers Compensation Coverage to Volunteers. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Councilor Pound commented that the Dog Control Officer was not listed in the volunteer resolution. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell will contact the insurance company to see if  "Dog Control Officer" should be added to the Volunteer Resolution when the City appoints an officer.

Resolution #R-1306-7 Amending Landfill Fee Structure
Mayor Anthony read aloud Resolution #R-1306-7 Amending Landfill Fee Structure. 

Council discussion followed concerning further review of the Landfill fee schedule.

Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept Resolution #R-1306-7 Amending Landfill Fee Structure. Councilor Dinger seconded the motion. Councilor Pound opposed. The motion passed with majority consent.

Audit Engagement Nichols & Mitchell
Mayor Anthony explained that Accountants Nichols & Mitchell have presented the City with an engagement letter to complete the 2012/2013 audit. Their charge to perform the audit will be $4,500, which is the same as the previous year.

Councilor O'Grady made a motion to accept the engagement of Accountants Nichols & Mitchell to perform the 2012/2013 audit. Councilor Ritch seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 3_- Old Business

Dog Enforcement Officer
Councilor Dinger provided the Council with a packet of information concerning appointing a dog enforcement officer. Information is herein attached and part of the record. 

Councilor Pound suggested possible training for the Dog Control Officer.

Sewer Pump Issues

Mayor Anthony explained that the wet well had been pumped out so that the location of the pumps could be measured. It is suspected at this point that the wet well was improperly designed for these particular pumps. 

Nathan Black from JUB Engineers explained that measurements have been taken of the wet well and the manufacturer specs on the pumps that were installed have been obtained.  The manufacturer of the pumps that Anderson Perry Engineering had originally included in the design have been contacted also to see if the original pumps would have worked in the wet well. Further information should be available at next months meeting.

JUB Engineering Water Master Plan Update

Nathan Black stated that the Water Master Plan Review Technical Memo needs to be approved as an amendment to the Water Master Plan for IFA approval. Bill Goss from the Drinking Water Agency will review the Technical Memo at no cost to the City. 
Nathan also commented that Tawny Bean from IFA is going to move to LaGrande, it is unknown at this time if she will be overseeing the Baker area, Tawny is very easy to work with.
Agenda Item No. 4 - New Business

Flower Purchase

Mayor Anthony stated that Jody Anthony has been working on the flower bed in the park and has asked if the City could spend up to $50.00 for flowers for the flower bed.
Councilor Ritch suggested that Jody contact the Rock Garden Nursery, they often donate flowers to the City.

Councilor Dinger commented that she would donate $25.00 toward the purchase of the flowers.

Council agreed for Jody to spend up to $50.00 on the purchase of flowers if she was unable to get donated flowers. 


Supervising Certified Operator 
Mayor Anthony explained that he had recently been contacted by the City's Supervising Certified Operator, Chuck Everson. Chuck was extremely upset concerning the date he received his payment for services and the date that Jason requested him to sign the DMR reports. Mayor Anthony reassured him that these issues could be resolved. Mayor Anthony noted that the contract indicates that Chuck will be paid monthly without a date specified. Chuck was required to visit the site a minimum of once a month and be on call in case assistance is required. 
Mayor Anthony contacted Chuck to discuss the contract. Chuck was not willing to discuss the matter and terminated the contract.
Bruce Litke has a sewer certification and is willing to be the City's supervising certified operator. 
Agenda Item No. 5 -Mayors Report

John Street Repair
Mayor Anthony explained to the Council that John Street had been repaired, but there was not enough asphalt to finish the project. The City should consider finishing the section and then it could be chip sealed.  The County is going to chip seal in August and they can do John Street at the same time. If it was chip sealed this year and then again in 2 or 3 years when  the County does their chip sealing, the road will last longer without requiring so many repairs.

Rock Garden
Mayor Anthony asked if anyone knew if there was any significance of the Rock Garden on the North Side of the building, he wanted to make sure that it was not a memorial of any kind.  It is very difficult to maintain and it would be a good place for parking. City Recorder Valerie Russell is concerned that someone is going to get hit backing out into traffic in front of the office.

Public Park
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that she had been approached by a citizen that inquired if the parks were for public use. The citizen had been told by several other citizens that the park were not for public use. The citizen also asked if alcohol was allowed in the park.

The City does not have an Ordinance that states that alcohol is prohibited in the park.

Citizen Teri Brown Johnson commented that the Boy Scouts recently had a food drive in Haines and were able to collect 745.8 pounds of food. The Food Bank stated that it was the largest food drive that has ever taken place in Haines
