CITY COUNCIL MEETING

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the March 13, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present Ken Bain, Lisa Whited and Don Adcock. Council member Connie Pound-Lewis, Katie Jones and John Shurtleff were absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Brandon Fry.
Citizens present: Sandy Wood, Kay Rood, Dave DeMarre, Holly Gustafson and Garla Rowe.
Due to a lack of a quorum of the Council no decisions where made at the meeting. All items of business were postponed until the April 10, 2018 meeting. The proposed ordinance was read as a courtesy to the public in attendance.

Agenda Item No. 1 - Mayor’s Report

Misc.
The additional pump installation for the sewer farm is progressing and at this point all expenses have remained within the budget of approximately $3,000.

The City did receive the ODOT grant in the amount of $50,000 which will be used for crack sealing and chip sealing Third, Fourth and School Streets. The project will be completed this summer.

A letter concerning the hazardous railroad crossings has been sent to Arron Hunt who is a representative for the Union Pacific Railroad.
Agenda Item No. 2 – City Recorder/Public Works Reports
City Recorder

CDBG Grant & SDWRLF Loan
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained the City finally received a Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $1,908,112. The City was also approved for the loan from the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund in the amount of $1,818,265 of which $961,827 will be forgiven, so the actually loan will be in the amount of $856,438. The loan is a 30-year loan at 1% interest. 
This phase of the project includes installing water meter at every service which is a requirement of the grant and loan. A new water reservoir will be constructed next to well #3. Electrical upgrades will be made on well #3 and formally abandoned well #2. The water rights from well #2 will be transferred over to the new well when it is drilled in the next phase of the project.
The actually construction will probably not begin until October of this year.
Government Ethics
The Government Ethics Statement of Economic Interest will be sent to all public official’s March 15th and must be completed and filed by April 15th.

Public Works Brandon Fry explained that he was able to meet with Councilor Whited to review the alarm system for the well. Gravel has been ordered from the County to use for filling potholes. The installation of the additional pump for the sewer farm irrigation is progressing.

Reading of Ordinance No. 151, Series 2018 An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that this would not be the official first reading of the ordinance since there was not a quorum of the Council but as a courtesy to the public in attendance she would read the ordinance. Ordinance No. 151, Series 2018 An Ordinance to Regulate the Use of the City of Haines Rights of Way was read aloud.
Council discussion followed.

There was confusion with the public and council concerning the proposed ordinance and the ordinance that allows for an agreement to utilize undeveloped rights of way. City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that they are two separate ordinances that regulate two different things. One regulates developed rights of way and one regulates undeveloped rights of way. A detailed explanation of the difference between the two ordinances will be included in the April Newsletter.
